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Carrie: I don't care where he is. Find him. It’s urgent.
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Carrie: He's been locked up for almost a year and overnight they decide to
hold a trial and pronounce a death sentence?
Estes: What did you expect? Hasan blew up 129 civilians in the
marketplace in Ramadi.
Carrie: I know what he did. I also know he's got intel about an imminent
attack on U.S. soil.

Estes: He's been dangling this so-called attack for the last three months.
Carrie: Yeah. And now he'll come clean if we commute his sentence.
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Estes: We don't dictate law to the Iraqis anymore. This is their jurisdiction.
And Hasan is their prisoner.
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Carrie: He's Abu Nazir's bomb maker, David. Execute him now, and

everything he knows is gone forever.
Estes: You had you shot. It's over.
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Carrie: Ibrahim...I tried to get the Agency to intervene, but they couldn't
do anything. I'm sorry.
Hasan: So I have nothing to say to you.
Carrie: Ibrahim, you said your family was in hiding, afraid for their lives. I
can get them to Amman. Tell me what you know, and I will personally

guarantee their safety.
Hasan: Why should I believe you will do what you say?

[...]
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Carrie: You don't believe me? Well, maybe I was wrong to believe you.
You said you were an important man. You said you had information about_an
attack by Abu Nazir.

Hasan: I have information.

Carrie: Prove it. Because unless you do, I won't protect your family.
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Estes: Intelligence work has led us to this man. Prince Farid Bin Abbud,
also known to his friends as Freddie. We spent years chasing rumors that the

prince funded terrorists. But we've never had proof until a meeting between
the prince and Abu Nazir was videotaped by this woman. Lynne Reed. A CIA
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asset and member of the prince's personal retinue.

An attendant in the debriefings: We're running a hooker?

Carrie: (To the attendant) If, by hooker, you mean someone who's out there
risking her life while we're sitting around a conference table, then yeah, we
are. (To Estes) I just received word from her that she successfully downloaded
the prince's cell phone onto an I-X chip. I'll be retrieving it first thing
tomorrow.

Estes: Very good.

Carrie: (To everyone in the room) So, immediately after his meeting with
Abu Nazir, the prince came here to DC. We believe the purpose of his visit is
to move funds to one of Abu Nazir's people here in the United States. If we
can flag the transfer, we can follow the money to Nazir's operative. The prince
is a global guy. He lives on that phone that Lynne Reed just downloaded for
us, so... should be a good place to start.
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Carrie: You're never going to leave this country alive.

Abu Nazir: I know and I don't care.

Carrie: Bullshit.

Abu Nazir: You can't even imagine that, can you? Believing in something
bigger than you, more important than you? We are at war, [ am a soldier.

Carrie: You're a terrorist.

Abu Nazir: Imagine you are sitting down to dinner with your wife and
children. Out of the sky, as if thrown by an angry god, a drone strike hits and
destroys all of them. Who is the terrorist?

Carrie: It's the last day of Ramadan. A young man enters a Shia village,
pushing a cart full of candy and toys. He waits in the school playground for all
the children to gather. Then he reaches back and flips a switch.

Abu Nazir: We fight with what we have.

Carrie: You pervert the teachings of the Prophet and call it a cause. You
turn teenagers into suicide bombers.

Abu Nazir: Generation after generation must suffer and die. We are
prepared for that. Are you?

Carrie: Whatever it takes.

Abu Nazir: (chuckles) Really? With your pension plans and organic foods,
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your beach houses and sports clubs? Do you have the perseverance, the
tenacity, the faith? Because we do. You can bomb us, starve us, occupy our
holy places, but we will never lose our faith. We carry God in our hearts, our
souls. To die is to join him. It may take a century, two centuries, three

centuries, but we will exterminate you.
Carrie: Like I said...you're a terrorist.
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Quinn: I just got back from the Al-Raqqga province in the oil-producing
regions. [...] It's where I've been for the past few months. Our approach has

remained constant. US air strikes prepare targets for surgical intervention by
Special Forces, initially against Assad, then al-Nusra, and most recently
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against the Islamic State. I've been heading up a team of special ops more or
less continuously for the past 28 months. We've been busy.

One of the attendants: Doing what? What the hell is actually going on over
there?

Quinn: Well, if you've read the after action reports...

The attendant: I have. Every one of them. A handful of enemy dead here.
Another handful there. I honestly have no idea what it all adds up to.

Quinn: The program has been effective, sir. 1 believe it should be
continued.

The attendant: You do?

(Quinn nods.)

The attendant: Assad is still in power. ISIL is still growing. Are we really
getting anywhere in Syria?

Quinn: I just said yes.

The attendant: You said a program should be renewed. I'm asking, is our
strategy working?

Quinn: What strategy? Tell me what the strategy is. I'll tell you if it's
working.

(No answers)

Quinn: See, that right there is the problem. Because they...they have a
strategy. They're gathering right now in Raqqa by the tens of thousands.
Hidden in the civilian population. Cleaning their weapons. And they know
exactly why they're there.

The attendant: Why is that?

Quinn: They call it the end times. What do you think the beheadings are
about? The crucifixions in Deir Hafer? The revival of slavery? You think they
make this shit up? It's all in the book. Their fucking book. The only book they
ever read. They read it all the time. They never stop. They're there for one
reason and one reason only. To die for the caliphate and usher in a world
without infidels. That's ‘their’ strategy. And it's been that way since the
seventh century. So, do you really think that a few Special Forces teams are
gonna put a dent in that?

The attendant: Well, what would you do?

[...]

Quinn: 200,000 American troops on the ground indefinitely to provide
security and support for an equal number of doctors and elementary school
teachers.

The attendant: Well, that's not going to happen.
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Quinn: Then I'd better get back there.

The attendant: What else? What else would make a difference?
Quinn: Hit reset.

The attendant: Meaning what?

Quinn: Meaning pound Raqqa into a parking lot.
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a) Carrie: I missed something once before. I won't... I can't let that happen
again.
Saul: It was ten years ago. Everyone missed something that day.
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b) Hagqani: [if you didn’t want war] well, you could've just left us alone.
Saul: After you hit us on 9/11?
