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Female students’ collective identity and sense of 
social security Babol State University

Abstract 
The number of female college students has increased in 
recent years. As a result, there will be more visibility and 
social presence of women in society. It is important to 
understand the relationship between collective identity and 
sense of social security. This study aims to determine the 
relationship between female college students’ collective 
identity and their sense of social security 400 female 
college students were randomly selected at Babol State 
University. The research was conducted using an 
application-oriented questionnaire. The sample size was 
determined using Cochran formula. The validity of the 
content was irmed. The calculated Cronbach's Alpha 
Reliability Coefficient for the variables indicated a high 
correlation between the items, in other words, the 
reliability of the research tool was confirmed. The 
theoretical framework used in this study is based on 
Buzan, Weaver, Molar, and Giddens theories. The data 
show 78.5% of female college students has high collective 
identity. There is no statistically significant relationship 
between collective identity and sense of social security in 
female college students. Based on linear regression 
analysis, there is a statistically significant relationship 
between age and education with sense of social security. 
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According to the results of multiple analysis of variance, 
there is a statistically significant relationship between 
socioeconomic background and the sense of social 
security.
