30. The Athens Charter for the Restoration of Historic Monuments- Adopted at the First International
Congress of Architects and Technicians of Historic Monuments

31. The Conference recommends that, in the construction of buildings, the character and external aspect
of the cities in which they are to be erected should be respected, especially in the neighbourhood of
ancient monuments, where the surroundings should be given special consideration. Even certain
groupings and certain particularly picturesque perspective treatment should be preserved.

32. Recommendation Concerning the Safeguarding of the Beauty and Character of Landscapes and Sites

33. Preventive measures should be aimed at protecting sites from dangers which may threaten them.

These measures should include, inparticular, the supervision of works and activities likely todamage
landscapes and sites, for example:
The construction of all types of public and private buildings. These should be designed so as to meet
certain aestheticrequirements in respect of the building itself and, while avoiding a facile imitation of
certain traditional and picturesque forms, should be in harmony with the general atmosphere which
it isdesired to safeguard.

Charter

35. Article 6. The conservation of a monument implies preserving a setting which is not out of scale.
Wherever the traditional setting exists, it must be kept. No new construction, demolition or
modification which would alter the relations of mass and color must be allowed.

36. Article 13. Additions cannot be allowed except in so far as they do not detract from the interesting
parts of the building, its traditional setting, the balance of its composition and its relation with its
surroundings.

37. Recommendation Concerning the Preservation of Cultural Property Endangered by Public or Private
Works

38. Historic quarters in urban or rural centers and groups of traditional structures should be zoned and
appropriate regulations adopted to preserve their setting and character, such as the imposition of
controls on the degree to which historically or artistically important structures can be renovated and
the type and design of new structures which can be introduced

39. Preventive and corrective measures should be aimed at protecting or saving cultural property from
public or private works likely to damage and destroy it, such as:

Urban expansion and renewal projects, although they may retain scheduled monuments while
sometimes removing less important structures, with the result that historical relations and the setting
of historic quarters are destroyed.

Recommendation Concerning the Protection, at National Level, of the Cultural and Natural Heritage
Any work done on the cultural heritage should aim at preserving its traditional appearance, and
protecting it from any new construction or remodeling which might impair the relations of mass or
color betweenit and its surroundings.
Resolutions of the Symposium on the Introduction of Contemporary Architecture into Ancient Groups
of Buildings
Such contemporary architecture, making deliberate use of present-day techniques and materials, will
fit itself into an ancient setting without affecting the structural and aesthetic qualities of the latter
only in so far as due allowance is made for the appropriate use of mass, scale, rhythm and appearance.
The authenticity of historical monuments or groups of buildings must be taken as a basic criterion and
there must be avoidance of any imitations which would affect their artistic and historical value.
European Charter of the Architectural Heritage
It should be noted that integrated conservation does not rule out the introduction of modern
architecture into areas containing old buildings provided that the existing context, proportions, forms,
sizes and scale are fully respected and traditional materials are used.
The Declaration of Amsterdam
Since the new buildings of today will be the heritage of tomorrow, every effort must be made to ensure
that contemporary architecture is of a high quality.
Recommendation Concerning the Safeguarding and Contemporary Role of Historic Areas
Historic areas and their surroundings should be actively protected against damage of all kinds,
particularly that resulting from unsuitable use, unnecessary additions and misguided or insensitive
changes such as will impair their authenticity, and from damage due to any form of pollution.
In the conditions of modern urbanization, which leads to a considerable increase in the scale and
density of buildings, apart from the danger of direct destruction of historic areas, there is a real
danger that newly developed areas can ruin the environment and character of adjoining historic
areas. Architects and town-planners should be careful to ensure that views from and to
monuments and historic areas are not spoilt and that historic areas are integrated harmoniously
into contemporary life.
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Convention for the Protection of the Architectural Heritage of Europe

To prevent the disfigurement, dilapidation or demolition of protected properties. To this end, each

Party undertakes to introduce, if it has not already done so, legislation which:

a. requires the submission to a competent authority of any scheme for the demolition or alteration
of monuments which are already protected, or in respect of which protection proceedings have
been instituted, as well as any scheme affecting their surroundings;

b. requires the submission to a competent authority of any scheme affecting a group of buildings or
a part thereof or a site which involves
- demolition of buildings
- the erection of new buildings
- Substantial alterations which impair the character of the buildings or the site.

Washington Charter: Conservation of Historic Town

When it is necessary to construct new buildings or adapt existing ones, the existing spatial layout

should be respected, especially in terms of scale and lot size.

The introduction of contemporary elements in harmony with the surroundings should not be

discouraged since such features can contribute to the enrichment of an area.

A Preservation Charter for the Historic Towns and Areas of the U.S.

When it is necessary to construct new buildings or to adapt existing ones, the existing scale and spatial

structure of the place must be respected, as well as the relationship of each building or place to its

larger setting. The introduction of appropriate contemporary design, in harmony with its surroundings,
should not be discouraged. Such contemporary additions, when appropriately designed, enrich and
enliven a historic area and provide as well a measure of cultural continuity.

The Australia ICOMOS Charter for the Conservation of Places of Cultural Significance- The Burra

Charter

Conservation requires the maintenance of an appropriate visual setting, e.g. form, scale, colour,

texture and materials. No new construction, demolition or modification which would adversely affect

the settings which adversely affect appreciation or enjoyment of the place should be excluded.

International Cultural Tourism Charter

Tourism development and infrastructure projects should take account of the aesthetic, social and

cultural dimensions, natural and cultural landscapes, bio-diversity characteristics and the broader

visual context of heritage places. Preference should be given to using local materials and take account
of local architectural styles or vernacular traditions.
