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Introduction: Physicalism is a view that believes that everything is physical and considers phenomenal
consciousness as a physical phenomenon. The present study aims to show through the Zombie conceiv-
ability argument raised by Chalmers that phenomenal consciousness is not a physical phenomenon. As
aresult, itis a claim of false physicalism is false.

Methods: This study is based on the study of the main and primary sources about this matter and
has attempted to obtain some results about phenomenal consciousness through conceptual analysis,
philosophical, and rational arguments.

Results: According to the zombie conceivability argument, a creature that is physically like a human
but lacks phenomenal consciousness is conceivable. Accordingly if this creature is conceivable then it
is possible, and the possibility of this creature shows that phenomenal consciousness is not a physical
phenomenon. This argument first indicates by proposing the epistemological gap between physical and
phenomenal realms that there is no epistemic entailment from physical facts to facts about phenomenal
consciousness. Thus, one can be imagined without the other, and then it argues for a modal gap between
the two realms, that is, there may be physical properties but no phenomenal consciousness. Finally, this
gap argues for the ontological gap between the physical properties and the phenomenal consciousness
and shows there is no ontological implication between the physical properties and the phenomenal
consciousness, and the physical properties do not necessitate phenomenal consciousness.

Conclusion: Phenomenal consciousness and physical properties are ontologically independent. Phe-

nomenal consciousness is not a physical phenomenon; therefore the claim of physicalism is false.
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
