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Abstract

The purpose of this study was to investigate the moderating role of religious
beliefs in the relationship between attachment styles and the attitude towards
infidelity in married women. In this descriptive-correlational research, 152
married women were selected from Tehran's district 3 community centers
using the convenience sampling method. Data were collected using the
attachment style scale (Collins and Reid, 1990), Attitude towards infidelity
scale (Whatley, 2008), and participating in religious beliefs scale (Golzary,
1379). The results showed that there is a negative significant relationship
between secure attachment style and attitude towards infidelity among
married women, and religious beliefs moderates this relationship more
negatively. There is also a positive and significant relationship between
avoidant attachment style and attitude towards infidelity among married
women. This direct relationship is not significant when the variable of
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religious beliefs act as a moderator. In conclusion, religious values act as a
moderator between the types of attachment and the attitude of married
women towards infidelity.
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
