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Abstract

Effective implementing of educational activities requires acquiring educational theories. Numerous
theories have emerged throughout history from the past to the present. Understanding these theories
is not an easy task. So the central question in studying educational ideas is how to understand
educational theories, or in other words, educational theology. The paradigmatic approach is one of
the procedures related to theorizing or theory that can help us read and understand thought,
especially educational thoughts. The paradigmatic perspective in explaining scientific theories plays an
important role in the formation of theories, including educational theories, basic beliefs and
assumptions, and in other words, the paradigm. The paradigmatic features have three basic elements:
ontology, epistemology, and methodology. The scientific theories of education according to the
criterion of time can be analyzed in three parts: pre-modern, modern and post-modern paradigms.
Like paradigms, education has three essential components: goals, content, and methods of
instruction. The components of education are obtained by examining and analyzing the elements of
paradigms. In this study, educational theories with a paradigmatic approach have been studied in the
three mentioned paradigms. The method of study is descriptive-analytical. In this method, first,
through studying the descriptions of educational ideas they are analyzed, and then the paradigmatic
analysis of the theories of education in the modern and postmodern period is identified. In the next
step, by examining the paradigmatic features of the theories, the educational components i.e. the
aims, content and methods of education are extracted from the educational elements. Another part of
the research findings is related to criticism. In this section, the BARDI perspective is used for
comparison and criticism.

Throughout history, from the past to the present, several theories have emerged in
the field of education. Understanding these theories is not an easy task. Therefore, the main
question in the study of educational opinions is how to understand and understand
educational theories or, in other words, educational theology. A paradigmatic approach is
one of the approaches in theorizing or theorizing that can help us to understand ideas,
especially educational ideas. The paradigm view in explaining scientific theories is that in the
formation of theories, including educational theories, basic beliefs and assumptions, in other
words, "paradigm" play an important role. Attributes of paradigms have three basic
elements: ontology, epistemology and methodology. Education, like paradigms, has three
basic components: goals, content, and teaching methods. The components of education are
obtained by examining and analyzing the elements of paradigms. Theories of education
according to the criterion of time can be examined in three paradigms: pre-modern, modern
and postmodern. In this research, educational theories with a paradigm approach have been
studied in the three mentioned paradigms. The study method is descriptive-analytical. In this
method, first, through a library study, educational ideas are described and then, through
analytical methods, the paradigmatic characteristics of educational theories in the pre-
modern, modern and postmodern periods are determined. In the next step, by examining
the paradigmatic characteristics of theories, educational components, i.e. goals, content and
teaching methods have been extracted. In each paradigm, criticisms can be made, which are
presented at the end of the paradigms.

In this study, it has been found that theories related to the pre-modern paradigm can be
divided into two categories: philosophical theories (religious idealism and religious realism)
and religious theories. According to the paradigmatic elements in pre-modern reality, reality
is based on realism and supernaturalism. The main basis of pre-modern epistemology is the
invocation of general rationalism and deductive reasoning. In general, the nature of
epistemology was of existential origin, and for this reason the fixative epistemology led to
the cosmological form of the tent. Pre-modern anthropology has been influenced by the
way we look at nature or its cosmological system. As Aristotle said: "Human-being is in
nature and evolves in it." For Plato, perfection is the certainty of man. If nature is the
petfection of man, man as a whole has an unchangeable nature. Another consequence of
this kind of anthropological view is that since the whole is inherently prior to the
components, then man will be digested in society or the city-state. Considering the elements
of pre-modern paradigm in ontology, it can be said that in this paradigm, education tends to
supernatural goals. The purpose of education in the pre-modern paradigm is to reach God
ot to become God-like, because the goal is ultimately to prepare the individual for salvation
in the other wotld and to trealize the divine approach. According to Augustine's theoty,
educational methods in schools and educational centers in the first periods of the Middle
Ages were based on the following: remembrance, inner purification, contemplation and
recourse to prayer.

Achieving the truth means that God relied on faith rather than reason. In the second
period onwards, with the rule of Aquinas theory, educational methods became more
rational. In these centuries, there was an education that is known as the scholastic method
(school) and it is based on reading texts by the teacher and debating led by the teacher. This
biblical and logical method is a kind of progress in comparison with the devotional method
in that it leads to the cultivation of reason. In the critique of the pre-modern paradigm, it
can be said that pre-modern approaches suffer from a fundamental weakness by not paying
attention to other dimensions of human existence such as intellectual, physical and social.
Theories related to the modern paradigm include philosophical theories that include the
philosophical schools of idealism and modern realism, naturalism, pragmatism,
existentialism, phenomenology, analytical philosophy, and scientific theories that include:
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theories of biology, psychology, and sociology. In the modern paradigm, reality is
considered natural and material. Epistemology is based on rationalism and empiricism, and
in anthropology, humanism is the main concept. These elements of the paradigm shifted
education towards natural goals and the existing social world. The educational methods
emphasized in the modern paradigm were different according to the theories of
experimental psychology and cognitive psychology. That is, in experimental psychology,
objective and experimental methods were considered, and in cognitive psychology,
deductive and gestalt methods were considered. The curriculum also emphasizes the
experimental natural sciences and humanities. In the paradigm of modernism, although
attention has been paid to the scientific dimension of education, but it has been criticized
for not paying attention to other dimensions of education. But the ideas of the modern
paradigm have been criticized by religious scholars and postmodern thinkers. Religious
scholars have spoken of not paying attention to the spiritual dimensions and post-moderns
have spoken of not paying attention to the emotional aspect of man.

Theories related to the postmodern paradigm are divided into: philosophical theories
(post-structuralism, philosophical hermeneutics, and philosophical feminism), and scientific
theories (the theory of complexity and turmoil in the natural sciences and the theory of
constructive learning in psychology and critical theory in sociology). In the postmodern
paradigm, reality is artificial and social. Epistemology is based on the idealism of relativism,
and in anthropology, man has no defined identity. In the postmodern paradigm, education
has no fixed and defined goals and is specified in discourse. Teaching methods emphasize
criticism of dialogue. The content and curriculum is multidisciplinary and pays special
attention to artistic topics. The postmodern paradigm, although emphasizing factors such as
attention to individual differences and cultural multiplicity and critical discourse and
individual learning, also has drawbacks, including relativism in epistemology. Opponents of
postmodernism (conservatives, liberals, modernists, and analytical philosophers) argue that
postmodernists are unaware of the role of education in cultural transmission. Analytical
philosophers consider postmodern ideas such as empowerment, liberation, etc. to be
emotional and rhetorical. The postmodern approach is like humanist modernism; That is,
the educated man considers this world; in other words, turning away from paying attention
to the other world.
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
