Namely, within
the society that is culturally and religiously plural, who and what is the Self and the Other,
and what relations do they have? The significance of answering this question is that without
recognizing the identity of the Self and the Other, it can’t be possible to know cleatly the
identity, place, and role of the Self in plural World. Meantime recognizing the Other is led to
our awareness of our limits and boundaries, and avoiding of absolute selfishness. Religious
diversity also is led to pay attention to the importance and role of the Other in our life. The
tirst logical requirement of rethinking about our and the Other’s identity is paying attention
to common and uncommon virtues among us. Common virtues are led to linking the Self
and the Other, uncommon virtues are caused to recognizing their differences and diverse
boundaries of epistemic, moral, ontological, and religious identity.

So welcoming to dialogue is the only logical strategy in the face with the Other which its
processes can be explained by next suggested steps: The first step regarding forming a
logical and friendly dialogue with the Other is to recognize his/her identity in the process of
dialogue. The second step for actualizing rational religious dialogue is to desacralize from
the tradition of our religious beliefs and to give up any biased attitude to our religious
teachings. The third step is to be ready to reform our religious belief systems in which their
errors and mistakes are cleared within a dialogue. Such readiness is led to welcoming to the
Other’s beauties and goods. The fourth step of dialogue is an openness to the Other’s
words, as thinks and speaks not as we want. The fifth step is to declare our readiness for
listening to all truths from the Other so that through their gradually assessing can be
clarified their logicality or illogicality. The six steps concerning making rational religious
dialogue is to have free will for learning the truth from the Other’s religious tradition. The
seventh step regarding the process of dialogue is to believe and rely on the religious Other’s
words in order the process of dialogues can’t be misled based on our presuppositions. The
eight steps is that we should start our dialogue with human being’s commonalities, and
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gradually focus on our partial differences. Regarding our problems we should consider what
places they have and are able to play in our and the Other’s religious beliefs system.
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
