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Abstract

Of the most disputed debates in the philosophy, is the question of quiddity of the human
psyche, which reflects the nature of the man. In the present article human psyche, which
also can be referred to as ego, is discussed from the perspective of empiricism and more
specifically, psychologism. After having a definition of the psychologism, this subject is to
be debated from the viewpoint of the early Husserl and Brentano. Thereafter, we would
have a concise discussion about the ego, from the perspective of psychologism of the early
Husser]l and Brentano. For this discussion to be clearer, there will be references to the
phenomenalism of the Hume and cogito of the Descartes, noting this difference that Hume
eventually comes to Empiricism, while based on Husserl's belief, Descartes's cogito due to
some shortness's descent from transcendental ground to the natural or empirical ground.
Finally, with a brief definition of the natural attitude, characteristics of the empitical ego
which is noticed by early Husserl and Brentano will be introduced.
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Although Brentano and Husser]l were not psychologists of the Phrazer or Benke type, yet
similar to them and other empiricists had an empirical attitude towards human percept or
ego and sought it as nothing but a whole of perceptions. Indeed, the ego itself is not a
phenomenon and is a vessel for phenomena. With that being said, for such an ego these
characteristics can be enumerated. First, the empirical ego is enclosed with its phenomena
and perceptions and there is nothing else than these consecutive perceptions and
phenomena existing in the mind for the empirical ego to experiment based on its material
conditions. Second, since the empirical ego is nothing but these phenomena and
perceptions, so it has no active ability to surpass existing phenomena towards novel ones or
give meaning to the phenomena and the world it explores; or doubt or prove the credit of
its understanding of the objects phenomena arise from.

Third, the empirical ego is preoccupied in the natural approach and attitude. An
approach in which ego or the thinking soul is a part of it and thinking soul, cognitive subject
ot the ago is departed from the world and cognitive object.

Fourth, the empirical ego is bound to the natural attitude and is apart from the world but
it is under rules of the natural world. As a matter of fact, the natural world is constitutive of
the ego. In the perspective of late Husserl, it of the cognizant deserve to receive existence
due to their dependence on consciousness. By combining these three characteristics for
beings present in consciousness as the real belongings of certainty, Hussetl's concern for a
certain science is allayed.

Psychology was the last discipline to separate from philosophy as the mother of science.
This discipline, like all other disciplines, when separated from philosophy, left behind some
general and abstract issues that the sciences usually refuse to address in the field of
philosophy. Nevertheless, there is a deep connection between the science of psychology and
the science of philosophy that other sciences may not have such a connection with the
science of philosophy.

The science of philosophy deals with general and abstract issues such as the origin of the
universe and man. The place of man in the universe, what is man and what is the world. In
fact, most of the philosophical discourses are about the wotldview, of course, man and his
self-aware are at the center of these discourses. Psychology, on the other hand, also
discusses human beings but these two sciences look at this issue from a different
perspective. Philosophy discusses the totality of man, what he is, the reason for the
existence or absence of the spiritual aspect of man, and the relationship between soul and
body. But psychology explains the human psyche. Even if he is a materialist psychologist, he
accepts the human soul as the non-physical effect or sequence of the human body. But the
psychologist studies the human soul and psyche for fitness and mental health. This
preparation is achieved by the necessary and efficient measures, and as a result, human life.
He becomes calm and prepares to take responsibility for individual and social life.

Therefore, the subject of psychology in philosophy is the issue of the human psyche and
soul. But philosophy considers the human psyche as the pure self or the foundation of
human identity, which we will refer to as the ego, and discusses it. And without giving it a
special function like psychology, it has always been present and debated in the philosophical
reflections of the two schools or the insights of realism (originality of reality) and idealism
(originality of mind). Realism later advocated the originality of the empirical method, and
idealism advocated the originality of the rational or transcendental method.

The philosophers we have discussed, namely Netanyahu and Husserl, of course first
Husserl, because they were influenced by Freud, the empirical psychologist, viewed the
psyche or ego from a realist and empiricist perspective. In this article, we will discuss the
attitudes of these two philosophers about the ego and the psyche, and we will try to answer
the question, what are the main characteristics of the ego from the perspective of
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empiricism? Or rather, what is an experimental ego? And what is the identity of the ego
from the point of view of empiricist philosophers?

It is noteworthy, of course, that Brentano spent her entire life thinking in the branch of
realism that we will refer to in this article as Psychology, but Husserl experienced two
phases of thought during his intellectual life. In the first phase, like Brentano, he was a
psychologist; but in the second phase, phenomenology was transcendent

In this article, it is assumed that the empiricist or experimental ego can only understand
sensory phenomena and live in the natural world, or in other words, the material world.
Thus consciousness exists as nature, as a reality in abstract time and space, and concrete life
is merely a mental manifestation beyond which we must search for its constituent elements.
