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Abstract

Any kind of administrative and government corruption can be a brake and a lever
to disrupt all countries' important trade and economic areas. In this study, we
have examined the situation of corruption in the Iranian press. In this study, we
seek to answer these questions: What are the conflicting discourses in the
formation and perpetuation of corruption? What groups and institutions is
corruption related to? From what position or position does corruption arise? The
four newspapers Vatan-e-Amrooz, Shargh, Etemad, and Kayhan have been used
for reading, and from each of these newspapers, based on a theoretical sample,
several texts have been selected as samples to analyze and interpret the issue of
corruption. The Laclau and Mouffe frameworks have been used to answer the
research questions. Based on Mufeh's framework, a model on the issue of
corruption was presented to each newspaper. The top signs formed on the issue
of corruption in each of the newspapers are: justice-oriented management,
transparent management, diverse meritocracy management, and Islamic
management, respectively. In general, newspapers, instead of structurally
examining the issue of corruption and providing solutions to the problem, are
more involved in exposing corruption and attributing it to the era of opposing
discourse management, and there is a kind of rhetorical discourse in the press.

1. Introduction

International attention to the issue of
corruption has increased significantly in
recent decades. The International Anti-
Corruption Conference, held in
September 1997 in Lima, the capital of
Peru, was the first attempt by
governments, NGOs, and civil society
representatives to openly discuss the issue
of corruption and bribery. (Loner, 1375:
151). Today, due to the non-transparent
system and the lack of regulatory bodies,
free media is mentioned as a tool for
greater  transparency. In  different
societies, the media is governed by the
policies of its owners, and therefore
reflects only part of the reality that is
within their interests. Government and
power are among the factors influencing
the bias of the media. The media in
underdeveloped and developing countries
deal with the issue of factional and
political corruption. The problem is that it
is precisely in our media that criticism in
every field (including corruption) comes
out of love and political hatred. The more
governmental the media, the more they try
to censor corruption and show it
insignificant. On the other hand, their
governments are sensitive to and deal with
the issue of the media maneuvering in the
corruption debate. In this study, we seek
to answer these questions: What are the
conflicting discourses in the formation
and perpetuation of corruption? What
groups and institutions is corruption
related to? From what position or position
does corruption arise?

2. Methods

This study has been done using the critical
discourse analysis method. Newspapers
and media are not neutral in their
coverage of news and reports, and today

they play an important role in directing
public opinion. Today, the media
influences the formation of reality and
represents the desired reality through
specific ideologies and discourses behind
the text. For this reason, news stories not
only provide information to readers but
are often accompanied by specific
interpretations (Teo, 2000: 14). The
sentence is applied (Simpson, 2004: 22).
The statistical population in this study is
the press. Corruption headlines in the
1990s including their editorials, headlines,
headlines, and news texts. Due to the
diversity and multiplicity of newspapers,
according to the objectives of the study,
four dailies have been selected, each of
which discusses corruption differently.
The discourse analysis method has been
used to analyze texts.

3. Results

The framework and model of Laclau and
Mouffe were used to identify the
implications of each newspaper.. The best
sign of corruption in Etemad Newspaper is
the diverse management of the
meritocracy. This refers to the monopoly
situation in the tenth government, during
which with the concentration of power
and monopoly of oil resources and
management in the hands of a certain
group and current, we have witnessed the
greatest oil and banking corruption.
Qualities such as managerial stability,
transparent management, the existence of
regulatory, civil, and political institutions,
free media, confrontation with kinship
system, political pluralism, and political
development, non-monopoly of power
and wealth, legalism versus voluntarism,
confrontation with economics and
friendship management around the
discourse of corruption is detailed in
Etemad Newspaper. The best sign of
corruption in Kayhan Newspaper is
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Islamic management, i.e., the ignorance of
the managers and officials in the country
of the Islamic principles and teachings on
the one hand and on the other hand, their
neglect of Imam Khomeini's sayings and
leadership orders have caused them to
deviate from the Islamic Revolution
discourse and have made popular the
volume of corruption and rent-seeking in
organizations and institutions. The top
sign formed on the issue of corruption in
Shargh  Newspaper is transparent
management. Transparency and
accountability are some of the issues that
the 11th government has always mentioned
in the fight against corruption, and the
existence of a kind of transparent
management is a representation of the
policies of the 11th government in the fight
against corruption. The best sign on the
issue of corruption in Vatan-e-Emrooz
Newspaper is justice-oriented
management. This refers to the policies of
the ninth and tenth governments, which
have risen against corruption with the

slogan of justice.

4. Conclusion

The social context and the conditions that
have arisen have led to multiple
monopolies in the country. The powers
have taken over the public and private
sectors, and everything is out of control.
These conditions pass and inevitably
produce corruption. Extensive changes in
Central Europe, the former Soviet Union,
China, and Vietnam, and even the

transition to democracy in Latin America
and Asia have shown that change is
possible and can happenin a short time. In
our country, changes may be slower and
more difficult than changes in other
countries, but to solve corruption, which
affects all institutions and criminal and
political currents, structural changes are
required in various areas, including
government and government institutions.
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
