3. Results

ment of space can be much more effective in Synomor-
phy than in open spaces. They are cinematic. Synomor-
phic physical factors are more effective in the formation
of behavioral camps in which livelihood activities take
place and behavioral factors are more effective in the for-
mation of behavioral camps in which social activities take
place.

4. Discussion

But when
we look at the literature of realism, it is assumed that the
author of the work is a narrator of real places and spaces
and events in his story, or that he has at least created his
mental imagery under the influence of facts. The present
study was conducted on a story from the Regional Nov-
els of Gilan. For further study, it is possible to comment
on the behavior-body coordination of behavioral settings
in native homes in different periods as well as other re-
gions by purposefully selecting appropriate samples and
achieving theoretical saturation. Also, based on such a
study and in the same way, we can study the components
of behavioral settings such as body, time and users and
their different features and characteristics and how they
affect the formation of behavioral settings.
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
