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Objectives: Taking the perspective of indigenous people involved in the
phenomenon, the present research seeks to understand what contexts in a
person's environment lead him to addiction, what factors, conditions and
interactions exist in this context and what are the consequences of addiction .
Methods: This study uses a qualitative research approach. The participants
include 17 men selected using purposive sampling. Data was collected using semi-
structured in-depth interviews and analyzed through qualitative content analysis
of Strauss-Corbin's approach .Results: "Normalization and breaking the taboo of

drug use", "family and environmental problems and disputes”, "family passivity
and weakness in supervision", "lack of supportive and controlling role of society",

1. Introduction

Drug addiction, as one of the most serious
social issues in Iran, has various
psychological, sociological, legal, political,
etc. aspects. According to social analysts,
drug addiction is one of the most complex
social issues in the present age, which is
the cause of many harms and social
deviations. Addiction leads society to
stagnation and decline. It is also a
phenomenon rooted in the social,
economic and cultural issues of society.
The meaning of industrial drugs that are
considered in this research are substances
that have the following properties:

1- It has more addictive power, e.g.,
crack, ecstasy, heroin, etc.

2- It is consumed by injection, e.g.,
heroin, methadone (dolphin), cocaine, etc.

3- It is produced artificially in the
laboratory, e.g., meperidine, methadone,
fentanyl, oxycodone, etc.

4- It is made artificially or semi-
artificially from poisonous plants or
combined with other materials, e.g.,
orcobenzene, which is made from the
poisonous plant ergat or ergo, or crack,
which is mixed with marijuana and used by

pipe.
5- It should be used by rubbing on the
skin, gluing, inhaling, etc.

In short, the phenomenon of addiction
to industrial substances has become
widespread in the last two decades and
has sometimes replaced traditional
materials. Hence its investigation, beyond
the conventional positivist paradigms,
requires a deeper analysis of the social
context of addiction. The city of Semnan
has largely preserved its traditional
texture and people involved in the

phenomenon of addiction are from a very
fragile and vulnerable class, and this trait
has led to their conservatism and their
study requires the researcher to help them
to trust in him and provide their
information without fear. Since such a
kind ofinformation is sufficiently valid, it
doubles the importance of qualitative
study of this phenomenon in this
traditional context. In fact, we seek to
understand the underlying factors of
industrial drug addiction among young
people living in Semnan.

2. Methods

Qualitative studies give a new perspective
to researchers through a deeper
understanding of the behavior of addicts.
The current qualitative research has been
done using the method of grounded
theory. Grounded theory is an inductive
method that creates theory from regular
field data from social research. The
number of participants in this study was 17
men who were studied in addiction
treatment camps in Semnan. Sampling was
done purposefully by answering semi-
structured questions until theoretical
saturation was achieved. In-depth
interviews were conducted with 17
individuals who met the above criteria to
collect data using the in-depth interview
technique. The interviews were conducted
with the satisfaction of the individuals and
by stating the goals and nature of the
research and gaining the trust of the
sample individuals. Each interview lasted
between 45 and 60 minutes .To select the

samples, the following points have been
observed: the interviwees must have been
male (due to the higher prevalence of
industrial substance addiction among
men), adultand young between 15 and 40
years old, a resident of Semnan city,
addicted to industrial materials for more
than a year. Variety was expected to be
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observed in the selection of people to
cover all aspects of the phenomenon.

3. Results

Findings include 73 concepts, 28
subcategories, 7 main categories and a
core category extracted through careful
considerations in the analysis of
interviews with participants. Patterns of
family life experience were extracted as
one of the major categories of coding and
analysis of interviews with participants.
From the analysis of the participants'
interviews, it was understood that the
patterns of interaction between parents
and family members have a great impact
on the individual's cognition and role
modeling, as well as his interaction. This is
a functionally important process and time
continuum. The process of data analysis
eventually led to the emergence of 7 cod
axes. "Normalization and breaking the
taboo of drug wuse", "family and
environmental problems and disputes”,
"family passivity and weakness in
supervision”, "lack of supportive and

controlling role of society", "ambiguity of
future goals and prospects", "consumption
attractions ", as well as "Individual and
personality challenges" are the 7 central
codes mentioned. The core category of
this research is ‘'refraction of the
constructive  interactive  model  of
individual-family-society which includes

other categories.

4. Conclusion

In the present study, an attempt was made
to analyze the manner and process of
tendency towards addiction to industrial
materials among the youth of Semnan
through the lens of social processes. This
issue was analyzed, identified, counted
and categorized in detail in a qualitative

research using a context-based approach.
17 people participated in this study. The
participants were involved in an in-depth
and semi-structured interview conducted
by the researcher and most of the
interviews were audio-recorded. The data
were finally analyzed based on the
contextual theory approach proposed by
Strauss and Corbin. Raw interview data in
this research, after coding and
classification in the form of concepts,
open codes and core codes, led to the
extraction of a selected code and the main
phenomenon of the research. Findings
showed that a number of individual, family
and environmental factors lead to
industrial addiction and as a result,
adverse individual, family and social
consequences. The contextual theory of
research is expressed in the form of a
paradigm model, including six dimensions

of causal conditions, contextual
conditions, intervening conditions,
phenomena, interactions and
consequences.
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
