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Abstract

The theory of the divine command is one of the main theories of the
philosophy of ethics, which discusses religion and its relationship with
morality, the good and bad of actions, divine command and prohibition,
and other moral issues. This theory has had many fans throughout history,
and religious and moral thinkers and various religious schools have
expressed their views on it. In this regard, the aim of this study is to
explanation and critique of Robert Adams and Ash'arites on the theory of
the divine. In this article, the theoretical foundations and views of the
Ash'atites and Robert Adams under the theory of the divine and in the
field of ethics are examined separately. From Robert Adams' point of view,
taking a position on morality has been examined in two axes: "good
meaning" and "meaning of obligation", and from the Ash'arite point of
view, it has been examined in two sections: "good and ugliness" and
"moral requirements". According to Adams, the source of moral goodness
is the nature and intrinsic attributes of God. Also, from his point of view,
value concepts have objective reality and have an external reality, and the
work of reason is only to discover and understand it. The Ash'arites, under
the theory of the divine order, have paid more attention to the good and
ugliness of deeds and believe that the good and ugliness of deeds are not
inherent but religious. It is the will of God.
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Introduction

The religion and its relation to morality, and in the meanwhile, God's
relationship with morality, has always been one of the issues among the
intelligentsia of religion and morality. In this context, the question has
been raised in the past whether it is good because it is good that God has
commanded it, or because, God commanded it to be good .

The main issue studied in this research was, what is Robert Adams's
point view on the divine and how can it be compared with the point view
of the Ash'arites? What is the characteristics of Adams's final report of the
divine theory and what is the position of morality in this theory, and in
this regard, what is the similarity or difference with the view of the
Ash'arites? According to this, the main aim of this study was to examine
the theory of the divine between two famous views, Robert Adams and
the Ash'arites in the field of ethics .

Robert Adams's view of the theory of the divine commond

Robert Adams's point view can be examined and deduced under the
theory of the divine commond and in the field of ethics, according to two
principles of "goodness semantic" and "meaning of semantic". According
to Adams point views, the source of moral goodness is the nature and
intrinsic attributes of God, God himself is value and good in essence, and
the appearance of good in essence in various manifestations that
characterizes all manifestations well. In his view, value of concepts also
have objective reality. The objectivity of moral concepts explains the fact
that they are external and objective facts that are perceived by reason or
intuition; That is, the basis of moral concepts is part of the external and
objective world. Goodness in a moral work is just like the goodness that
exists in sensible objects

Adams states and emphasizes that any intellectual independence of
man in formulating and understanding moral principles and laws requires
the limitation of God's will, power, and dominion. According to him,
moral requirements depend on divine commands. His reason for proving
this is that these are the same moral requirements as the divine

commandments.
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Ash'arite view of the theory of the divine commond

In order to explain and draw of the divine command, the Ash'arites
emphasize that God's command and prohibition are the positive of
goodness and badness deeds. It is not that goodness and badness are
inherent in the nature of actions and that the duty of the Shari'a is simply
to discover them and remove the badness from reality. The Ash'arites
believe that the goodness and ugliness of deeds are not inherent but
religious. In their view, the human intellect never commands praise or guilt
for anything; of course, the intellect understands that an action is in
accordance with its purpose or nature or has an expediency; but in the case
of the perpetrator of that act, the ruling does not apply to the praise of
reason and reason. In explaining the view and approach of the Ash'arites,
it has been stated that some people who do not believe in religion confess
goodness or badness in some matters, while if goodness and ugliness were
due to belonging to the holy shari'ah, such a confession should not have

been made.
Conclution

Based on the results of this study, it can be stated that Robert Adams,
based on the theory of the divine command, basically believes that
morality is dependent on religion. According to this finding and according
to Adams point view, moral permissibility and mistake depend on God,
and moral mistake is to be contrary to the command and will of God, who
loves his human beings and allows what God commands and agrees with
it. Among the moral concepts, Robert Adams's theory deals only with the
obligatory concepts of morality and has been paid more attention to the
concept of moral mistake. In addition, Adams considers the theory of the
divine to be useful and practical for a community in which religion
prevails.

According to the results of this study, the Asharites explain the theory
of the divine command more around the central issue of rational or
religious goodness and badness and believe that in the nature of divine
goodness and ugliness, dependence is not conceptual, but rather based on
the ontological dependence of moral commands on God's will. In the field
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of actions, the Ash'arites consider all goodness and badness as a mere
contract, and this does not seem correct.

According to the results of this study, despite the objections to Adams's
theory of divine command, his modified theory of divinity is somewhat
far from the critiques of traditional divinity theory. In the critique of these
two theories, it can be explained that the theory of the divine commond,
neither of the two views have provided a suitable answer to describe and
explain the relationship between religion and morality and have not been
able to clearly explain the moral interaction between God and God's
creation.
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
