Child abuse and multiple harms against
their physical, mental, educational and
security development have a long history
and are not new to human societies.
Although child abuse and neglect have a
long history, organized support for them
dates back to the twentieth century. In this
century, documents guaranteeing the
protection of children included the 1924
Declaration of the Rights of the Child, the
1959 Declaration of the Rights of the Child,
and the 1989 Convention on the Rights of
the Child, ratified and convened the First
and Second Balkan Congresses in 1936 and
1938. The children insisted. The United
Nations recommended to establish a
multifaceted and systematic framework
for responding to violence against children
in the national planning process. On this
basis, a child protection system was
established. The Child Rescue Fund
defines a child protection system in a
concept paper as follows: A set of
measures and structures set up to prevent
and respond to child abuse, neglect,
exploitation and violence.

Therefore, actions that lead to the
departure of the child from his or her
original family should be considered as
secondary.

 Child protection systems must have
transnational structures. As migration or
human trafficking has increased in the
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world today for various reasons, children
need support and care anywhere in the
world.

* Child protection systems must have
integrated structures for identifying,
reporting and exercising protection. In
this regard, institutions must operate
under a single system for a single purpose
and the tasks of each institution must be
precisely defined.

* Unlike the juvenile criminal justice
system, where public institutions have a
passive role, in the child protection
system, these institutions have an active
role and are one of the most important
pillars of child protection.

The Welfare Organization of Iran is the
most important organization for the
implementation of institutional support.
Although throghout the world, and
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specifically, in Turkey, institutional
support has been abandoned or
fundamentally revised, in Iran, the

previous principles and rules are still being
used. Therefore, it is necessary for the
Welfare Organization of Iran to review the
manner of care, change the staff and
determine the number of children in the
places in question.
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
