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Abstract

Introduction: The purpose of this study was to investigate the
relationship between gender schemas and social adjustment of male and
female high school students in Joyem city.

Methods: The research method is descriptive survey. They were selected
as the sample size with Cochran's formula and simple random sampling
method. The research instrument was Bam Gender Schema Questionnaire
(1976) and California Social Adjustment Questionnaire Thorpe et al.
(1936) which had good validity and reliability.

Results: The results of analysis of variance in relation to social
adjustment and gender maps show that (f = 10.48) is significant, also The
results of two-way analysis of variance showed that the rate of social
adjustment between the two sexes in gender maps (f = 583.18) was
significant. The result of independent t-test to evaluate the level of social
adjustment in male and female students showed that the obtained t is
equal to (3.35) is significant. The results of chi-square test to examine the
relationship between social adjustment and gender maps in female
students showed that the chi-square obtained was not equal to 7
significant. The results of chi-square test to investigate the relationship
between social adjustment and gender maps of male students showed that
the chi-square obtained was not significant equal to 1.81. According to
what the results showed, there is a relationship between gender schemas
and social adjustment of male and female students. Therefore, modifying
or strengthening gender schemas is important to achieve social
adjustment of students.

Introduction

We have gender or a set of gender-related
associations (2). Using such schemas,
people use their behavior and information
processing to give meaning to their daily
lives (3). Gender schemas are constantly
evolving with age and face different
experiences. Gender schemes can be
embedded in one's culture and social
environment that guide one's actions and
activities (5). Social adjustment is related to
various factors such as intelligence, gender,
family social status, ethnicity, etc. (11).
Gender plans begin to form from the very
beginning of life and if they are formed
incorrectly, repeat in the course of life.
Which can affect adolescent social
adjustment (17). Adolescents face unique
developmental challenges, and gender
influences how young people manage these
challenges (20). Considering the prominent
role of culture in the formation of gender
schemas of children and adolescents and
the importance of social adjustment in all
stages of human life on the one hand and
paying attention to the group of students in
Joyem region about whom little research

has been done, the need for this research
The relationship between gender schemas
and social adjustment of Joyem students
was felt. So the research question is
whether there is a relationship between
gender schemas and social adjustment of
male and female high school students in
Joym?

Methods

The method of the present study is
descriptive  survey. The statistical
population includes all male and female
high school students in the first grade of
Joyem city, which includes 283 people, of
which 220 are girls and 63 are boys. 105
people as a sample size using Cochran's
formula with an error of 0.1 by method
Simple random sampling was selected. The
instruments used in this study are Bam
Gender Role  Questionnaire  with
Cronbach's alpha coefficient in Bam
Gender Role Questionnaire 0.92 and
California Personality Questionnaire with
Cronbach's social coefficient 0.76. Two-
way analysis of variance, t-test and chi-
square test were used to answer the research
hypotheses using SPSS software.

Findings

According to the main hypothesis of the
research, there is a significant difference
between gender schemas and social
adjustment of female and male students in
the first grade of girls 'and boys' high
schools. The test result shows that f = 10.48
is significant at the alpha level of 0.5. That
is, in general, there is a significant
difference between social adjustment in
different gender roles.

According to the first sub-hypothesis,
there is a significant difference between the
gender maps of femininity and masculinity
among the first grade male and female
students of Joyem girls 'and boys' high
schools. The result of analysis of variance
shows that f = 583.18 is significant at the
alpha level of 0.05. That is, the null
hypothesis is rejected and there is a
significant difference between the groups.
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The sex factor with f = 1.75 is not
significant at the alpha level of 0.05. The
factor of gender maps with f = 2.77 is not
significant at the alpha level of 0.05. But the
interaction between gender and gender
roles with f = 2.58 is significant at the alpha
level of 0.05.

According to the second sub-hypothesis,
there is a significant difference between the
level of social adjustment in male and
female students of the first grade of Joyem
high school for girls and boys. The result of
independent t-test shows that the obtained t
is equal to 3.35 with a degree of freedom of
101 at the alpha level of 0.05 and there is a
significant difference between the mean
adaptation of girls and boys and in general
boys with an average of 57.5 are more
compatible than girls They are 51.6 on
average.

According to the third sub-hypothesis,
there is a significant difference between
social adjustment and gender maps of first
grade female students in Joyem High
School. The result of chi-square test shows
that chi-square obtained equal to 7 and
degree of freedom 3 is not significant at the
alpha level of 0.05 but is significant at the
level of 7% confidence, ie there is a
difference but the error rate is 7% and more
than 5%. As a result, the null hypothesis is
not rejected with certainty (0/ 95).

According to the fourth sub-hypothesis,
there is a significant difference between
social adjustment and gender maps of first
grade male students in Joym High School.
The results of chi-square test show that chi-
square obtained equal to 1.81 and degree of
freedom 3 at the alpha level of 0.05 is not
significant and there is no significant
difference  between the number of
compatible and incompatible people in
different gender roles among boys. The null
hypothesis is not rejected with certainty
(0/95).

Discussion

In order to examine the main hypothesis,
the results showed that gender schemas
have a significant relationship with social
adjustment of male and female students.

Conclusion

Correcting or strengthening gender
schemas is important to achieve students'
social adjustment.
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
