Collectively formed at
shorter intervals than in the past, events are spatial, temporary, and
purposeful phenomena, and because they are the result of interaction
between people, space, and event management, they are unique and each
experience Offer new ones. This research is applied in terms of nature
and descriptive analysis in terms of methodology, which seeks to
investigate and analyze the rate of orbital event in Shiraz. To achieve the
objectives of the research, indicators in three parts; Welfare facilities and
infrastructure, transportation infrastructure and in the event space section
were extracted in 15 categories. Then, the congestion optimization
method was prioritized and then using the network analysis process to
analyze the situation of 11 areas of Shiraz, the Analyt Spatial
environment was used in the ArcGis software environment. The results
showed that more than 65% of the areas of Shiraz, ie areas 2, 3,5, 7, 8
and 11 are completely deprived and deprived in terms of access to event-
oriented indicators. According to these findings in the areas of Shiraz city,
the return of welfare infrastructure facilities will be a priority for urban
managers.

Introduction

The city can be considered the most complex
human product that has undergone its
evolutionary process throughout history. The
combination of global and local challenges has
created amazing urban complexities in an effort
to intelligently deal with these complexities,
ideas, strategies and new tools to improve the
quality of urban spaces as the most important
scene of life. Collectively, they are formed at
shorter intervals than in the past. Futurism is
one such idea and event management is one
such strategy. Today, cities have become the
greatest threat to the planet in various
ecological, social and economic fields before
they became a place for growth and prosperity.
The rapid growth of urbanization has fueled
these threats, which will have devastating
effects on citizens. Therefore, urban futures
studies are an inevitable necessity for the
survival of civilization.  Despite the
aforementioned importance of city events at the
global level, this issue has received less
attention in Iran .

Methods

The present study is among the applied
researches in terms of qualitative method and
purpose. The required information has been
collected by documentary and field methods
(observation, questionnaire) in order to
evaluate the metrics and rankings of Shiraz city
areas. For this purpose, statistics and atlas of
Shiraz city were considered as a source of
information in this study and to complete and
update the required information, government
and public organizations and institutions were
referred. Based on previous studies, 20 items
were selected as event-oriented infrastructures.
Then, according to the available information,
yvitems in the form of 3 criteria were examined.

In order to determine the importance of items in
relation to each other, the Analytic Hierarchy
Process (AHP) was used using Expert choice
software. Finally, in order to rank the urban
areas in terms of the amount of event
infrastructure with the opinion of 30 experts, a
two-way comparison method was used.

Results

In order to rank the 11 districts of Shiraz in
terms of event infrastructure, three components
of event spaces, transportation infrastructure
and accommodation and catering facilities in
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the form of 12 metrics: number of restaurants,
number of hotels, number of public parking,
number of stations Metro, number of bus
stations, number of suburban stations, number
of commercial complexes, public spaces,
number of public parks, number of schools,
number of libraries and number of cinemas
were examined. First, according to the opinions
of experts, the degree of preference of each
component in the extent of event infrastructure
based on an open questionnaire was examined
and analyzed using hierarchical analysis
method in Expert choice software.

The highest priority is given to the event
spaces component with a value of 0.664. The
lowest amount with 0.085 is related to
accommodation and catering facilities.

The results of expert opinions showed that
the number of hotels is more preferable than the
number of restaurants.

The transport infrastructure component was
assessed using measures of public parking
number, number of metro stations, number of
bus stations and number of suburban stations.
The number of bus stops (0.337) has the highest
priority. The number of metro stations (0.273)
is in the second rank, the number of public
parking lots (0.263) is in the third rank and the
number of suburban stations (0.126) is in the
last rank.

The highest preference is for public spaces
with a value of - yAa. Then there is the number

of public parks with a value of 0.306. The
number of schools (0.115), the number of
commercial complexes (0.075), the number of
libraries (0.064) and the number of cinemas
(0.055) are in the next ranks.

Conclusion

The results showed that in terms of
measuring the number of hotels, the highest rate
is related to region eight (0.198) and the lowest
is related to region five (0.033). In terms of the
number of restaurants, the highest occupancy
rate is in District Eight (0.288) and the lowest
is in District Nine (0.032). Therefore, in the
component of event spaces, the highest level of
enjoyment is related to region eight. In terms of
the number of schools, region one (0.24) has the
highest enjoyment and regions y.and vhave the
lowest enjoyment (0.026). In terms of the
number of libraries, the highest rate is related to
region two (0.22) and the lowest rate is related
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to region 7 (0.22). The highest rate in the
cinema scale is related to zone two (0.22) and
the lowest rate is related to zone 4 (0.22).
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
