The aim of this research was to Investigation of factor construction,
validity, reliability and standardization the scale of positive teacher 280 Second
grade students were multistage cluster randomly selected as sample of thestudy
from high school in Tehran in year 2019-2020. These students responded to the
Eryilmaz Positive Teacher Questionnaire. In the reliability of the study,
Crraaaa’”’ s Alaaa eeefficinnt, Gtt tm,,, rrrrr r nn -Brown and in the validity of
ffff irmttrry (cctrr aaalyiis hvve eeen ss... The Crcceecc’s Alaaa ooffficinnts
were found to be 0.73 for positive teacher scale, and 0.95, 0.83, 0.82, 0.88, 0.94,
0.91 for Subscales) satisfying students need for competence, building positive
relationships with students, concretize the subject which is taught, being extravert,
supporting students flow experience and supporting students class engagement
(respectively. The exploratory factor analysis of the scale showed that it has six
factors with opimal fit indices.
