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We argue in this paper on art as the fine art in architectonic of system of Kant's
philosophy. Here be shown that Kant had unitary image from his architectonic of
system of philosophy as unitary statue. He thought the unitary statue as a whole.
Therefore, his critical thought is metaphysics. Kant passed traditional metaphysics
and he disclosed subjectivity that is ground of critical metaphysics and it rises from
critical reason. All of elements of his philosophy is based on the ground. on the
other hand, in modern time art be realized as fine art; Since art before modern time
includes sense of more general it. Thus, it had functional, educative, cognitive role
and for understanding this attitude from philosophical view we need to back to Kant.
Therefore, be shown that fine art as product of genius in modern time and in Kant's
thought is based on subjectivity as its condition of possibility.

Introduction

We know the process of philosophy changed by Kant from the 18th century.in modern time, Descartes's
philosophy caused dualism the world and thought. the dualism caused a hidden form from skepticism that
appeared in the long run in Hume's philosophy. Kant tried to consider reason in the correct direction. Kant
tried to obtain the ground of metaphysics and thereby the ground all of elements of his philosophy.
Subjectivity is the ground all of elements of his philosophy also art in Kant's philosophy is based on
subjectivity. in this paper, my main problem is the ground of art in Kant's philosophy and modern time. The
problem is caused we understand that why art turned to fine art because fine art is a modern attitude. Since
art had already (before modern time) contained large meaning with different basis for explanation of art. In
other words, in this paper, | seek relation between art and beauty in respect of Kant's philosophy.

Subijectivity as the ground of architectonic of a whole system

Usually, Kant is known as an epistemologist who his work is about foundations of empirical sciences but
Kant's problem is related a system of the whole of science "the system is characterized by an "organized
unity" which is the end to which the parts of the science relate, and in which they relate to each
other"(Caygill, 1995: 84). For Kant Critique of Pure Reason has a strategic role. He affirms it in first
introduction of Critique of the power of Judgment" if philosophy is the system of rational cognition through
concepts, it is thereby already sufficiently distinguished from a Critique a Pure Reason, which, although it
contains a philosophical investigation of the possibility of such cognition, does not belong to such a system
as a part, but rather outlines and examines the very idea of it in the first place” (Kant, 2002: 3). Therefore,
Critique of Pure Reason has a strategic role and it is not all of philosophy but it is only a part of Kant's
philosophy unlike the current opinions Kant's philosophy is not only epistemology. Kant's problem is
problem of metaphysics. Therefore, Kant deals with "idea of the whole" and philosophy as architectonic.
But what is the ground of this philosophy as architectonic? Although Kant does not speak explicitly of
subjectivity. But the ground of Kant's philosophy as the architectonic is subjectivity.

The role of reflecting power of judgment in transcendental system

Kant tries to complete his transcendental system with Critique of the power of judgment. Kant observes that
there is a gap in his philosophy. On the one hand understanding is nomothetic of its realm namely nature on
the other hand reason is nomothetic of its realm namely freedom. Kant wants to fill the gap with the principle
of reflecting power of judgment namely the principle of purposiveness (zweckmaéssigkeit). The principle of
purposiveness is important in Kant's system because it has the function of unify to the whole of Kant's
philosophy. On the one hand it unifies to empirical laws and also it provides possibility of aesthetic and
teleological comprehension on the other hand the principle of purposiveness provides possibility of passing
from nature to freedom.

Imitation as the common basis of explanation of art before Kant
The semantic roots of art (techne, ars (die) kunst) before Kant are not related to beauty thus art has more
large senses and roles than fine art. Almost all of philosophers before Kant explain art with the common
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basis of imitation. Even Charles Batteux and A.G Baumgarten are known as thinkers of aesthetic explain
art with the basis of imitation.

Genius as possibility of fine art
Kant differs between fine art and handicrafts. According to Kant standard of fine art is reflecting power of
judgment. Fine art is possible through genius. It is an innate talent originality is the main point of genius.

Conclusion

Genius as possibility of fine art in Kant's philosophy the architectonic of system of metaphysics is based on
subjectivity and in the architectonic, genius is possible because humanity is understood as subject and it is
linked to freedom. Therefor in Kant's philosophy art is changed to fine art.
