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Basically, why does Derrida deconstructively question the current situation in the
education system in general and the teaching style in particular? How the
conventional teaching style is that active deconstruction has entered into its fabric
and becomes its internal relation. The important issue in destructuring is both
challenging the rigid structures formed in the educational system and teaching style
and facing its silent possibilities. Teaching style, as a part of shaping the state of the
educational system in the face of individual behavioral preferences, has the ability
to manifest itself in the form of rigid and predetermined structures. In such a
situation, deconstruction comes into action and, like a virus, disrupts the
predetermined foundations of conventional styles and questions them. Derrida offers
a new understanding of deconstructive teaching style in relation to teaching method.
In the present research, first, the relationship between style and method is explained.
Derrida emphasizes that deconstruction is not a method. The method is following
predetermined rules, but deconstruction is the destroyer of any kind of external
belonging. Therefore, he criticizes teaching methods in a critical way. Then, in the
following, how to enter deconstruction as a facilitator in the education process and
deconstruction teaching style will be analyzed.

Introduction

Undoubtedly, theapproach of poststructuralism and, accordingly, Derrida's special account of it, i.e.
deconstruction, has played a major role in the comprehensive promotion of contemporary discourses in
various fields. This influence shows itself in wide fields such as sociology, psychology, politics, art and
literature.

Many books and articles have been written about the impact of post-structuralism and de-structuring
approaches in education.

A
deconstructive view of teaching style with an emphasis on existential, individual, biological possibilities,
the concept of coach and trainer and the possibilities arising from creative and active encounter, the
formation of interaction and solidarity and horizontality between them, a fluid, dynamic and effective
reading of education. Presents and offers.

The growth of societies definitely depends on the growth of the educational system of a society, on
improving the educational mechanisms and meeting the needs of people. Improving the level of science and
culture in every society requires that society members benefit from the most creative teaching styles in the
learning process while attending institutions such as schools and universities.

The current
research shows that destructuring in teaching style is effective as a facilitator in improving the teaching and
learning process and has the ability to ignore contradictions and gaps by infiltrating the conventional and
dominant styles in the education system challenge it. Such a matter is very necessary to overcome the
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existing and dominant crises and challenges in the field of education. Destructuring is an important point of
departure in the direction of continuous and comprehensive transformations of the educational system and
teaching style.

Deconstruction as one of the dominant currents of the 20th century, by entering the mechanism of
education in general and teaching style in particular, offers a new understanding of this issue. Deconstruction
aims to refer to the hidden possibilities of the education system and question them. The basic problem is to
remove rigid structures in teaching style. According to Derrida, dynamic and fluid teaching style
conventionally benefits from a structure that can create many contradictions and gaps. Deconstruction,
beyond the method, virally refers to the preformed rigid structures of the educational system and challenges
its silent aspects by transforming the dominant components in the field of teaching style. Deconstruction,
as a facilitator in improving the structure of education, deals with deeper issues that are different from the
teaching method and more complex than it. Regardless of the teaching process itself and the challenges
involved in it, many issues are outside the scope of teaching methods. The teaching style pays attention to
the deeper layers of the relationship between the teacher and the learner, and this attention can create rigid
and uniform structures, which itself is harmful. Deconstruction provides a new narrative of the teaching
style with regard to the complex relationship between the teacher and the learner, in which other components
of teaching, including the architecture of the teaching space, removing the teacher as the focal point, the
transformation in the grading process and the quality of education, are not subordinated to education. In the
atmosphere of the classroom and challenging the wide-ranging dualism in the educational system, many
such issues are overshadowed. The deconstructive teaching style, by breaking apart the static structures in
the teaching style, gives a dynamic opportunity to its unseen possibilities. Possibilities that can both
facilitate education and by overcoming the mentioned challenges bring about a comprehensive new
transformation in the educational system and teaching style.
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
