1. Introduction

Studying tourist's experience quality,
especially in relation to behavioral
intentions, is considered an important
research area in the tourism industry.
However, while there are a large number
of studies about the quality of experience
in mass tourism, the empirical study of
experience quality in dark tourism has
been less studied. Our country offers
many tourist destinations for those
interested in various types of dark tourism
such as prison tourism (Museum of Ebrat),
war tourism (war zones) and horror
tourism attractions (Ghost Wetlands,
Screaming Forest, etc.), but what is felt as
a gap is a lack of studies of tourists’
experience of dark tourism. Therefore, the
present study seeks to: 1) Development
and empirically testing of consequences of
the tourists' experience quality in dark
tourism by linking the destination image,
perceived  value, satisfaction and
behavioral intentions of tourists in a
comprehensive conceptual framework; 2)
Investigating the direct and indirect
effects of quality experience in predicting
tourists' behavior through the destination
image, perceived value, and satisfaction in
dark tourism; and 3) Investigating the
comparative impact of four factors
(Experience Quality, Destination Image,
perceived value, and Satisfaction) on
behavioral intentions.

2. Materials and Methods

The present research is descriptive-
survey in nature. The study population
consisted of all tourists who visited two
dark tourism destinations (Ebrat museum
and war zones) in the summer of 2019. In
order to achieve the purpose of this
research, data were collected from 330
tourists who visited two dark tourism
destinations. Data were collected using a
questionnaire and available sampling
method. To analyze the data, the
structural equation modeling was used
with SmartPLS software.

3. Discussion and Results
The present research has been done
according to the growing need for a better
understanding of the role of quality
experience in dark tourism. This study
demonstrates  the  importance  of
experience quality as a basis for the
formation of the destination image. In the
literature, previous researchers have
extensively discussed the impact of
memorable experiences on the formation
of the destination image in the field of
wellness tourism and specific interests.
However, there has been no research on
the impact of destination experiences
quality on the formation of the destination
image in dark tourism. In addition, it was
found that the indirect effects of
experience quality on tourists' behavioral
intentions through the destination image
and perceived value were significantly
stronger than satisfaction with dark
tourism. Finally, this research has
examined the comparative effects of
experience quality, the destination image,
perceived value, and satisfaction on
behavioral intentions in dark tourism. Also,
the results show that tourist satisfaction
has the greatest effect on behavioral
intentions.
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4. Conclusions

The results of this study indicate that the
quality of tourist experience does not
directly affect their behavioral intentions.
However, through the mediating variables
of destination image, perceived value and
satisfaction have a positive effect on
tourists' behavioral intentions. Meanwhile,
the destination image plays the most
mediating role in the relationship between
experience quality and behavioral
intentions; and tourist satisfaction is the
most important antecedent of tourist
behavioral intentions. The findings
indicated that destination marketers
should plan and formulate tourism
programs in such a way that it positively
enhances the quality experience of dark
tourists.
