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This research, due to the scientific application of knowledge to describe and
interpret the relationships between variables (descriptive) and also, to explain
and explain the reasons for how the relationships between the mentioned
Available online: variables (analysis), is a descriptive-analytical survey research.

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1. Introduction

The study of tourist behavior is a complex
issue due to the inherent nature of the
service sector, such as intangibility,
inseparability =~ of  production  and
consumption, heterogeneity and
corruption (Ramona, 2008). In view of the
above, it is necessary to examine the
factors that affect the future behavior of
tourists in an area. One of the important
factors that affect this variable is the
satisfaction of tourists, which is rooted in
various factors (Lee, 2009). Also, recent
studies show that with the reduction of
environmental issues, the sense of
pleasure and motivation of tourists to
travel and as a result, the desire to return
to a destination increases (Fazeli and
Salehi, 1392: 147). Feeling happy and
enjoying during the holidays as a unique
result is an experience that brings
satisfaction and makes them go on
vacation again (Jang & Feng, 2007: 91).

Considering that the aim of the present
study is to investigate the effect of
tourists' satisfaction in rural areas of
Kaleybar city; therefore, the question
arises that what can be the relationship
between the psychological dimension,
physical and environmental dimension
and individual dimensions of the
behavioral intention of rural tourism in
Kaleybar.

2. Material

The present study is a descriptive analysis
in terms of practical purpose and nature
and method of data collection and is part
of survey research in terms of data
collection. In order to investigate the
effect of pleasure dimensions on the
behavioral intention of tourism, rural and
nomadic tourists in Kaleybar city were

selected as the statistical population of
this study. Due to the high number of
tourists in the city of Kaleybar and the lack
of accurate statistics of incoming tourists,
the unknown sampling formula was used
to determine the sample size. A
questionnaire was designed using studies
and including 29 questions for collecting
study data.

The suitable sample size for conducting
research is at least 384 tourists of rural and
nomadic areas of Kaleybar city. In this
research, structural equation modeling
(SEM) has been used to analyze the data.

3. Results

According to the research analyzes, the
amount of standardized factor load in all
research questions is more than 0.5. This
indicates that the observable or obvious
variable is a reliable scale for calculating all
the latent variables (intellectual and
psychological dimension, physical and
environmental dimension, individual
dimension of the pleasure feeling, as well
as behavioral intention).

In the present study, it is observed that
the extracted factor loads are higher than
0.5. Therefore, the observed variables can
be wused to obtain the relationships
between the variables.

In addition, it was observed that the IFI
and CFI values in this study are greater
than 0.9 and close to one, which indicates
a good fit. PNFI and PCFI values are greater
than 0.6, indicating a good fit. The value of
RMSEA index less than 0.08 indicates a
good fit of the model and this value is less
than 0.08. Therefore, it was found that all
the coefficients of the obtained paths are
significant. In other words, the mental and
psychological, physical and individual
dimention of pleasure feeling effect, are
confirmed on the behavioral intent and the
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results obtained from the model are
reliable.

4. Conclusion

According to the results, it was found that
the intellectual and psychological
dimension with a coefficient of 0.03 has a
positive and significant effect on the
behavioral intention of tourists in the
Kaleybar. In other words, if the factors of
improving the intellectual and
psychological dimensions of tourists
increase, the probability of returning and
visiting again, destination promotion and
loyalty of tourists in this city will increase.

Physical and environmental dimension
of pleasure with a coefficient of 0.03 has a
positive and significant effect on the
behavioral intention of tourists in the
Kaleybar. In other words, if the factors
affecting the physical and environmental
dimension increase, the desire to revisit
this city again will increase.

Individual dimension of pleasure with a
coefficient of 1.01 has a positive and
significant effect on the behavioral
intention of tourists in Kaleybar city and
has the highest coefficient among the
dimensions of the sense of pleasure and
shows the importance of this dimension
compared to other dimensions. Therefore,
as the effective factors in the individual
and psychological dimension increase in
the city, the level of satisfaction and desire
to visit this city increases.
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
