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The present study aimed to investigate the impact of factors related to the institution of
the family on students’ attitudes toward the important social transitions of marriage,
continuing education, and entering the labor market. Methods: This study uses a
quantitative methodology . The statistical population includes secondary school students
of Yasouj City in the academic year of 2014-2016 (8529 individuals). 374 students were
selected as a sample based on Cochran's formula. The data collection tool was a researcher-
made questionnaire. Findings: The fndings showed that girls and boys did not have a
significant preference difference in choosing the three transitions of education, career, and
marriage, and the first preferred transition of both sexes was continuing education. The
influence of variables of independence in individual decision-making and the type of
socialization in the family on the social transitions of employment, marriage, and continuing
education were significant. Also, the explanatory coefficient of transitions of marriage,
education, and entering the labor market has been 0.55, 0.10, and 0.13 respectively.
Conclusion: The priority of the preferred transition of teenagers is to continue their
education and there is a kind of gender identity of the preferred transition among the

Prominence, level of adherence, transparency,
and mandatory or optionality of social
transitions, especially in adolescence and
youth, are among the most important
indicators of stability or change and social
transformations. What doubles the importance
of the research is that despite the frequency
and influence of the tensions caused by the
difference in the preferences of parents and
children's selective transitions or different age
groups, gender, economic, etc., this issue is
less empirically investigated from a
sociological point of view. Therefore, the aim
of this article is to describe the selective social
transitions of Yasouj teenagers with a
sociological approach and explain the type of
their selective transition based on family
factors. In this regard, the most important
research questions are the following: Which
social transitions, respectively, are the most
important priorities of secondary school
students in Yasouj City? And in particular, what
effect does independence in individual
decision-making, the type of socialization in
the family, gender, and occupation of parents
have on the attitude towards the chosen social
transitions of students? Sociologists and
anthropologists have come to the conclusion
that nowadays the life cycle process is
associated with stress or confusion for most of
the young people. In general, three dimensions
of time can be considered regarding social
transitions: life time (biological age), social
time, and historical time. In addition to the life
cycle factor, social thinkers have pointed out
other social causes that can influence the type
of choice and prioritization of people in the
path of life. Social thinkers, depending on their
theoretical views, emphasize the factors of
gender, sociability, common norms, social
class, parents' capital, etc. According to the
proposed theoretical literature, the basic
hypotheses of the current research are:

First hypothesis: It seems that the attitude
towards selective social transitions has a
significant difference according to the gender
of the people.

Second hypothesis: It seems that there is a
significant relationship between independence
in individual decision-making and attitude
towards selective social transitions.

The third hypothesis: It seems that the
attitude towards selective social transitions
has a significant difference according to the
type of socialization of people in the family.

Fourth hypothesis: It seems that there is a
significant difference in the attitude towards

selective social transitions according to
parents' occupation
Methods

Quantitative methodology and descriptive
survey methods were used in this research.
The statistical population of the research was
the secondary school students of Yasouj City in
the academic year of 2020-2021, whose
number was 8529 based on the information
obtained from the General Department of
Education of Kohgiluyeh and Boyar Ahmad
Province. 6367 students were in public schools
and 2162 students were in private schools. The
sample size was determined to be 368 based on
Cochran's formula which was increased to 374
people for more certainty. The sampling
method was a clustering method proportional
to the volume.

Results

According to the obtained information, the
first priority of more than 80% of the boys and
girls after school is to continue their
education. Also, the first choice of more than
90% of fathers and mothers for their children
is to continue their education after finishing
school. The second priority of more than 60%
of boys and girls is to enter the labor market,
and the second priority of more than 60% of
fathers and mothers for their children is to
enter the labor market. And finally, the last
priority for all three groups of respondents is
marriage after finishing. Regarding the effect
of independent variables on dependent
variables, it can be said that the variables of
socialization of marriage, socialization of
education, and independence in individual
decision-making were correlated with the
transition of marriage. Regarding academic
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transition, the statistics show that the
variables of independence in individual
decision-making, socialization of marriage,
and socialization of education were correlated
with academic transition. Regarding the
transition of entering the labor market, it
should be said that the variables of
socialization of marriage, socialization of work,
socialization of education, and independence
in decision-making were correlated with the
transition of work. Also, the attitude of both
sexes towards the three social transitions
(entering the labor market, marriage,
continuing education) is similar, and girls and
boys have the same attitude towards the
preference of their chosen type of transition
after finishing school. Finally, parents'
occupation has no significant effect on any of
the three social transitions of employment,
entering the labor market and continuing
education. Based on the results of the
regression equation, the variables of
socialization of marriage, socialization of
education, and independence in decision-
making and occupation of parents had a
significant effect on the preference of social
transition to continue education. Also, the
variables of educational socialization and
marriage socialization, and independence in
individual decision-making had a significant
effect on the preference of social transition to
marriage. Finally, the variables of socialization
of marriage and socialization of work had a
significant effect on the preference of the
social transition to the labor market.

Conclusion

In summary, based on the research results,
various variables affect the type of choice of
social transitions. Students have different
choices and have different attitudes towards
how to choose social transitions. In the past,
due to the traditional nature of societies and
cultural similarities, most of the choices were
similar and predictable while today the choices
and types of transitions are different and
wider. Also, the results showed that the
institution of the family is still effective as an
important component in the selection of
children. According to Durkheim's theory,
after the societies moved from mechanical

solidarity to organic solidarity, the division of
jobs is the basic component to connect the
members of the society. Hence, the division of
jobs requires specialization and acquisition of
jobs require modern education. One of the
functions of the institution of education is to
prepare people for bureaucratic jobs.
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
