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Abstract

The present essay is an explanation of fallacy from Farabi's opinion and the role
of imagination in it. The subject of fallacies. public affairs. the foundations of
fallacies. suspect fame. illusory certainty. and the purpose of this industry are
false imagination in the form of truth. Taking "Mahaki" and "Mushabhah" are
for the reasons of its interference with the art of poetry. and taking it as the basis
of science.

public affairs. the common principles of the fallacy industry with polemical and
philosophical industries; Suspicious premises and illusions of polemical grounds;
That is. the famous premises of the suspect. and the premises of the general
certainty. the foundations of this industry; and tricking and creating false
assumptions in the audience. creating similes and arguments in argumentative
and philosophical premises. false imagination in the face of truth. and false
pretense are the goals of this industry. From the premises of taking "Mahaki"
and "Mushbahah" in Kitab al-Jdal. and the tendency towards accepting the
opposite of things as the goal of fallacy in the work of Fiqwanin Al-Sha'ara'. and
taking a simile as the goal of poetry in this work. the following conclusions can
be inferred: a) The absence of illusion is explained in sensual powers; Because
illusion is one of the goals of fallacy. b) the generality of "mock" and "suspicious";
As an end. it clarifies the fallacy.The objective of imitation is the conditional
validity of an object from the simile. and the objective of misleading is its
unconditional validity. This shows the use of imaginations and examples in line
with misleading goals. This application is one of the roles of the imaginary power
over the fallacy in the epistemological field. The definition of fallacy in Kitab al-
Maghlata "Imagining falsehood in the form of truth. and misrepresenting human
beings in the position of falsehood" with the two components of separating the
form of falsehood from falsehood. and combining the form of truth with
falsehood. parallel to the detailed and combined function of the power of
imagination in the field of customs. the wide range of the power of imagination
in the application of the powers of perception. It shows similarities and
differences. By means of the powers of taking analogies and comparisons. the
power to form analogies is achieved for humans. in the case of weakness in these
powers. fallacies cannot be avoided. and in the case of strength of these powers.
the occurrence of fallacies can be prevented. This influence of imagination is also
related to the epistemological field. Considering the wide range of imagination
in the field of concepts. taking "illusion" as the goal of fallacy. the interaction of
the goals of "simulation" and "mashbah" as the goal of arguing with the goal of
poetry. taking fallacy as the basics of art and the necessity of teaching it to
science students Certainty and desirableness are clarified in every theoretical
industry. Among the situations of fallacy. lack of knowledge. ignorance. and false

suspicion. and accordingly deception; Like the first meaning of certain
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knowledge; It means the knowledge of the self-existence of an object. which is
very difficult for the public to access. and the public through imaginary and
exemplary representations of the properties and properties of things; And
persuasive confirmations are achieved through the use of argumentative and
rhetorical techniques. Using the art of poetry to use imaginations and examples.
and argumentation and oratory to persuade. is another effect of the power of
imagination on knowledge. Due to the nearness and improbability of
imaginations and examples from their truth. the possibility of anad and fallacies
also decreases or increases. Another meaning of special knowledge; That is.
identification through the combined set is one of the aspects of education and.
accordingly. it is considered as one of the signs of imitation. which indicates the
wide range of functions of the imaginative power in knowledge. These two types
of affectivity are also related to the epistemological field. From the preliminaries
of man's sensory-imaginary existence. types of certainties. including essential
and non-essential. three sensory. imaginative. and intellectual perceptions. and
the public's lack of access to the truth of things in the intellectual order. it is a
proof that man is in the middle order in terms of existential-knowledge.
Imagination. and all polemical. oratorical. and sophist methods are placed above
and below imagination due to proximity and after certainty. In this role of
imagination. there is a link between the ontological domain of fantasy and its
epistemological one. It seems that Sadr al-Mutalahin. inspired by the role of
imagination in Farabi's philosophy. has reached the power of speech and from
that to the power of prophetic imagination. and true dreams have reached the
epistemological origin of the power of holiness and illumination through the
power of active intellect. The source of this inspiration and its destination show
the link between the ontological and epistemological domains of fantasy.
Transverse intellectual weakness. as one of the two types of fallacies. is caused
by the instinctive power derived from sensory. imaginary. and intellectual
perceptions.
