The Role of Retrofitting Rural Housing in Livability of Villages

EXTENDED ABSTRACT

Introduction

The rural community from the past has always faced with problems such as population decling,
poor housing, insecure housing, poor sanitation, and the exclusion of a variety of welfare
services and infrastructure, which comes from the neglect of the countryside and the issue of
Livability. In addition, villages are one of the most important backbones of cities and the life of
cities depends on the survival of villages. The results of field observations and field surveys in
the Mehroyeh village show that in view of the location of this rural in the deprived areas of the
country, there is a low level of developmental indicators and, on the other hand, the occurrence
of periodic droughts The economy has faced a recession. Most of the villages in this village are
faced with immigration due to problems caused by natural disasters and low incomes, poor
housing and low health indices. In recent years, with the implementation of rural housing
renovation and renovation projects, a large number of villagers have received refurbishment and
renovation facilities and resilient housing due to their lack of housing or old housing and the
destruction of their residential units. In this framework and in connection with the rehabilitation
of housing with the Livability of villages, it can be said that Livability includes three main
dimensions of a vibrant society, a healthy economy and a sustainable environment. Housing
rehabilitation is one of the biomass indicators of villages. Planning and efficient management is
necessary to increase its positive effects and reduce negative effects in rural communities. This
requires coordinated planning to ensure that housing rehabilitation is a way of achieving the
vitality of the villages. With this description, the present study aims to investigate the role of
rural housing rehabilitation in the village of Mehroyeh in rural biomass and to answer the main
question, which is “what is the role of rural housing rehabilitation in rural Livability?".

Methodology

The research is applied in terms of purpose, descriptive-analytical method and nature, and for
collecting information, library and field studies (questionnaires) have been used. The spatial
domain and the population of the statistical sample of households in the lower Mehroyeh
villages, Moghadb, Baluchabad, Talmba Ashayeri Mohammadi Sarlak and Goldales are from
the central functions of the Faryab city (Mehroyeh region). According to the census data of
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1390, this rural district has 1797 households and 7412 inhabitants. It should be noted that
selected villages were selected based on population, distance to central city and extent of
rehabilitation, and 251 households who had rehabilitated their housing were selected as the
sample population using the Cochran formula. The reliability level of the guestionnaire was
0.813 with the Cronbach's alpha method, which indicates the confidence coefficient. Data were
analyzed using SPSS software and Kramerz correlation coefficient and single-regression
regression.

Results and Discussion

The results of his Kramerz correlation test showed that there is a significant correlation between
housing retention in the components of Livability (economic and social). Here, the highest
intensity between housing rehabilitation and social biomass is related to the index of residential
floor construction that is 24/7 and the lowest lifetime of residential unit is 374/0. In the
correlation analysis between housing rehabilitation and economic viability, the highest intensity
was related to anti-earthquake facilities with 0/547 and the least intensity related to the structure
of the residential unit is 0.244. The results of multivariate regression also showed that the
correlation coefficient (R) between variables is 726/0, which shows that there is a high
correlation between independent and dependent variables. But the finalized correction
coefficient is 525. Indicates that 52.5% of the total changes in social (economic, social) viability
in this research depend on the independent variable entered in this model; in other words, about
52.5% of the variance of the dependent variable is met by the independent variable and also the
results of Anova test showed a significant relationship between the research variables. Finally,
the general results of the regression test based on the beta (Beta) coefficient show that the
retention coefficient of the housing with a regression coefficient of 0.726 has a significant effect
on the Livability (social and economic). Totally, due to the significance of the regression
coefficient and the explanation of changes in the dependent variable by the independent
variable, the housing rehabilitation has played a role in the socioeconomic (economic and
social) of the Mahrooyeh district and the significance of the test (F) confirms this.

Conclusion

In recent years, with the implementation of rural renovation and renovation projects, a large
number of villagers have started to renovate and renovate their homes due to their old housing
stock and the destruction of their residential units. With the provision of housing facilities by
rural households and construction prosperity, as well as employment in the housing sector, a
proportion of the population surveyed turned to housing-related occupations and resulted in the
survival and employment of the population in the villages studied. Therefore, the results of this
study indicate that retrofitting has increased the Livability of the meadow forest and have
impacts such as increasing the willingness to survive in the village and preventing migration to
cities, the construction of limited-size housing engineering for rural households, mental health,
social upgrading, and the promotion of human security during unforeseen incidents including
earthquakes. In addition, it is possible to increase the value of the personal assets of the
villagers, increase empathy and the growth of talents of family members, the satisfaction of
villagers, the creation of employment for people in the village, changing the face of the village
from the old texture to the new architecture and so on among other things.
