Due to the growing terrorist threat and its significant expansion, many legal
measures have been considered in both international and domestic dimensions to
combat these crimes. Numerous international conventions criminalize terrorist
offenses and emphasize the need for countries to take serious action to prosecute
and punish perpetrators of such offenses. In addition, in a precautionary measure,
the financing of terrorism as an independent crime or so-called barrier crime, and
countries are required, in addition to criminalizing it in domestic law, to take the
necessary measures to prosecute and punish the perpetrators and to cooperate.

However, many cases of terrorist crimes and terrorist financing have
international dimensions, the serious and effective fight against these crimes faces
two challenges: on the one hand exercising jurisdiction and choosing a qualified
court on the other. It is not possible to deal with these dangerous crimes without
resolving the issue of contradiction of criminal jurisdiction of countries, as well
as qualification of domestic or international courts to deal with these crimes.

Although the International Criminal Court has not yet had jurisdiction over
terrorist offenses and, consequently, their financing, it cannot be concluded that
this offense is not an international offense or that international law provides
judicial remedies for prosecution. And has not provided for the punishment of
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its perpetrators. In fact, in the current situation, international law has left the
issue of dealing with terrorist crimes, including the financing of terrorism, to the
domestic courts. Obviously, if it is possible to prosecute terrorist financing crimes
in international courts, it will be a significant contribution to the development of
criminal justice in relation to the very sensitive issue of terrorist crimes. On the
other hand, the international nature of the tribunal for terrorist financing crimes
shows the importance of the issue and can be a factor for impartial judgment and
a ground for issuing accurate and correct verdicts. Of course, it should also be
noted that the existence of an international tribunal to deal with these crimes does
not negate the jurisdiction and status of the domestic courts, but is considered as
a complementary and dual jurisdiction. Also, given the growing threat of such
crimes and the threat to the security and stability of the international community,
it is necessary that the perpetrators of such crimes be identified as international
criminals and that all countries have the criminal authority to prosecute and punish
them. If the principle of universal jurisdiction over terrorist financing crimes is
accepted, domestic courts will be much more efficient in prosecuting those accused
of these crimes.

Prosecution and punishment of perpetrators of these dangerous crimes in case,
regional or international courts, especially when committed with the support of
governments, can also be a good solution to the problem of escaping criminals
and ultimately a good way to deal with terrorist crimes. Be. The anticipation of
international jurisdiction to deal with these crimes will also block the unilateral
actions of the great powers. Although the existing shortcomings have been able
to disrupt the International Criminal Court's work on terrorist offenses and limit
its effectiveness, overcoming them does not seem impossible. Of course, this will
be achieved if the countries that are not yet members of this court, especially
the countries that are victims of terrorism, become members of the court so that
they can then propose amendments to the statute and include terrorist crimes in
the jurisdiction of the court. By including the crime of terrorist financing in the
jurisdiction of the International Criminal Court, whether as an independent crime
or by using the basis of joint criminal responsibility as a deputy and preparation
for the commission of a terrorist crime, one can rely on supplementary or double
jurisdiction to This crime provided.
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
