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Abstract 

Focusing on LOVE, the current study tries to make a connection between linguistic and 

cultural aspects of emotional concepts and semiotics of translation through an 

interdisciplinary approach using Ecco (2003) theory about cultural semiotics and 

translation and also Torop (2003) about cultural translation to evaluate the use of 

suggested strategies in cultural translation in case of emotion concepts and their cultural 

aspects, and actually answer to these questions that what are the cultural differences in 

English and Persian Language due to using LOVE’s equivalences and what strategies 

does the translator use to transfer the same meaning to the readers in target language. 

To do this, 18 related words to LOVE were chosen in 4 Classic English novels 

according to Johnson-Laird and Oatley (1989) and analyzed in comparison with their 

equivalences in Persian. It was found that 12 items have an exact equivalence in Persian 

but 6 items have not due to cultural aspects. According to the research findings, words 

and concepts like ardour, longing, tenderness, crush, affinity and dote on have greater 

roll in English language, and instead cultural components like commitment to the lover, 

marriage and so on are more significant in Persian. In this state, Persian translator use 
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some strategies like interpreting the word’s concept in target language, additioning and 

using coordinated phrases and in some cases, using figures of speech existed with 

respect to the cultural context of the target language.
