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Abstract
1. Introduction
The scientific pathology of resistance literature research is one of the
necessities of this field, which can be useful in identifying scientific
problems and weaknesses and achieving research-oriented solutions
and policies in this field.
The research method of this study was exploratory. Information was
collected through in-depth semi-structured interviews with eleven
professors and experts, and thematic analysis method and MaxQuda
software were used to analyze them.
The categories extracted from the perspective of the interviewees
about problem analysis in resistance literature include: separation of
question and problem in scientific researches; The conflict between
the mind and the object as the origin of the formation of the problem;
Formation of the problem free from bias and resistance; authenticating
the scientific method; Updating issues in the field of resistance
literature and in-depth insight into them.

Damages in the field of research in two levels of scientific and
research damages; And structural and organizational damages were
investigated.
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To solve the problems at both levels, solutions were presented by the
interviewees, among which the following can be mentioned:
Determining policies, guidelines, and road map; Identifying strengths
and weaknesses, opportunities and threats through fundamental
research and situational assessment; Forming an information bank and
networking of activists and those interested in this field; Expanding
national and international communication by holding a conference.

2. Methodology

The approach of conducting this research is practical and has been
done based on the exploratory qualitative research method. For this
purpose, a semi-structured and in-depth interview was conducted with
11 researchers and experts in resistance literature studies, in this way,
questionnaires were sent to the interviewees and written answers were
collected after one to two weeks. Some questionnaires were returned
to the interviewee for completion and received again. Thematic
Analysis method was used to analyze the interviews.

Themes were extracted in such a way that after implementing the
recorded interview file and repeatedly reading the text of the
interviews, using Maxqgda software, primary codes were deduced and
created. Some of the primary codes formed main themes and others
formed sub-themes. After reviewing and refining the themes, the
relationship of these themes with each other was drawn in the
semantic and related network.

The sampling method in the present study was the purposeful or
criteria-based sampling method. The interviewees were selected
according to their background in literary research, experience, and
expertise, and theoretical saturation was the criterion of the adequacy
of the number of interviewees.

To ensure the validity of the data in the qualitative method, the clarity
of the research questions was paid attention to, and at the end of each
interview, the text of the interviews was transcribed and typed, and the
file was sent to the participants so that if something was missed or
corrections needed, necessary action would be taken. to be
implemented Here, to increase the validity of the data, coding was
done using the mentioned software. At each stage of coding in the
software, the codes were regularly reviewed and controlled. As each
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new interview was received, the information in this software was
revised.

3. Discussion

3. Analysis of research findings

The point of view of the interviewees was extracted and presented in
three main variables, which is as follows:

3.1. Problemology in resistance literature research

The perspective of the interviewees on the issue of resistance literature
was divided into 5 categories. These categories are the separation of
questions and problems in scientific research; The conflict between
the mind and the object as the origin of the formation of the problem;
The formation of the problem is free from bias and strictness;
authenticating the scientific method; Updating and looking deeply into
the issues of resistance.

3.2. Pathology of the research done in explaining the current
situation and solving the problem

The interviewees addressed the current state of resistance literature
research with a pathological approach. The mentioned damages were
classified into two levels: scientific and research, and structural and
organizational. Scientific and research damage includes four
dimensions of human capital, problem analysis, theoretical issues, and
methodology.

Structural and organizational damages are also divided into four
dimensions: political and ideological predominance, weakness in
policy-making, economic issues, and inefficient management.

3.3. Effective solutions in organizing research
The solutions extracted from the perspective of Persian language and
literature professors, which can moderate and remove obstacles and
provide the basis for the growth and development of this field, are as
follows:
a) Policymaking and carrying out strategic activities.
b) Networking and communicating with organizations,
universities, and  researchers.
c¢) Educational (organization of the field of resistance literature).
d) Organization of research.
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4. Conclusion

The results of this research showed that creating the trend of
resistance literature, and then holding related congresses and
conferences, and supporting some related organizations and
institutions in producing related works, had a significant role in the
development of literature in this field. However one of the most
important harms in resistance literature research has been the
dominance of the traditional approach (that is, very little attention and
focus on using research methods). In this perspective, problemology,
methodology, theory, and logical and coherent communication have
no place in the research process, and each of these cases is seriously
damaged.

