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Abstract
1. Introduction

Beyond the one-sided tenet based on the self-centeredness of
totalitarian and fascist regimes, is engraved the elimination of the
other from the domain of power and legitimacy, and the deprivation of
human rights and citizenship within the framework of the self-written
law of considering the other as an inferior race and a hostile enemy in
opposition to the integral values of the totalitarian system which
defines everything and everyone in the form of a single self-believer
in the manifesto of the central totalitarian state, and, by denying the
identity of another as an alien, tries to redefine the collective identity
in the framework of extreme and fascist racism. Following such an
idea, the present age has turned into a hegemonic era of war, violence
bloodshed, and genocide, and, the elimination of racial minorities in
order to homogenize the belief-ethnic structure of societies under the
domination of totalitarian governments shows itself on the injured
face of human rights. The result of a hostile attitude towards others
and trying to subjugate racial groups is resorting to violence and
horrible crimes which has turned the contemporary period into a scene
of prehistoric killings and violent behavior and removed the
characteristic of civility, coexistence and peaceful human dialogue
from its face.
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Among the nations under the domination of totalitarian regimes in
the contemporary period, the fate of the Kurds of Irag has been subject
to the turmoil of the fierce waves of injustice and modern barbarism
more than any other nation, so much so that with the aim of occupying
the land and expelling them from their motherland in line with the
policy of demographic changes and satisfying racist complexes based
on anti-otherism, they have been targeted for successive killings and
genocides and have been deprived of their human and legitimate rights
and their identity and human dignity has been trampled. The use of
systematic terror, torture and violence, genocide and massacre of the
Kurdish people, moving and transferring them to forced labor camps,
and the destruction of Kurdish habitats and areas is one of the most
frequent consequences of the rule of the totalitarian Baath regime over
the Kurdistan region which has cast a shadow on the history of the
Kurdish people and has given a color of blackness and mourning to
the art and literature of this nation and has found a special reflection in
the works of Kurdish poets.

Sharif Varzer, an Iragi Kurdish poet, was a contemporary of a long
period of oppression and deplorable behavior of the Iraqi Baath
regime, and witnessed genocides, mass killings, and crimes against
humanity; he also witnessed a period when humanity became a victim
of the goals and insane desires of fascist and totalitarian politicians.
Living in such an environment rooted the seed of sadness in the poet's
heart, soul and thoughts because dealing with violence, torture and
killing, and observing the miserable situation of the oppressed and
displaced people deprived of the right to life, had a deep impact on the
poetic emotion of the poet and turned his poems into a full-view
mirror of the principles of the school of critical realism in representing
the sufferings and pains of the oppressed people on the one hand and
the brutal behavior of Baathist criminals on the other.

Considering the special manifestation of the hegemonic
consequences of Baathist totalitarianism in Sharif VVarzer's poems, and
the fact that so far no independent research has investigated this
phenomenon in his poems, in the present study, the author aims to
analyze the sociological consequences of the rule of the totalitarian
Baath regime in Varzer’s. poems and ans.e r such questions as:

1- What factors caused the representation of crime, violence and
genocide in Sharif Varzer's poems?
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2- What are the effects of the totalitarian Baath regime's domination
over the Kurdistan region in the poems of Sharif Varzer and in what
forms and images do they appear?

The hypothesis of the research is as follows: 1. The political
conditions and the hegemony of the totalitarian Baath government
over the Kurdistan region and the poet's realistic approach in
representing the political reality have played a fundamental role in the
manifestations of violence and genocide arising from the domination
of the totalitarian and fascist system in his poems. 2. Massacre, crime
against humanity and genocide, deportation and forced displacement
and transfer to forced labor camps, torture and systematic violence,
destruction and destruction of Kurdish areas and displacement and
imprisonment of people are among the most obvious consequences of
the totalitarian Baath government's rule over the Kurdish regions that
are represented in the poems of Sharif Varzer.

2. Methodology

In the present essay, using a descriptive-analytical method, the
author will investigate the consequences of the hegemony of the
totalitarian Baath regime on the Kurdistan Region in the poems of
Sharif Varzer. For this purpose, the poems that focus on the
manifestations of genocide, torture, violence, destruction and mass
killing, have been processed and analyzed, and drawing on theorists
such as Spiro, Brooker, Arendt, Friedrich, Brzezinski, etc. related to
totalitarianism, the frequency and outcomes of the totalitarian Baath
regime's rule over the Kurdish regions will be analyzed through a
conceptual and theoretical definition in a theoretical framework. After
that, citing the text of Sharif Varzer's poems and presenting concrete
examples, the consequences of the Baath regime's hegemony over the
Kurdistan region will be analyzed.

