1. Introduction

Resistance literature serves as a reflection of the embodiment of
truth and a wellspring of enlightenment. Resistance poetry can be
likened to a poem with two guiding principles: "justice and freedom,"
while simultaneously acting as a guardian of human dignity (Ismaili,
2003: 79). The literary works of any nation narrate the unfolding
events within that nation, and poets and writers bear a profound
responsibility in this regard. Their duty is to depict and immortalize
the occurrences transpiring in their society. These individuals are
conscious of their role in shaping their society's destiny and do not
merely stand by as passive observers. Among these dedicated poets is
Abbas Moshfegh Kashani. Abbas Keymanesh, born in 1925 and
known as "Moshfegh," is a prominent figure in contemporary sonnet
composition. His style is influenced by Iraqi traditions, occasionally
infused with elements of Indian style. Moshfegh Kashani, for the most
part, adheres to the tenets of classical poetry, except for adapting his
content to align with religious and revolutionary ideals (Kakaei, 2006:
36). Moshfegh Kashani, alongside other poets who sought innovation
within the confines of traditional Persian poetry during this era,
maintains the mental framework of their sonnets consistent with
conventional sonnet structures. Moshfegh is notably recognized for
composing numerous poems after the commencement of the imposed
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war, focusing on themes such as the holy defense, martyrdom,
sacrifice, and the heroic exploits of warriors (Beigi Habibabadi, 2003:
1105). Given that Sirang's poetry collection encompasses Moshfegh
Kashani's resolute poetry, featuring verses dedicated to revolution,
religious figures, martyrdom, the holy defense, liberated individuals,
and veterans, among others, this research centers its analysis on this
anthology.

2. Methodology

The primary inquiries addressed by this research encompass the
following :

1 .What are the implications of resistance within the poems of
Moshfegh Kashani?

2 What are the core motivations employed by Moshfegh Kashani to
inspire and galvanize the audience towards acts of resistance and
resilience?

Contemplating and delving into the realm of resistance poetry,
while exploring its multifaceted dimensions, emerges as an
indispensable endeavor. Thankfully, this exploration is perceptible
within the works of numerous poets who have embraced this literary
trend. Given Moshfegh Kashani's status as a revolutionary poet, it is
noteworthy that there has been a noticeable absence of comprehensive
investigations into the theme of resilience within his poetic oeuvre.
Consequently, it becomes imperative to undertake a thorough
examination that dissects the diverse facets of the impact of resistance
as depicted in his poems. While there have been several scholarly
works dedicated to the study of Moshfegh Kashani's poetry, such as
the articles "The Moral and Behavioral Image of Martyr Bagheri in
the Mirror of Moshfegh Kashani's Seven Stanzas of Inflammation™
(2018) and "The Components of Sustainable Ethics in the Holy
Defense Poem Based on the Seven Stanzas of Moshfegh Kashani's
Inflammation™ (2017) by Reyhane Sadeghi and Abbas Mohammadian,
it's noteworthy that these prior investigations differ substantially from
the current study in terms of their approach and focus. Hence, it is
justifiable to assert that the present research constitutes the inaugural
scholarly effort to scrutinize the ramifications of resistance within
Moshfegh Kashani's work, specifically within his book "Sirang."
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3. Discussion

The notable expressions of endurance within Moshfegh's poetry
encompass a profound love for one's homeland, the evocation of the
Ashura epic and the Quds epic, the rallying call to engage in combat,
the commendation of freedom, the exaltation of the revered status of
martyrs and martyrdom, and the crafting of national and historical
legends.
3.1. Affection for the Homeland

The attachment an individual holds for their place of origin, often
referred to as a love for one's country, is instilled through the
experiences of communal life in their hometown. This sentiment is a
universal aspect of every society, regarded by some as inherent (Amiri
Khorasani, 2010: 487).
3.2. The Ashura Epic

The Ashura movement and Imam Hussain's (a.s.) rebellion against
Yazid represent monumental and worldwide endeavors, arguably one
of the most significant global movements due to their enduring impact
across centuries.
3.3. The Quds Epic

The endurance of the Palestinian people, who are emblematic of
resilience, has found expression in the works of numerous poets.
These poets have woven these narratives into their verses to awaken
and enlighten their readers. Moshfegh Kashani, too, featured the Quds
epic in his poetry.
3.4. Advocating for Combat

The poems of resilience also encompass a call to arms. The
literature of resistance is characterized by its assertiveness,
impetuosity, and audacious summons for struggle, uprising, resistance
against foreign oppression, and the willingness to sacrifice. This call
sometimes manifests as a vehement protest and at other times as
armed conflict (Sangari, 2013: 46).
3.5. Celebrating Freedom

The concept of freedom and libertarian ideals hold a special place
in the hearts of all individuals. It is a value that is zealously
safeguarded, even to the point of sacrifice, whenever a powerful entity
attempts to curtail this divine endowment. People stand resolutely in
defense of freedom, even at the cost of their lives (Amiri Khorasani,
1389: 591).
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3.6. Triumph of Righteousness Over Injustice

In their poetry, poets and writers aspire to emancipate their people
from the desolation and darkness cast by oppression upon their hearts.
They endeavor to infuse hope and optimism, offering a glimmer of
light in the midst of despair.
3.7. Reverence for Martyrs and Martyrdom

Martyrdom, the absolution from sin, and the transformation of the
battlefield into a place of worship and contemplation within the realm
of practical mysticism represent profound and significant
accomplishments within the domain of resistance literature.
3.8. Formation of National Mythological and Historical Symbols

Mentions of the nation and the homeland invariably conjure myths
and symbols. These mythologies epitomize exemplary figures and
idealized human beings. Throughout history, nations have forged
heroes and woven myths around these heroic figures, thereby crafting
enduring legends that define their identity.

Resistance literature serves as a potent strategy when confronting
foreign  adversaries. Moshfegh  Kashani, an accomplished
revolutionary poet, has masterfully employed this technique, imbuing
many of his poems with enduring impacts. Moshfegh's poetry
prominently showcases resilience through themes such as a profound
love for one's homeland, the evocation of the Ashura epic and the
Quds epic, the rallying call to engage in combat, the commendation of
freedom, the exaltation of the revered status of martyrs and
martyrdom, and the crafting of national and historical legends. One of
the most noteworthy aspects of Moshfegh Kashani's poetry lies in his
adept use of diverse motivators, rallying individuals toward enduring
movements. His verse effectively harnesses stimuli like patriotism,
national identity, honor, passion, religion, Islam, the Quran, myths,
and all that commands special reverence and sanctity in the eyes of the
people.
