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Abstract
1. Introduction

The current research is a comprehensive research on Hafez's influence
of Nezami's sonnets. To advance such a matter, we have used the
theory of intertextuality. It can be said about intertextuality that this
theory always studies and examines the relationship between texts,
from the point of view of intertextuality theorists, "no text is an island
apart from other texts. Every text exists in relation to other texts"
(Qaeminia, 1389: 436). It is also stated in another place that "every
text is a meeting place of countless other texts and exists only in
connection with other texts" (lberms and Herfam, 2013: 447), so it
should be said that intertextuality is based on this idea that " The text
is not a closed and independent system, and if this is the case, the text
is incomprehensible™ (Frow, 2005: 48). Therefore, intertextuality is
"the actual presence of one text in another text" (Alan, 1385: 146). In
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addition, the term intertextuality is the investigation of the origin of
the elements forming the text; Elements that in most cases cannot be
clearly identified. Therefore, it can be said that it is "intertextuality”
that causes dynamics and polyphony in the text and no text is free of
intertextuality. Barth says: "Every text is non-textual” (Namvarmotlaqg,
1386: 85). According to the above material, it can be stated that any
text of a poet or writer may not only be taken from previous works;
rather, these works themselves can be effective in creating a work in
the future. This influence may be in terms of format and framework or
external structure, words and sentences and even used arrays and
descriptions such as this, which deals with the above issues under the
title of extra textual communication. Sometimes influence may occur
in terms of meaning, content and concept, which is studied in the
section of intertextual communication. In the meantime, it is possible
to point out the effectiveness of Hafez from Nezami based on extra-
textual and intra-textual connections, although Hafez compared to his
predecessors and contemporaries such as Ferdowsi, Roudaki, Sanaie,
Attar, aragi, Saadi, Maolavi, Khajue Kermani, Salman Savoji and
others have noticed, but without a doubt, this effect has been
beneficial, constructive, artistic and creative; In this way, Hafez
sometimes took a verse from Saadi or Khaju and polished it with great
skill and brought it to perfection. It can also be mentioned that Hafez
is a poet who enjoys linguistic independence and has his own style
and context in his poetry. For this reason, if there is a connection
between his poems and other poets, especially Nezami, it is more in
the direction of improvement and increase. The effect of our words is
what we have discussed in this research.

2. Methodology

This research was done with analytical-descriptive method. In this
way, first, we have studied the basics of the theory of intertextuality
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and the connection of texts from the books related. To the research
topic, then we have extracted the example evidence of each of the
main topics from the divan of the studied poets and by interpreting
and analyzing each of them. We have examined the relationship
between Hafez and Nezami's poems based on the aforementioned
theory, and at the end of using the examples found, we have proved
the effectiveness of Hafez's Nezami's lyrical poems for the audience.

