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Abstract

The present study aimed to analyze the interactive relationships of the
development of coalition building of social movements in sports. The present
research is a mixed study (a combination of qualitative and quantitative methods)
and due to its application in organizational environments it is an applied research,
which was done in the field. Fuzzy Delphi method and Dematel method were used
in the qualitative and quantitative parts, respectively. The statistical population of
the present study included experts aware of the subject. To identify these samples,
purposive sampling method was used. Finally, 16 people were identified as the
research sample. In other words, due to the nature of the quantitative research
method (Dematel method approach) that need experts and people aware of the
research topic, the statistical population of the research was qualitatively and
quantitatively the same. The collection tool of the present study in the qualitative
section is a semi-structured interview. In the quantitative analysis of the research,
Dematel method was used. All research data analysis process was performed in
EXEL software. According to the results, it was determined that social excellence
and social dynamics as causal factors and factors of social knowledge, managerial
transformation and motivational system as factors affecting the development of
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coalition building of social movements in sports. Therefore, it is concluded that
social excellence and social dynamics play an important role in the emergence
and formation of other factors in the direction of the development of coalitions of
social movements in sports.

Extended Abstract

Background and Purpose

Coalition building is one of the most important social activities in order to create
social convergence and reduce social tensions and conflicts. Creating coalitions
plays an important and fundamental role in advancing social policies and can
accelerate the process of development and social transformation of governments
(Spaaij, 2009, 1110). A coalition is an agreement between two or more
organizations in order to advance towards common goals and guarantee their
common interests. These alliances usually result in reduced costs and improved
performance. These alliances facilitate the process of gaining competitive
advantage in ways such as reducing transaction costs and environmental
uncertainty and bring benefits such as access to new knowledge, complementary
resources, technologies and new activity environments. bring This strategy, which
is used more and more, leads to increasing the learning ability of organizations,
establishing the possibility of using economies of scale, outsourcing various
activities of the value chain and sharing risk (Bouaziz & Aourik, 2018, 29). One
of the important issues in the field of coalition building; It is about social
movements. Social movements are one of the important social groups in any
country that play an important role in the process of social development (Phillips,
2020, 25). Social movements create dynamism in the social space by creating
social organizations and creating social capital (Bilohur, 2018, 15). Investigating
social movements as one of the ways to change the social structure from the inside
requires a precise understanding of the concept of movement and the process of
its formation and victory. Social movements are informal networks based on
shared beliefs and solidarity that are mobilized around controversial issues
through the continuous use of various forms of protest (Abdullahi, 2018, 3).

Materials and Methods

The current research is one of the mixed researches that was conducted in the form
of qualitative and quantitative methods and according to its application in
organizational environments, it is one of the practical researches. In the qualitative
part, the fuzzy Delphi technique was used, and in the quantitative part, the Dimetal
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technique was used. The method of data collection in the present research was
field-based. The statistical population of the present study included experts who
are knowledgeable about the subject of the research. In order to identify these
samples, the purposeful sampling method was used. Finally, 16 people were
selected as the research sample. In other words, considering the nature of the
quantitative research method (Dimtel's approach), which requires experts and
people knowledgeable about the research topic; Therefore, the statistical
population of the research was the same in the qualitative and quantitative part.
The tool for collecting the present research in the qualitative part is a semi-
structured interview. Also, according to the conducted interviews, factors were
identified and these factors were used as research collection tools in the
quantitative section. This questionnaire was divided into two parts: demographic
characteristics and questions, which were designed according to the Dimtel
method. The validity of this questionnaire was confirmed by examining the
opinions of experts. After calculating Cronbach's alpha, the overall reliability of
this questionnaire was determined to be 0.85. Also, in the quantitative analysis
part of the research, Dimtel method was used. Due to the fact that Dimtel's method
examines the relationships between factors and indicates that the influence on one
factor causes influence on other factors, the above method was used to study and
analyze the relationships between the identified factors. All research data analysis
process was done in EXCEL software.

Findings

The descriptive results of the research showed that the participants included
62.5% men and 37.5% women. Also, among these research samples, people with
doctorate degrees have the largest number with 56.3%. Descriptive results showed
that fertile people over 50 years of age had the highest frequency with 0.50%.
Table No. 2 shows the results of extracted codes along with frequency. Table No.

Conclusion

It seems that the functions of coalition building regarding social movements in
sports and the immense importance of this issue have caused the necessity of
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presenting a development model of coalition building of social movements in
sports to be understood. On the other hand, it seems that the complex process of
this coalition building as a key and important solution has caused many technical
aspects regarding the development of coalition building of social movements in
Iranian sports. The results of the present research showed that the development
strategies of social movement coalitions in sports are in three parts: long-term,
medium-term and short-term strategies. In such a way that the long-term strategies
include creating a culture of accountability in social movements, strengthening
the spirit of jihad in the process of coalition building in sports, giving dignity to
sports social movements, strengthening the human wealth of coalitions formed in
sports, and implementing an application and integrated media structure and
publishing social information in sports. Mid-term strategies include the creation
of databases of inventories and structural deficiencies and human resources of
sports social movements, giving strength to sports social movements, prioritizing
the assignment of social projects to formed coalitions, redefining and designing
the reporting system, evaluation and monitoring of social movements in sports.
Agility and integration of the development processes of coalition building in
social movements and the formation of the desired value chain in sports coalitions.
The results also showed that short-term strategies include holding training courses
to improve the accountability of social sports movements, creating an educational
system in line with building coalitions in social sports movements, facilitating
intra-movement communication through the design of related electronic systems,
positive and quick response to existing demands and needs.
