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Abstract

This article analyses Rumi's discourse in Shams's Ghazals using ‘interpersonal role '
within the framework of Halliday's role-oriented order. In literary texts, authors often
hide layers of meaning behind their words to convey their main purpose.
Understanding the author's intellectual world creates a different mental atmosphere for
the reader. This research aims to answer how Halliday's grammar is efficient in
analysing literary texts. The text explores how to analyze text in an interpersonal role.
The hypothesis of the research is that the transpersonal role shows the level of
interaction between the speaker and the audience.
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1. Introduction

discusses Michael Halliday's belief that the main purpose of language is to
convey meaning. Each speaker chooses verbs that can be understood by
examining the frequency of their processes to convey their point of view on
the topic. To uncover the hidden angles of Rumi's thought in Shams's poems,
we seek answers to the following question:

1. Is Halliday's role-oriented systematic linguistics effective in analyzing
texts, particularly literary ones?

2. Can the characteristics of Shams's lyrical poems be examined from a
transpersonal perspective?

2. Research background

Several theses and related articles have been published in scientific research
publications regarding Rumi's works and Halliday. In this section, we will
briefly mention some of them.

Reza Qanbari Abdulmaleki and Aileen Firozianpour Esfahani (1400)
concluded that the author's language choices had a significant impact on the
formation of the discourse style of the story. The linguistic roles in the story
suggest that it was produced during the growth of capitalist thinking and
industry in Iran.

According to Faizeh Wazirnejad (2007), the author lacks the ability to
express their opinions.

Fatemeh Majidi, Hadi Yavari, and Zohreh Qudousi Feizabad have
concluded that the focus of Sufiya's speech is on God and that the text aims
to evoke emotions.

The research method used is unclear

The research method used in this study is analytical-descriptive, and the data
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was collected through documentary research.

Halliday's role-oriented theory

can be considered a discourse approach to language. He was one of the first
linguists to move beyond the study of sentences and syntax and focus on the
concept of text and its context.

The relationship between the speaker and the audience is influenced by
their familiarity and degree of intimacy. In this role, language is used to
interact with others.

The four main types of speech functions are 'suggestion’, ‘command’,
'news', and 'question’, each with its own meaning.

The service offer includes an audience analysis where a response is
provided based on the topic. Information is presented in the news. The
interaction is at least one-way and dynamic. In this case, the audience
becomes part of the interaction flow and can accept or reject it after
analyzing it. The flow of interaction is two-way. The question requests
information. The audience provides feedback and engages in a two-way
interaction.

The analysis includes both quantitative and qualitative data. The research
is based on 323 sonnets, each of which is considered a 'band'. The analysis
involves extracting all verbs in each clause, identifying the types of present
and passive objects, and specifying the degree of polarity.

Additionally, 4881 news items were analyzed for this study. The poet has
used the subjunctive mood instead of the imperative mood, which creates
intimacy and attracts the audience. The poet has also used positive
imperative adjectives in some places. Additionally, the poet has used
negative interrogative sentences to interact with the audience. The poet
intentionally avoids using emotional appeals to persuade the audience, as
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evidenced by the limited number of emotional aspects present. The 90 forms
of prayer serve as an expression of the poet's inner feelings rather than a
strategic device.

The subject is not addressed, and the text includes a count of 3257 types
of audience and 1396 types of speakers. A total of 7518 positive pole faces
and 1124 negative pole faces were counted. The poet's level of certainty and
mastery in the discourse is evident from the significant space between the
two poles of positive and negative in his mind.

The text concludes with the section on Conclusion and Recommendations

The results indicate that role-oriented instruction enables more accurate
analysis of text by examining it according to meta-roles, in addition to
intuitive analysis, and using the resulting statistical data.

According to Rumi, individuals can establish conditions for the
occurrence or non-occurrence of their own or others' actions and affairs.

The poet employs the absent subject as the dominant subject in the
verses, revealing a mysterious and trustworthy persona.

- Following his separation from Shams, Rumi appears to have undergone
a process of catharsis and emotional refinement.

When analyzing the works and inner worlds of literary figures, it is
important to consider various literary aspects. This includes examining their
works and mental states. It is crucial to maintain objectivity and avoid
subjective evaluations, unless clearly marked as such. Additionally, the
language used should be clear, concise, and value-neutral, avoiding biased,
emotional, figurative, or ornamental language. The text should adhere to
conventional academic structure and formatting, including the use of
standard technical terms and consistent citation. Finally, the text should be
free from grammatical errors, spelling mistakes, and punctuation errors
