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Tourism destinations are looking to find new tourism methods to compete in
this industry and night tourism, as one of these methods, has attracted the
attention of tourists in recent years. Shiraz city, as one of the main tourism
areas in the country, has much potential in this field. The current study aims to
investigate the effect of the night view of Shiraz city on the prosperity of
tourism in this city. This research has been carried out using a descriptive-
analytical method with an emphasis on case study. A total of 335 people were
randomly selected as a statistical sample and a researcher-made questionnaire,
which was designed with three independent variables (tourists' satisfaction,
tourists' revisits, tourists' subjective perceptions) and one dependent variable
(tourism boom), was distributed among them. The data was analyzed using
SPSS and Lisrel software with tests, Friedman, confirmatory factor analysis,
and equation models. Results showed that the independent variables of tourist
satisfaction with a factor of 0.33 and T value of 64.7, tourists revisiting Shiraz
city with a factor of 0.79 and T value of 44.1, and tourists' mental perceptions of
Shiraz city with a factor of 0.57 and T value of 45.12 have a positive and
significant relationship with the dependent variable of tourism boom in Shiraz
city with an error level of one percent. The findings of the research show that
Shiraz enjoys a very good tourism boom, providing infrastructure for the
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1. Introduction

Nightlife tourism has created many
opportunities in the host cities and with its
spread, especially if it relies on unique
attractions, it can be effective in attracting
tourists at the regional, national, and
international levels (Sheikh Bigelo and
Soltani, 2018). In Iran, the possibility of
visiting tourist attractions and benefiting
from its facilities and services is mainly
limited to daytime hours, and night hours
are spent without doing any special
activities, while many of these facilities
have the opportunity to be used at night.
In this regard, the city of Shiraz has always
been one of the important cradles of
tourism in Iran and the world due to its
many different attractions, and has a
significant potential for the development
of night tourism. Based on this, climatic
conditions, security, night lighting,
suitable transportation systems, and social
security are important factors in the
development of night tourism in Shiraz
city. Therefore, the current research was
designed to investigate the impact of
urban nightscape on the tourism boom,;
the case study of Shiraz religious tourism
is one of the special cases that have
received limited attention in the night
tourism sector in the country. Although
this type of tourism is limited to the
presence of people in religious spaces due
to its nature, the dynamism of other urban
spaces and the availability of various
facilities and services at night can be
useful and effective for the improvement
and development of this type of tourism
(Sheikh  Biglou and Tabrizi, 2015).
Therefore, the current research is trying
to answer this question: What effect does
the night urban landscape have on the
prosperity of tourism in Shiraz?

2. Research Methodology

The current research is applied in terms of
purpose and descriptive-analytical in
terms of method and nature, with an
emphasis on the case study, which
examines the effect of urban nightscape
on the tourism boom of Shiraz city.
Through simple random and using
Cochran's formula, a total of 335 people
were chosen as the sample size of this
study.

3. Research Findings

The results of the research indicate that
transportation, liveliness, beautification of
urban landscapes, safety and security in
the city, and readability factors are in a
good to very good range. These four
mentioned variables are among the basic
requirements for economic prosperity and
the development of night tourism. As a
result, improving the condition of urban
spaces and tourist attractions in Shiraz
city in terms of quality of lighting, supply,
safety, and security can play an effective
role in achieving the desired goals.

4. Conclusion

The results of the research show that
investigating the impact of night activities
on the current social; cultural; and
economic conditions, physical planning
for night visits to tourist spaces, creating
suitable conditions for the presence of
tourists in historical spaces, cultural
attractions, and entertainment spaces at
night due to their high popularity are very
effective in the development of night
tourism in Shiraz city.
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
