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Extended abstract

1- Introduction

The hegemonic role of the United States in creating the long-term crisis of the late capitalist world-
system is considered a decisive variable in international crisis analysis due to its systemic control
over world politics and economy. On the other hand, the influence of the quasi-monopoly rule of
the United States on the processes of the world-system is a reflection of the structural relationship
of hegemonic crises in the transformations of order and disorder in the international capitalist
system. The importance of the current discussion is related to the development of the complexities
and contradictions of the capitalism of the United States and the flow of these components in the
construction of the world-system based on the movement of hegemonic systemic cycles. In other
words, the current research is trying to analyze the decisive role of the United States in the
production and reproduction of the systemic crisis of capitalism on a world scale.

2- Theoretical Framework

The configuration of this article is based on the theoretical foundations of Immanuel Wallerstein's
world-system analysis of in the issues of interstate system construction, world economy class
relations, development morphology, global power hierarchy and modeling of geopolitical divisions.
This theoretical construction has analyzed the dominant mechanisms in the modern capitalist world
in a systematic, holistic and dialectical perspective. At the same time, the structural trends, crisis
paths and indeterminate bifurcation of the capitalist historical system have been configured in the
perspective of world-system analysis. Along with this theoretical construction, the application of
the principles of Edgar Moran's epistemology in the content of the above theoretical framework has
articulated all the dimensions, components and subjective and objective relationships structured in
the world-system on a micro and macro scale, based on a complex dialogic relationship in
holoscopic/holonomic/hologrammatic principles. .

3- Methodology

In this article, the applied methodology is analytical-descriptive. In this regard, the structure and
internal relations of the world-system, the crises and variables that dissipative capitalism, the
analysis and the hegemonic role of the United States in the framework of macro-systemic
transformations of the world, emphasizing the entropic role of the American foreign and defense
policy in the issues of the world -system based on a holistic, systematic, macro-scale,
unidisciplinary and Complex analysis and description.

4- Results & Discussion

The long-term crisis of the late capitalist world-system has a dialectical and complex connection
with the transformations and crises of US capitalism. It seems that the domination of the United
States on the construction of the world-system and the creation of a hegemonic relationship at the
political, economic and institutional level shows its effects in the field of geopolitical and military
developments. From this point of view, the crisis of American national capitalism has spread in the
relations of the world-system network and in the long-term vector of 1970-2020, it has reproduced
the contradictory and critical domestic policies of the United States at the systemic level. In other
words, the actions of the United States in the domestic economy, such as neoliberalization,
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financialization, uneven accumulation, deepening of class divisions, creating a relationship of
casino capitalism, and the militarization of the national economy have had a systemic reproduction
as a stable crisis in the entire world-system. American specific capitalist crises have played a
pivotal role in the systemization of the late capitalist crisis. In this regard, the long-term contraction
of the United States economy and tendency of the falling rate of profit its have had contractionary
effects on the entire world-economy and have reproduced its contradictory trend in China's world
rise and severe fluctuations in the international economy. In this perspective, on the one hand, the
world's military expenditures have increased significantly in response to the imperialist actions of
the United States in various geopolitical spheres, and the contribution of core countries is
prominent among them. On the other hand, the reaction of countries with an anti-hegemonic
foreign policy to secure national interests against the United States' attacks on various geopolitical
territories has increased the level of systemic chaos on an international scale.

5- Conclusions & Suggestions

Cyclical and systemic crises of capitalism are closely related to various types of crises of the
hegemonic core on a national and international scale. At the same time, these crises can
uncontrollably create a network flux from the internal structures of the hegemon at the level of the
world-system, or the hegemonic core can be realized through the organized outsourcing of internal
contradictions and crises in the context of defense and foreign policy and international institutions
in the whole world-system. In fact, the systematic construction of international relations and the
decisive dominance of the hegemonic core on the world-system based on the mechanisms of spatial
inclusion creates conditions in terms of subjective and objective that the dispersing forces of the
world-system at the micro and macro levels can create disturbances on a world scale based on
hegemonic reproduction. Hegemonic Transitions It is not possible to adjust and control these crises
due to the exclusive control of the hegemon in building world power and taking over the largest
share of world accumulation and the highest military power. Therefore, the spread and reproduction
of all kinds of distant and systemic capitalist crises from the hegemonic core can be revealed
simultaneously with the change of world accumulation cores and the objective realization of the
consecutive hegemonic cycle in reducing the quantitative and qualitative intensity of capitalist
crises in the long term.
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
