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Introduction: A neighborhood is a social-spatial concept. neighborhood management
methods include the three dimensions of physical quality, social arrangement, and
governance manners. Concerning the third dimension, recent decades have witnessed a shift
from centralized towards decentralization processes and network society.

Data and Method: The present study had a fundamental goal and used an explorative-
explanatory approach. This study used a systematic and structured view to review the
theoretical literature on neighborhood management and related concepts. Using, the
MICMAC software, the study analyzed the extent to which factors affected and were
affected by each other. In the end, driving factors were extracted. For this, 61 factors in five
categories of network structure, network society policies, urban governance, governance
capacity, and social capital were identified, and provided to 15 experts in the form of a
61*61 matrix, using questionnaires, and via a purposive sampling method.

Results: Results indicated that 19 driving factors contributed to investigating the
neighborhood management of the urban governance of the city of Tabriz, out of which the
factor “revision of the laws and urban development plans” was more important, while the

factors “active adaptation to the environment”, “the non-exclusive right of special groups”,
“the content of laws enacted”, “the enjoyment of the open urban culture”, “focus on the
“solidarity between people to produce knowledge” took the next ranks.

Conclusion: The results were found to be used as a framework to investigate the
neighborhood management position in urban governance. In this connection, urban

development plans and rules, and their revision contributed to this.
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Introduction

The neighborhood is a socio-spatial concept different from merely demographic and physical dimensions.
The neighborhood management style includes the three dimensions of physical quality, social
arrangement, and governance style. In this regard, the first dimension means being identifiable and having
services. The second dimension means having social diversity including age, income, family type, race,
and ethnicity within the neighborhood. The third dimension means the possibility of representation and the
atmosphere of dialogue, and the collective will of the residents of the neighborhood in the neighborhood
management. In this study, the third dimension of the neighborhood is considered. This dimension of the
neighborhood is related to bottom-up urban planning and self-governing neighborhood. For this purpose,
urban policies require a shift of approach from government to governance. Our world has undergone the
process of structural transformation for more than two decades, so the interaction between the revolution
in information technology, the process of globalization, and the emergence of the network as the dominant
social organization have created a new social structure entitled "network society". In this regard, plans and
programs are implemented from top to bottom in many developing countries, including Iran, due to the
centralized government structure, so the urban "neighborhood” has been neglected despite the emphasis
on the neighborhood and its concept in the traditional system of Iranian cities. The metropolis of Tabriz is
not an exception to this rule and has a hierarchical management structure. Accordingly, the present study
seeks to address the concept of neighborhood and neighborhood management and explain its status in
urban governance with a case study of the Tabriz metropolis, and identify the key factors and contextual
needs and the processes required to realize neighborhood management in Tabriz metropolis.

Data and Method

The present study had a fundamental goal and used an explorative-explanatory approach. This study used
a systematic and structured view to review the theoretical literature on neighborhood management and
related concepts. Using, the MICMAC software, the study analyzed the extent to which factors affected
and were affected by each other. In the end, driving factors were extracted. For this, 61 factors in five
categories of network structure, network society policies, urban governance, governance capacity, and
social capital were identified, and provided to 15 experts in the form of a 61*61 matrix, using
guestionnaires, and via a purposive sampling method.

Results

The results revealed that 19 driving factors play a role in explaining the status of neighborhood
management in urban governance in the metropolis of Tabriz. The factor of "revision of rules, regulations,
and urban development plans" plays the most significant role, followed by the factors of active adaptation
to the new environment and conditions among the executives and city officials, non-exclusivity of certain
groups, the content of the posed rules, having an open urban culture, paying attention to the internal
connection, and solidarity between individuals and groups for the production of knowledge, respectively.
Thus, paying attention to the status of neighborhood management in line with urban governance requires
several contextual needs, including revision of rules and transition from comprehensive or traditional
planning to systemic planning, meaning that urban planning should pay attention beyond physical goals to
social needs, delegating power and highlighting the role of citizens in the process of decision-making,
management, and urban planning, the flexibility and adaptability of the executive body in the decision-
making process and urban policies, meaning that attention should be paid to the needs of the society
instead of applying a rigid program and plan. Paying attention to flexibility and adaptability increases the
efficiency of urban plans, which can improve urban livability for all citizens and realize
comprehensiveness in urban development plans. It is also necessary to pay attention to the diversity and
enjoyment of open urban culture in the process of urban planning and management. It means that open
culture should not be discriminated against, people should not be forced into a special position, and
different talents and human identities should be considered and validated in urban development plans.
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This issue can facilitate flexibility and the emergence of creativity in the process of urban planning and
management. Also, attention should be paid to the establishment of local institutions, delegating authority,
and providing financial and economic support to them in line with the non-exclusivity of certain groups.

It means that justice in the decision-making and urban policy-making process, especially justice in the
distribution of resources and facilities among all citizens be established with different needs to prevent the
dominance of the interests of certain groups in urban planning. Additionally, attention should be paid to
synergy and inter-organizational and extra-organizational solidarity, and the social solidarity between
citizens and residents of the neighborhood by creating an atmosphere of dialogue and interaction among
effective institutions in the process of urban planning and management to eliminate the gap between
institutions and achieve the integrated urban management. Moreover, it is possible to improve the sense of
belonging and participation among citizens by creating solidarity and internal connection between citizens
and residents of the neighborhood by creating urban public spaces, forming local institutions including the
neighborhood council, creating voluntary campaigns in urban neighborhoods and delegating authority to
them, and taking measures to assess the needs of citizens and holding public meetings between citizens
and neighborhood residents and informing, and raising awareness of citizens.

Conclusion

The results of this study can provide the necessary framework to explain the status of neighborhood
management in urban governance. In this regard, rules, regulations, and urban development plans and
their revision play a significant role. In other words, paying attention to the rules, regulations, and plans of
urban development in the urban management system and their modification, revision, updating, and
adaptation with pluralistic and human-centered approaches is one of the fundamental requirements for the
realization of neighborhood management. In this regard, paying attention to the network society, urban
governance, the capacity of governance, and the transition from the linear and divergent structure of urban
management can pave the way for the realization of this issue.
