According
to the studies, nature-based urbanism theories have been emphasizing
considering the green context and their environmental cycles in designing the
main structure of the cities. Also, some projects in the field of integrated
urbanism have considered the use of natural elements in public spaces network
as a provider of cohesion in the urban fabric. Therefore, it can be concluded that
using the approach of urban public space network in connecting the city and
nature can create an opportunity in the design process for considering natural
elements as part of the ossification of the city and not separated. According to

1. Introduction

The spatial relationship between nature
and built-up environment has changed
dramatically with the transformation of
human view after Renaissance and
Industrial Revolution, and the relationship
between cities and their natural context
that existed before has faded. Because of
increasing population in industrial cities
and the consequent increase in the size of
cities, the need for a new pattern of
dealing with nature was felt. In this regard,
movements started leading to the
introduction of various approaches such
as sustainable cities, biophilic design, eco-
cities, etc., each of which, at different
scales, proposed solutions to get out of the
environmental problems. Also in the late
20™ and early 21* century, to respond to
unbalanced and scattered development,
theories such as integrated urban
planning, cohesive urban planning,
concepts of public space network and
urban fabric coherence were proposed to

change the view of natural systems in
cities. These approaches all talked about
connecting the city and nature. Hence, the
purpose of this article is to determine the
mission of designing public spaces in
respect of natural elements, find an
approach to use the nature in forming the
structure of urban spaces in a city, and use
the network approach as a tool to maintain
environmental sustainability.

2. Research Methodology
According to the purpose of this research,
the studies conducted on the two issues of
nature-based urban planning and
integrated wurban planning in their
historical context were reviewed. After
that, the indicators of the desired spatial
structure of the city in line with its
connection to nature was extracted using
the content analysis method (Figure 1).

3. Research Findings

Various nature-based movements have
undergone an evolutionary process in
search of a solution to the problems of
separation of city and nature. At the
beginning, these movements only
considered the aesthetic aspect of nature
in their suggested spatial structure for city
and the focus of their proposed model was
generally on the physical, accessible and
functional areas. Different dimensions
such as function entered to this field one
by one. In the second half of the 20%
century, however, these theories focused
more on sustainable design areas such as
pedestrian transportation systems, the
need to consider and preserve natural
systems, and environmental cycles in their

design process. Furthermore, network
approach theorists have introduced the
coherence between urban green spaces
and other urban civic spaces as a basis for
environmental sustainability. It seems that
considering biological cycles, bed and
natural elements can create an
opportunity in the design process to
consider these elements as part of the
ossification of the city and not a separate
part of it and provide the preconditions for
environmental sustainability. According to
the findings, an urban public space
network can be effective in linking city and
nature through connectivity, continuity,
diversity, accessibility, natural space
adequacy, natural space quality, safety,
human scale, identity, mix use and
walkability qualities.
