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Abstract

Introduction: Family murders are one of the social harms that
claim many victims all over the world every year. In recent years,
society has raised murder due to honor issues as a social issue. Many
scientific fields have addressed it. They consider the nature of this
act of social construction of family murders. They try to question the
nature of this type of murder with a critical view. It prompts us to
think more. It presents different psychological of the people involved
in this issue.

Materials and Methods: The current research is qualitative and a
case study. The research tool is a semi-structured interview. We used
the ground theory technique to analyze the findings. A married
female victim with one child is the subject of the case study. She was
killed by her husband.

Findings: In this section, we analyzed the interviews during the
qualitative analysis. We implemented open, central, and selective
coding stages. We identified 11 major categories: early and intra-
group marriage, high dependence on paternal family, physical and
psychological illness, low education, weak religious beliefs, weak
marital relations, pressure of the woman's role as a victim, changing
needs, expression of unpleasantness from the way of life, life skills,
and couple's intimacy. Finally, we combined the mentioned
categories into a nuclear category. We drew and discussed
"Rethinking authorized violence."

Conclusion: culture, family norms, and several social factors have
emerged in the construction of family murder. Therefore, to
reconsider family murders, which some traditional cultures consider
permissible, the rural community needs support and education. A
family with proper protocols will be effective in reducing family
murders. Therefore, implementing group training programs for
young couples in villages will improve the health of rural families.
Additionally, developing home businesses for rural women and men
during seasonal unemployment or drought periods will also help.

Introduction

Family murders are one of the social harms
that take many victims all over the world
every year (1). In recent years, murder due
to honor issues has been raised as a social
issue. Many scientific fields have addressed
it. They consider the nature of this act of
social construction of family murders. They
try to question the nature of this type of
murder with a critical view. It prompts us to
think more and present different
psychological and social understandings of
this phenomenon. In the ten-year review of
family murders that happened in Norway
and Denmark, the most motivated murders
were conflicts, family conflicts, financial
issues, relationships, and reported sexual
and jealousy issues (2). In Iran, research has
also shown that there are various factors for
family murder. Severe social control over
women, harsh structure, patriarchal culture,
and forced marriage are among the most
effective factors for committing honor
killings (3). Furthermore, husbands are
responsible for the majority of family
victims, 27% of them. They do this by killing
their wives (4). In most cases, family discord
has been one of the most effective factors in
family murders (3). In Pakistan, fathers,
brothers, husbands, and other close relatives
commit honor Kkillings. They have illicit
relationships. They marry daughters
without family consent (5), Some studies
have shown that cultural and social factors play
a big role in these murders. We need qualitative
research, especially on family murders in Iran.
The activists involved in this phenomenon
analyze the factors that affect the murder of the
gay family in a specific context. They consider
it as a meaningful social action with specific
mental motives.

Materials and Methods

The current research is based on a
qualitative method and a case study
technique, the research tool is a semi-
structured interview, and the grounded
theory (grand theory) technique has been
used to analyze the findings. Introduction of
the sample, The case study is a female victim
who is married and has one child. who was
murdered by his wife, the victim fled to

another city with her boyfriend, the wife
along with her accomplices, who are all
relatives of the killer, after chasing them and
kidnapping them, killed both of them (wife
and boyfriend) near the village .

Findings

In this part, the interviews have been
analyzed. Generally during the qualitative
analysis, the researchers used open, central,
and selective coding stages. They identified
11 major categories: early and intra-group
marriage, high dependence on paternal
family, physical and mental illness, and low
education. Weak religious beliefs, weak
marital relations, and pressure to conform to
the role of female victim contributed to
changing needs and expression of
unhappiness. These factors led to the
emergence of a core category, "Rethinking
Permitted Violence,” which encompassed
life skills and intimacy of couples.

Discussion

Analyzing and inferring family murders is
more complicated than other types of
murders. This is because they are
intertwined with private issues and family
life. The background conditions of this
phenomenon are the characteristics of a
family with a social structure that is passing
from traditional to modern. The family has
preserved its traditional characteristics in
many dimensions, including: intra-group
and early marriage. This is a characteristic of
a collectivist society and usually serves to
strengthen Kkinship relationships. These
factors, along with other underlying factors
such as lack of cognitive complexity and
insufficient skill to manage life and take care
of children, have created the basis for the
phenomenon of family murder. Additionally,
physical and mental illness, role pressure,
high dependence on the paternal family, the
creation of new needs, weak religious
beliefs, and other factors contribute to this
phenomenon. Weak communication and
emotional intimacy, weak marital relations,
infidelity and extramarital relations
determine the phenomenon of family
murder. This has wounded the family's
chastity. Killing his wife and boyfriend is the
central act in this phenomenon. The title of a
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family murder has emerged. The
interactions and strategies used in this case
study are silence, lack of conversation,
humiliation, and failure to solve the problem
in the damaged family. The only remaining
strategy is divorce. This is due to the ugliness
of divorce and maintaining the unity of the
clan and kinship with the efforts of the
people around without finding a way. The
appropriate solution has been solved in a
completely traditional way. It seems like
preserving tradition in the living world of
this family was more important than the
family itself. As a result, the vulnerable
family ran away from home and had an
extra-family relationship. Interactions can
lead to violence. They can also lead to
kidnapping with family members' help, and
being an accessory to murder. This research
aligns with Sur's research in Turkey. It also
aligns with Abdul Hadi's work in Pakistani
society. Abdul concluded that family honor is
the most valuable ideology of the patriarchal
society. This belief drives honor killings (14
and 15) in the Middle East, according to
Zamut's research. He agreed with his
findings. He also mentioned factors such as
low education, stigma removal, and lack of
family support in Illyrian societies. Honor
killings in Canada are often linked to real or
perceived family honor violations. This
shows gender's vital role in these crimes. In
other words, we can infer a cultural delay in
family norms from (11, 13, 17-20). Recently,
researchers have assumed possible links
between the occurrence of honor killing of
women and various social factors from (10,
15, 16, and 21). These factors include
poverty, low social status, and rapid
modernization. In this study, the role of
cultural and social factors is very colorful
(22). The study provides promising evidence
that spiritual intelligence interventions
could be effective.

Conclusion

Culture, family norms, and many social
factors have emerged in the construction of
the act of family murder. Supporting
vulnerable families through education can
reduce family murders. Implementing group
training programs for young couples in
villages will improve the health of rural
families. Additionally, developing home

businesses for rural women and men in
seasonal unemployment or periods of
drought will also contribute to this
improvement.
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
