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Abstract
1. Introduction
Impressive and impressible are among the topics raised in the history

of literature and literary criticism, which researchers of literary history
and literary critics usually have writen on the history of literature and
literary criticism as: that poet is impressive and that poet is
impressible. While the formation of the literary text is beyond
influence and impressibility, and there are systemic and galactic
relationships between literary texts. In this sense, every text related to
previous texts and its period. The fact is that every text was made
from previous texts and its period, and there is no question of
impressive and unimpressive powers, because no text is an original
text, self-sufficient and unrelated to other texts, and every text is in the
continuity of texts and in dialogue with texts formed and presented.

A theory that proposes and codifies the reading, opening and
relationships of texts beyond the traditional discussion, influence and
effectiveness, is the theory of intertextuality, which was first proposed
in the 60s by "Julia Kristeva" (Mekarik,Y++%: 72). Critics and
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theorists read and critisized literary texts based on this theory and
helped to understand and formulate this theory as much as possible.
Although this theory is known in literature world and relatively in
Persian literature, in reading and criticizing Persian literary texts, the
approach of this theory has been used less and the discussion of its
impressive and unimpressive between poets and writers has mostly
been discussed.

In these years, Iranian and Afghan writers have discussed the
impressive and unimpressive powers of the poems of the Ikhwan Salis
and Wasif Bakhtari, and in literary circles, it is usually said that the
poems of Wasif Bakhtari are influenced by the poems of the Ekhwan
Sales. However, this issue has not been studied to what extent this
impact is. According to the theory of intertextuality, the discussion of
impressive and unimpressive is rejected, and what brings the text and
poetry of several poets and writers closer together is the common
intertextual relations. In this article, the common intertextuality of the
poems of Ekhwan Sales and Wasif Bakhtari has been discussed and
the common levels of the intertextuality of the poems of both poets
have been measured.

2. Methodology

The data of this research has been collected by document-library
method and the method of editing the content of the article is
comparative, according to Julia Kristeva's theory of intertextuality, the
levels of common intertextual relationships of both poets' poems have
been measured.

3. Discussion

The theory of intertextuality is not known in Afghanistan, because no
article or book has been written about it, and the poems of poets have
not been examined based on the theory of intertextuality. In Iran, this
theory is relatively well-known, and books and articles have been
written about the theory of intertextuality, including the book
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"Entrance on Intertextuality” (Y+))) by Bahman Namour. However,
the appropriateness of Ekhwan and Bakhtari poems has not been
investigated based on this theory of intertextuality.

People have spoken about the influence of Bakhtari poems from
Ekhwan poems, but they have not written an article about it. In an
online program (Y Y +) held by the Mawlana Foundation in London to
commemorate Wasif Bakhtari, people from Iran, Tajikistan,
Uzbekistan and Afghanistan spoke about Wasif Bakhtari and his
poems. Mr. Qazwah spoke about the influence of the Ekhwan poetry
language on the language of Bakhrai poetry. Nevertheless, Hadi
Sayedi Kiasri said that Ekhwan and Bakhtari have written poetry in a
cultural, literary and linguistic heaven, which is the language and
literature of Khorasan region, and this cultural, literary and linguistic
heaven has made the poetry of these two poets similar. Bakhtari has
his own poetic language, which cannot be said to be directly
influenced by the Ekhwan.

Khaleda Forough, in her book "Non- Stop Steps Dari Persian
Poetry" (2011) points out the similarities between Bakhtari's poetry
and the Ikhwan, but does not give an example of these similarities,
and citing the conversation that Mohammad Hussain Jafarian had with
Bakhtari, she rejects Bakhtari's influence from the Ikhwan. Shirzad
Tayifi writes in his article "Semiotics analysis of the poem ...and I
cried, by Wasif Bakhtari using Rifater's theory" (2021) that Bakhtari's
influence in Nimai's poem by Naderpour and Ekhwan is rejected.

