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Abstract

The purpose of this study was to finance sports clubs with a resilient economy approach in the face of sanctions.
This study was descriptive research which was performed in the field. The statistical population included all
experts and knowledgeable people in the field of economics in sports. The purposive sampling was used to
identify these experts. After sampling, 15 knowledgeable people and specialists in the field of economics in
sports were identified as a research sample. Data collection tools in the present study included semi-structured
interviews and a researcher-made questionnaire. The validity of this questionnaire was confirmed by examining
the opinions of experts and the reliability of the questionnaire was calculated through Cronbach's alpha (a =
0.88). In order to select the best financing method, TOPSIS method was used and to prioritize the identified
effective indicators, AHP method was applied. The whole process of analysis of research data was performed
using SuperDecisions and BT TopSis SoLver software. According to the results of TOPSIS method, it was
found that commercial activities outside sports with a coefficient of 0.9955 was the best supply method among
the financing methods of sports clubs in Iran. This shows that the use of sports facilities and the sports attractions
in non-sports environments can play an important role in financing sports clubs under sanctions.
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Extended Abstract

Background and Purpose

Economic issues are identified as one of the most important issues in today's societies that have been
highlightedby various researchers (Swart & Martin-Gonzélez, 2021, 155). Efforts to improve the
economic aspects have always been considered as a concern, especially in sanctions (Black Hibblen,
2019, 652; Zheng & Mason, 2018, 2). The existence of international sanctions has caused economic
damage. The economic problems created by the imposition of international sanctions have led to
efforts to compensate for these problems by various organizations and countries (Zaker Hossein,
2020, 12). This has led to a research gap in this area, which has left no evidence of improving the
financing of sports clubs with a resilient economy approach facing sanctions. Based on the goals of
the resistance economy, need to be innovative and creative as well as use existing capacities creates
conditions to reduce the effects of sanctions. The current atmosphere of sports in the country as well
as the existence of financial problems in this field has caused a lot of margins to be created in sports
clubs. On the other hand, the blocking of some financial resources related to the professional clubs
of the country as well as sports federations in international forums has caused that today the foreign
revenue generation of sports clubs, especially in the international dimension, is severely
overshadowed. The lack of reactive behaviors by the managers of sports clubs to deal with the
conditions of sanctions has caused the lack of coherent managerial activities. Therefore, the present
study aims to identify the methods of financing sports clubs with a resilient economy approach
facing sanctions. Hence, this study tries to address the question: What are the methods of financing
sports clubs with a resilient economy approach in the face of sanctions?

Materials and Methods

This study was a descriptive research which was performed in the field. The statistical population
included all experts and knowledgeable people in the field of economics in sports. The purposive
sampling was used to identify these experts. This sampling was performed until the theoretical
saturation was reached. Therefore, there were 15 knowledgeable and specialists in the field of sports
management and some non-sports fields who were fully acquainted with the subject of research. In
the qualitative part of the research, reliability (validity), transferability and verifiability were used
to check the validity. In order to select the best financing method, TOPSIS method was used and to
prioritize the identified effective indicators, AHP method was applied. The whole process of data
analysis was performed using SuperDecisions and BT TopSis SoLver software.

Results

The results showed that 66.7% of the samples were men and 33.3% were women. Additionally, the
descriptive results showed that doctoral students had the highest frequency with 0.40%. Besides, the
descriptive results indicated that people with more than 20 years of sports experience with 46.6%
had the highest frequency. In this study, after reviewing, 20 financing methods in sports clubs were
identified. These methods included personal resources, donors, supporters, debt relief, bank loans,
asset sales, government grants, business credit, sponsorships, non-sporting business activities,
player transfers, hosting sporting events, tourism, gifts, international aid, dedicated platforms, sports
venue outsourcing, brokerage revenue, fan cards, ticket sales and sports tours. Also, after conducting
studies, 3 indicators affecting the financing methods of sports clubs were identified. These indicators
include economic-political factors (international sanctions, monetary policy in the country,
protectionist laws, regulatory policies and groups of power); factors related to the financier (volume
of financing, financing time, financing outlook, supplier power, level of risk-taking and expected
return) and club factors (monetary policies in sports, sports credibility, sports attractions, economic
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structure in sports, a wide audience in sports, financial management in sports clubs and efficient
management of sports clubs).

Conclusion

The results of AHP method showed that international sanctions with a normal score of 0.147, sports
economic structure with a normal score of 0.117 and regulatory policies with a normal score of 0.096
are the most important indicators affecting financing methods on sports clubs in Iran.

Therefore, the non-standard economic environment in sports has led to the lack of favorable trends
in revenue generation in sports clubs today, and this is an important reason for the economic structure
of sports as an important indicator for the implementation of financing methods. Sports clubs should
be identified with a resilient economy approach. With this in mind, it is suggested that due to the
pathology of the economic structure of the country's sports, the conditions to solve the problems in
this field and an open economic space to create competitive environments in sports be provided.
