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Abstract
The present study aimed at designing a model for providing facilities granted by banks in the sports industry. The
present research was one of the qualitative researches that was carried out in the field. The grounded theory was
used in this study a qualitative method. The participants in the present study included experts who are
knowledgeable about the research topic. The participants were selected using purposive sampling method and with
the approach of selecting homogeneous sampling and at the same time observing the maximum diversity. The data
collection tool in this research was a semi-structured interview. Interviewes continued until theoretical saturation
was reached. Fifteen interviews were conducted in this regard. These people included experts who had full
knowledge of the topic of the current research. In other words, from a scientific and practical point of view, they
had valuable records in this area. The results of this research showed that 56 codes were extracted from the
interviews and these codes were categorized into 15 categories. These categories are in accordance with the
paradigmatic model of research in the 6 dimensions of the paradigmatic model in the form of causal factors (2
categories), the main category: the design of the model of facilities granted by banks in the sports industry (1
category), strategies (4 categories), background conditions (3 categories), intervening conditions (2 categories)
and consequences (3 categories). Paying attention to background factors and intervening factors and implementing
strategies can provide a serious basis for improving the facilities granted by banks in the sports industry. According
to the study’s results, it is suggested that by evaluating the way of providing banking facilities and creating various
facility packages according to banking regulations provides conditions to increase the facilities granted by banks
in the sports industry.

Background and Purpose

As a prosperous and profitable industry, the sports industry has an effective and active presence in
comprehensive economic exchanges. This industry is one of the largest and fastest growing industries
in the world, with several hundred billion dollars of the annual financial transactions. In some
countries, indeed, financial exchanges take place in the sports industry twice as much as in the
automobile industry and seven times as much as in the cinema industry (Yousfi, Taheri & Shojaei,
2007, 82). The sports industry operates in various dimensions of services and products related to
sports. The sports industry also operates in championship, general and professional fields and offers
its services and products to sports enthusiasts in all dimensions (Alizadeh & Shahroudi, 2015, 3).
Today, for sports development, there is a need to create financial support at the national and
international level to receive bank facilities (Jimenez, Mian, Pedro & Saorina, 2020, 163). Banking
facilities, as one of the important solutions of bank support, play an important role in the development
of organizations and companies. Bank facilities are the main outputs of banks, through which the
wandering liquidity of the society is injected into defined and targeted economic sources. This means
that a bank, by equipping resources (including capital and equity and all kinds of deposits or other
debts) uses them in line with predetermined goals (Akbari & Khandan Barani, 2017, 5). Nowadays,
in all countries over the world, banks cause the growth and promotion of various economic and
business aspects by providing their support (Zhang, Kim, Mastomartino, Keon & Nairot, 2018, 110).

Materials and Methods

The present study was one of the qualitative researches carried out in the field. The qualitative method
used in this research was of the grounded theory type. The participants included experts who are
knowledgeable about the research topic. They were selected using purposive sampling method and
with the approach of selecting homogeneous sampling and at the same time observing the maximum
diversity. Fifteen interviews were conducted until theoretical saturation was reached. In fact,
sampling was done until reaching theoretical saturation. For this purpose, theoretical saturation was
performed in sample number 14 and to ensure the formation of theoretical saturation; the interview
was also conducted on the 15th. These individuals included experts who had full knowledge of the
topic of the current study. In other words, from a scientific and practical point of view, the researcher
had valuable records in this regard. In order to ensure the homogenous sampling method, it was tried
to ensure that the selected samples were in the same direction from the perspective of work
experience, research history, and scientific knowledge in the field of research. Moreover, in the
sampling process, heterogeneous samples were also removed from the research process. These
samples had characteristics such as lack of respect for banking laws, lack of knowledge of types of
banking facilities in different industries, and lack of knowledge of banking processes in attracting
facilities.

Findings

The study’s categories are in accordance with the paradigmatic model of research in the 6 dimensions:
causal factors (2 categories), the main category: the design of the model of facilities granted by banks
in the sports industry (1 category), strategies (4 categories), background conditions (3 categories),
intervening conditions (2 categories) and consequences (3 categories). Paying attention to
background factors and intervening factors and implementing strategies can provide a serious basis
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for improving the facilities granted by banks in the sports industry. As the results show, it is suggested
that by evaluating the way of providing banking facilities and creating various facility packages
according to banking regulations, conditions be provided to increase the facilities granted by banks
in the sports industry.

Conclusion

Undoubtedly, the facilities granted by the banks to the sports industry can have positive consequences
in social, marketing and development dimensions. In general, it can provide conditions for better
services to the sports industry. Implementation of standard processes for granting banking facilities
in the sports industry can bring targeted financial flows to this industry and important activities that
seriously need financial resources can be fed from this perspective. Generally, the sports industry is
divided into two important subgroups: sports goods and sports services. A wide range of sporting
goods comprise toys, sportswear, sports shoes, recreational-sports boats and other goods. Sports
goods are one of the most important parts of the sports industry. Companies active in this industry
can generate currency in the country by producing their products and supplying them to the domestic
and foreign markets, in addition to earning profit. However, the country's sports industry has not been
able to create a suitable competitiveness due to limitations, including financial limitations, and
therefore more attention from the financial companies can provide the basis for development. On the
one hand, among the consequences of providing banking facilities in the sports industry are increasing
marketing power (creating a positive attitude towards banks due to their positive role in sports,
especially among young people, creating positive advertisements for banks and receiving the support
of sports fans from banks). It should be considered that the sports industry with a large number of
people of different ages and gender can improve the society's attitude towards the bank and increase
the bank's social capital.
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