Today, the field of resistance literature has expanded and its
development  requires  crossing  traditional  borders.  An
interdisciplinary approach in this direction leads to its connection and
interaction with other sciences, familiarization with different research
methods and research tools from other fields, and helps to show
creativity and identify new issues that suit the needs of today's
complex and multicultural society... Therefore, the mentioned
approach will lead to scientific growth and the application of research
in this field. To enter into this matter, it is necessary to use new
methods of scientific research, even with a quantitative and qualitative
combined approach. For this purpose, policy-making and macro-
planning in two scientific-research and structural-organizational
dimensions are very important.

Just as Guval (2010: 263) in his research concluded that the statement
of the research theory in the selected doctoral theses of Persian
language and literature is not in a suitable situation, in this research
we also concluded that there is a close relationship between the
problem statement, there is no theoretical and methodological
framework and approaches in the specialized researches of resistance
literature.

The few materials that have been written about the criticism and
evaluation of the theoretical issues of research in the field of Persian
literature and especially the literature of resistance indicate that even
for the researchers of this field, the theoretical framework or
theorizing is unclear and most of them are based on the evaluation of
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problemology and methodology. They have studied science in
research, ignoring the fact that all stages of research, from problem
analysis to results, are connected and are written based on the
researcher’s theoretical and intellectual apparatus.

Regarding the neglect of the position of hypothesis generation, which
is the point of connection between theoretical discussions and
methodology, Mohammadi Kalehsari (2016) believes that the
uselessness of hypothesis generation for literary studies is more than
related to the descriptive nature of literary research, but to the
difference Methodology between thinking and theorizing comes back
in the field of literature and many other sciences. One of the reasons
for this is the interpretive characteristics of literary theories; Some
people may believe that topics such as sampling or statistical
community, posing questions and hypotheses, and the use of field
research techniques and techniques in literature, especially resistance
literature, are not applicable. But it must be said that today, due to the
intertwining of literature with social, cultural, economic, political, etc.,
it is not possible to examine one without addressing the other, and
since the sources used in many issues of holy defense, martyrs'
families And warriors, poets, writers, etc., it is better that the
researchers study literary researches, especially the new areas of
literature, including resistance literature, with interdisciplinary
scientific methods.

"Also, one of the objective problems of the methodology of resistance
literature research is the lack of a specific method or the use of
documentary and library methods and the level of descriptive analysis.
Sometimes, in these researches, there is no distinction between the
research problem and the methodology. Of course, this is due to the
unfamiliarity of literary researchers with research methods and tools,
lack of awareness and training of researchers in this field of research
skills, and how to apply and operationalize research methods.
Currently, the teaching of research methods and research skills is
offered in a two-unit course at the master's level of resistance
literature, most of which is about script writing and source studies,
that is, basic and preliminary topics for entering research methods.
pays Because research methods are not taken seriously in the field of
Persian language and literature in general and resistance literature in
particular, appropriate research method books and practical guides for
students have not been written. Therefore, there is a lack of education

in all academic fields, and it is good and desirable to plan and then
implement skill and practical training in the direction of resistance
literature.

Of course, few books have been written in this field that have
completely and practically addressed the theoretical and basic topics
of research writing and research methods from the perspective of the
Persian language and literature. As an example, we can refer to the
book Basics of Writing and Research, authored by Amiri Khorasani
and Farrokhnia (2018).

In terms of structural and organizational damage, what is important is
that some organizations in charge of preserving and promoting the
values of sacred defense have emphasized collecting oral history as
resistance literature, which is considered a kind of damage and
challenge in this field. (Bagheri and Sangri, 2023: 60).

Organizational orders, regardless of the problem and methodology of
research, has sometimes led to the production of superficial research
and sometimes caused a one-dimensional look at the issue of war and
attention to quantification, which means increasing production and
works.

"Politicization is another very important category in the pathology of
resistance literature. Until the last few years, 44 universities have been
active in attracting students in the field of resistance literature. active
and students interested in this field has decreased" (Bagheri and
Sangri, 2023: 61).

In order to eliminate the harms of this nascent and developing
scientific field, solutions were presented by the interviewees, the most
important of which are summarized as follows:

Determining policies, guidelines and roadmap; Identifying
weaknesses and strengths, opportunities and threats through basic
research and situational assessment; Forming an information bank and
networking of activists and enthusiasts in this field; Creating a library
and scientific center to collect and maintain scientific resources in this
field and to create access facilities for researchers; providing
conditions for holding free-thinking chairs and conflicting opinions
and criticizing the produced works; Expanding national and
transnational communication by holding conferences, conducting
translation and comparative studies; Improving the level of education
of professors and students by increasing knowledge and skills.
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