3. Discussion
3-1. Representing the consequences of the Baath totalitarian
regime's rule over the Kurdistan region in the poems of Sharif
Varzer

As mentioned earlier, the domination of the Baath regime over the
Kurdish regions, the destruction of the fate and the political future of
the Kurdish people as a result of the ideological attitude towards their
presence in the geopolitical map of Iraq, their classification as another
form of aliens, and having a fundamental conflict with the structured
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power pyramid based on it led to the thought of totalitarianism, and in
the phase of erasing the symptoms of pluralism from the political
society configured in the framework of unanimity and unity based on
fascist xenophobia and anti-Semitism, it resultedin a dialectical and
unequal confrontation in the process of imposing the will and rule of
Baathist totalitarianism on the minority. The resulted was massacre
and genocide, militarization of Kurdish areas, deportation and forced
migration and transfer to forced labor camps, the use of terror, torture
and systematic violence, and destruction. Based on this, in the
upcoming section, the sociological analysis of the consequences of the
hegemony of the Baath regime on the Kurdistan Region in the poems
of Sharif Varzer will be discussed..

3-1-1. Massacre and genocide

As a part of the ethnic cleansing project in the process of integrating
the society dominated by the Baath regime in the form of a
homogenous body in the direction of assimilating the socio-political
structure in accordance with the totalitarian ideology, derived from the
anti-otherism and xenophobia of the Baath Party in the elimination of
minorities and outsider groups from the insider circle and their enmity
as infiltrating forces and the fifth pillar of the enemy within the
framework of its political borders, which in the stage of systematic
cleansing of the belief pyramid structure and the fall of forces not
aligned with the approach of the totalitarian system, Anfal Genocide
led to the confrontation of the central authoritarian government with
the Kurdish minority, which resulted in the theorization of violence
and killing and massacre in the advancement of the strategy of
removing the other alien from the system circuit.

3-1-2. Systematic violence

The use of repression and systematic violence by the Baath regime in
the interaction with the Kurdish people, on the one hand, stems from
the inferiority of the other as an inferior race and an outsider, lacking
the ability to enjoy respect and dignity in the hierarchy of social
status, and on the other hand, The institutionalized violence in the
unconscious of the Baathist man as an inevitable tool in preventing
social upheaval and political rebellion and controlling intellectual
deviations from the top of the totalitarian pyramid as a sacred thing in
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conflict with the challenge and political trend against the political
taboo and in the process of dividing the social structure into the
duality of converging insider and divergent non-insider, it resulted in
the theorization of violence and the necessity of using the repression
machine in order to eliminate the non-insider from the social-political
arena.

3-1-3. Forced displacement and transfer to forced labor camps
The forced displacement of the Kurdish people and their transfer to
forced labor camps is part of the process of exploiting them as a free
production tool and a laboratory example in the process of processing
biological weapons and massacring them in order to advance the
genocidal operation and eliminate aliens outside the orbit of groups
affiliated with the pyramid of totalitarian hegemony which took place
during the destruction of the Kurdish settlements and the provision of
a platform for the Arab people to settle in Kurdistan and its
Arabization by the Baath regime, and was the starting point of
decentralization of the converging community of the Kurdish people
in a compact and interconnected society in the same geographical
points and It was possible to establish organized communication in
conflict with the central government and had the possibility of
establishing organized communication in conflict with the central
government and in the stage of theorizing the necessity of rejecting
the alienated groups from the social structure and exploiting them in
order to provide the required manpower in the production cycle and
the ability to be used in biological and microbial experiments, led to
the involuntary transfer of the Kurdish people and their isolation in
Forced labor camps, which were actually closed fences and large
prisons for killing, torture and assassination.

3-1-4. Destruction and extermination

The Baath regime's perception of the Kurdish areas as a crisis point
and the center of stressful political riots in challenging the totalitarian
authoritarian center and its unceasing concern for its rural,
mountainous and forested areas as a hiding place and The meeting
point of the opponents of the central government, led to the attention
of the think tank and the heads of the regime to the necessity of
carrying out the policy of destroying the villages and destroying the
fabric and forest cover through bombing and setting fire to the rural
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and mountainous areas of the Kurdistan Region in order to improve
the level of monitoring Forest and mountain areas and the destruction
of rural settlements as the organizing point and shelter of the Kurdish
opposition forces and their safe camp in order to rebuild and renew
their strength and the center of starting guerrilla wars and
revolutionary movements in opposition to the ruling structure. Such a
policy was carried out in continuation of the policy of removing the
original Kurdish residents from the Kurdish regions and pursuing the
Arabization process through the replacement of Arab people in the
Kurdistan region and erasing the traces of the Kurdish identity of the
region which at the stage of speeding up the policy of militarization
and repression, the strategy of coercive action in the direction of
destruction led to ethnic cleansing and genocide.