3. Discussion

Familiarity with the background and root of the compounds and words
as well as the themes and concepts used by the poets in their works
leads to a better, more measured understanding, and evaluation of
them, one of these poets is Nezami. Of course, it should be noted that
his fame is mostly in his Romantic poems; for this reason, attention is
less paid to other Nezami compositions, especially his sonnets.
Nezami's lyric are among the most exciting Persian lyrics, which
perhaps due to being in the long shadow of his Khamse, few people
have realized its true value and it has been neglected to some extent
today. Nezami, like his unique masnavis, has displayed his high
artistic ability in the creation of lyrics. He has been able to present
sweet and pleasant poems by carefully choosing words, creating
artistic images, rich imagination and concepts suitable for this format.
Because Nezami's sonnets are full of the purest and most beautiful
romantic thoughts, and because of the soft language, simplicity, and
fluency in them, they have attracted the attention of others. Some of
the great poets have paid attention to the Nezami lyrics in their works.
Elders like Saadi, Hafez, Maulavi and others have used the Nezami
style in many of their lyric. Meanwhile, Hafez's effectiveness is better
than Nezami. The commonalities of Nezami and Hafez's sonnets and
Hafez's influence on Nezami can be investigated in two areas of
extratextual communication and intertextual communication. In the
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field of extratextual communication, we can refer to the external
communication between their compositions, which means the
influence of one text on another text in terms of structure. It can be
said about this subject and its connection with Nezami sonnet that:
"The mental incident of the creation of the poem has passed from
Hafez's mind, a shadow and a trace of it remains in the poem. Not that
Hafez wanted to direct the reader's attention to it. For this reason, its
presence in the reader's mind through poetry is only on the condition
of its previous existence in the reader's mind and the change of mind
in remembering it" (Poornamdarian, 1382: 124). This is significant in
remembering Nezami's poems, and this connection is so clear that it
reveals Nezami's influence on Hafez's poetry. Of course, others also
influenced Hafez. However, you have to look for the most effective
lines. This type of similarity is more in the musical dimension, i.e.
weight, which of course, the use of the same rhythm and the use of
common rhymes and lines are also of interest in this section. So that
by reading Hafez's poems and understanding the inner music of his
compositions. A rhythm His sonnets resonate in the ears, which the
audience unwittingly conjures Nezami sonnets in his mind. It can also
be said that sometimes there are similar words and combinations
between Hafez and Nezami sonnets, which shows the close
relationship between their sonnets. This is a clear proof of Hafez's
influence on Nezami.

Among the other topics that exist in Nezami and Hafez's poems is the
intertextual connection of the studied poets' sonnets. Nezami also
exists or uses similar allusions, which Nezami has paid attention to;
also, the peak of Hafez's influence on Nezami in the extratextual
section appears when the common images of their sonnets occupy the
minds of the audience. Of course, in this section, Hafez polished them
in a more artistic way and expressed pure poems according to the
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poetic images found in Nezami poems. The use of common
expressions and terms is also one of the things that shows the mental
commonality of the researched poets, among which it is possible to
mention the ruins, rand, lack of repentance, etc., to examine the above
and Proof of evidence from the poems of the studied poets to confirm
their intellectual commonality

4. Conclusion

A comparative analysis of Nezami and Hafez sonnets shows that
Nezami poetry was one of Hafez sources of inspiration. In terms of
extra text (structure), Nezami sonnets in terms of rhythm, weight,
rhyme, line, words, compositions and other musical elements, have
influenced Hafez. This effectiveness has a significant appearance both
in an obvious and hidden form. In the intratextual field
(infrastructure), there is also a clear connection between these two
poets Allusions, descriptions, images, similes and similar
interpretations can be seen between the sonnets of these two poets.
Also, similar themes can be seen in their poems; Such as laying down
the rug, not repenting, not forgetting the lover's seal, the infinity of
the love story, not reaching the lover's hand, not cutting off good
friends, blaming the lover being ineffective, the pain of love being
incurable, and so on. The existence of such extratextual and
intratextual connections shows Hafez influence and use of Nezami
sonnets. In his own way, Hafez has used the subtleties of poets before
him. This use was not imitation or plagiarism. Hafez has used Persian
literary texts consciously, carelessly, honestly and with his own style.
He has always sought to add something to the themes and poetic
images of his predecessors, and with his creativity and new attitude,
he made more artistic and new illustrations to surprise the reader.
Hafez was influenced by Nezami sonnets, not to imitate and repeat,
but with the intention of creating more delicate poems. Hafez
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creatively and with extraordinary ability took Nezami poems and
wrote more magnificent and eloquent verses with his unique power
and creativity. It should be noted that these connections were due to
the influence of lyrical literary traditions that were prevalent among
these poets, and even the living environment and culture of their
hometowns were not without influence. The important point is that
the existence of similarities between Hafez and Nezami sonnets does
not always indicate Hafez's influence on Nezami. Perhaps Nezami
himself took that linguistic or ideological point from a poet before
him, and Hafez was influenced not by Nezami but by that previous
poet; In other words, the source of inspiration for both poets may be
someone else. On the other hand, as Nezami has influenced Hafez's
sonnets, Hafez himself has become a role model for the poets after
him.