First, in modern theories, especially in the theory of intertextuality,
the issue of affectivity is not discussed; the issue of intertextual
relations is discussed. In the discussion of intertextual relationships,
the truth is that no text is inappropriate or unrelated to other texts.
Second, like Mrs. Khaleda Forough or Mr. Tayfi, we cannot
emphatically state that Bakhtari influences in the Ghazal from Muairi
and in Nimai's poetry from Naderpour and Ekhwan are rejected.
Because such a ruling is unscientific.

According to the reception of criticism and literary theory, both
traditional and modern, the influence and appropriateness of one poet's
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poems with the poems of other poets cannot be completely ruled out
and rejected. Many opinions have been expressed about the
effectiveness and lack of effectiveness of Bakhtari from Ekhwan, but
this issue has not been addressed in a scientific and research article.
Therefore, in this article, away from the traditional discussion of
influence and effectiveness, the intertextual levels of the Ikhwan and
Bakhtari poems have been examined and the intertextual relationships
of the Ekhwan and Bakhtari poems have been determined.

4. Conclusion

According to Kiristeva's theory of intertextuality, the intertextual
relations between the Ekhwan and Bakhtari poems were presented on
the intertextual levels of common words, common images, common
myths, common epics and intertextuality of the Ekhwan's poems in
Bakhtari poems. On four occasions, the poems of both poets share a
common intertextual. In this sense, in the poems of both poets, the
presence of previous texts of Persian literature is bold and common,
Since the poetic activity of Ekhwan precedes that of Bakhtari,
interpretations and methods of imagery and literary combinations of
Ekhwan's poems are also present in Bakhtari's poems.

Old words play a central role in the imagery and literary
compositions of the poems of these two poets, and both of them have
used common imagery techniques, which is the rope technique for
literary ambiguity and simile.

In the poems of both poets, the presence of mythology, especially
Iranian mythology, is widespread, and both of them have named and
used the majority of mythological characters in their poems. The
history of these characters goes back to Avesta, Shahnameh and other
Iranian texts such as Bandashen, Orduvirafnameh, etc. If the genre of
the poems of Ekhwan and Bakhtari is determined, the genre of the
poems of both poets is epic, both in terms of content and deep
structure, as well as in language and structure. The interpretations and
vocabulary of Persian epic poetry are widely found in both poems.
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Most importantly, the poems of both poets have a common
mythological and epic archetype, which is the Iranian archetype of
good and evil, based on the symbols of Ahura Mazda and Ahriman,
light and darkness, heat and cold, day and night. In the poems of
Ekhwan, there is no news of the victory of good over evil, and the
conflict between good and evil has a comic and tragic ending, but in
Bakhtari poems, the archetypal conflict between good and evil is in a
fight, and the prediction and hope is that good will prevail over evil.
Beyond these common intertextual, lines and interpretations of the
Ekhwan's poems can be seen in Bakhtari's poems, which can be
mentioned from "Hichestan", "Khizran stick in the fist", "Marde of
Mardestan™ and...

The reason for so many intertextual similarities between the poems
of Ikhwan and Bakhtari can be seen in these cases: In terms of literary
and linguistic geography, in the linguistic, literary and cultural field of
Greater Iran, Ekhwan and Bakhti belong to the geography of
Khorasan. It is true that Ekhwan is from Iran and Bakhtari is from
Afghanistan, but in the not-so-distant past, the birthplace of Ekhwan
and Bakhtari was Khorasan. This area has still preserved its common
linguistic and literary characteristics, which are the literary and
linguistic characteristics of Khorasani.

Ekhwan's poetry has preserved its musical and aesthetic levels with
Persian classical poetry, especially Khorasani style and literature, this
has caused that Ekhwan's poetry is read more than Nima's poetry and
any other contemporary Iranian poet in Afghanistan, and it is the
attention of poets, especially Wasif Bakhtari who is one of the serious
contemporary poets of Afghanistan.

The presence of the characters and narratives of Iranian mythology
in the poems of the Ekhwan causes the emotional identification and
identity of the people who consider these characters and narratives of
Iranian mythology to belong to their past and remember their
collective unconscious and conscious memories in contemporary
poetry in the poems of the Ekhwan and Bakhtari.
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