3-1-5. Displacement of people

In the background of the policy of rejecting and expelling the Kurdish
people from the Kurdish regions and forcing them to move to other
lands by the Baath regime, there was a long-term strategy based on
foresight in the eradication of internal enemies which with a strategic
approach in the application of rejection by using the driving force of
organized violence and repression in order to advance the policy of
creating intimidation and terror in order to force the Kurdish people to
migrate and escape from the inevitable fate leading to massacre and
death, tried to physically eliminate Kurds from the geographical
domain of Irag and laying the foundation for redefining the population
structure and accelerated the process of evacuating the occupied areas
under the control of the central government from the Kurdish
opposition through the policy of deportation and forced relocation
which was the starting point of the exile and displacement of the
Kurdish people in other lands and the formation of a diaspora of
several hundreds of thousands of people who lost their existence and
property, their homes and houses in the process of being rejected and
expelled from their motherland and they wandered in the waves of the
turbulent sea of confusion and homelessness and their social life and
political destiny were subjected to the storm of the Baath regime's
totalitarian attitude of removing heterogeneous racial groups from the
framework of Iraq's geographical-political borders.
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4. Conclusion

According to the analysis of the meaning structure of Varzer's
poems, it can be seen that the poet was influenced by the ideas of
critical realism and in fact, it was one of his sources of inspiration.The
style in both is classic, but it has undergone many changes and
innovations. In fact, they present a mixture of comedy and tragedy to
the audience. The poet's in-depth insight into realist foundations and
familiarity with the approaches of this school have given more depth
to Varzer’s poems in representing the consequences of the totalitarian
Baath regime's domination over the Kurdistan region; Also, Varzer's
realist-critical perspective and commitment to dealing with
contemporary socio-political issues has led to the depiction of the
consequences of the hegemony of the totalitarian Ba'ath state over the
Kurdistan region. On the other hand, the sinking of the land of Varzer
in the darkness of totalitarianism and fascism cast a shadow of
blackness and destruction on his poetic world and made it drowned in
darkness and sadness and pushed the content of his poems to represent
the consequences of the hegemony of totalitarianism in a tragic form.

The image of the massacre and genocide of the Kurdish people in
Varzer's poems arose from the xenophobic and xenophobic attitude of
the Baath regime in the process of institutionalizing the enmity and
inferiority of the Kurds as outsiders outside the circle of the in-group
and the necessity of ethnic cleansing and elimination in order to
advance the homogenization strategy of the social structure, based on
the theorized assimilation policy in the ideological body of the
totalitarian pyramid of the Baath regime which led to the genocide of
Kurds of Barzani and Fayli as the fifth column of the enemy in the
historical moment of confrontation between the Kurdish parties and
the central government of Irag.

The use of repression and systematic violence in interaction with
the Kurdish people originates from their negation in the view of the
Baathist authorities as instrumentalized beings and lacking the merit
of respect and dignity in the hierarchy of social status and organized
and institutionalized violence in the ideological and ideological
structure of Baathist man In dealing with the non-Arab foreigner as
another turned away from the sacred pyramid of the totalitarian
system which led the fate of the Kurdish people towards social
behavior based on violence and oppression in order to suppress and
subjugate.
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The consequence of the policy of gathering and centralizing the
Kurdish people in centralized security places in order to control and
monitor them as much as possible, as well as the instrumental attitude
towards them as a production machine and free labor in line with the
continuation of the production cycle of factories and processing
centers of the Baath regime, forced displacement and transferring the
Kurds to forced labor camps and using them as laboratory samples in
the process of biological experiments and making weapons of mass
destruction on the one hand and unlocking the latent and hidden
complexes in the collective unconscious of the Baath leaders towards
the Kurdish people through torture and their terror and killing was
from the other side.

Turning the Kurdish areas into the center of political crises and a
strategic point in organizing armed movements against the central
government of Irag and using the mountainous and forest areas as a
safe haven for the opposition forces and a hiding place for planning
uprisings and guerilla uprisings, led to the strategy of destroying rural
areas and burning the mountains, forests and groves of Kurdistan in
order to clean the region and de-crisis it on the one hand and leaving
burnt earth in the Kurdish areas in order to provide a platform for
demographic changes and Arabize it in the later stage of de-
Kurdization of the Kurdistan region from The other side.

The result of the policy of exclusion and exile and pushing the
Kurdish people back from the geographical borders of Irag in order to
achieve the long-term goals of the central government in order to
physically eliminate ideological opponents and dissidents from the
political arena and social structure, as well as taking the path of
migration and forced migration by the Kurds in order to escape from
the inevitable fate tied to death and genocide and ethnic cleansing,
was displacement and imprisonment of the Kurdish people in other
borders and lands and leaving the motherland in the form of a political
diaspora mixed with a spiritual crisis arising from alienation and fear
of the dark and unknown world of displacement and rejection and lack
Acceptance in the new unwanted homeland and the existing cultural-
racial gap between oneself and the foreign other as a host in the
destination land.
