Introduction

It is a tragedy that will
examine the impact of each of these
economic components on the social issues
raised in Bushehr city. Questionnaire
questions are designed based on scoring five
criteria. The questionnaire used in the
present research, based on an experienced
method, has been formed to evaluate
different aspects, which shows the socio-
economic situation according to people's
capabilities and achievements. Data
analysis was conducted using SPSS

software, and hypothesis testing was
performed with the Smart-PLS structural
equation method.

Results and discussion

Based on the model fitted above, the
standardized regression coefficient of the
effect of the orientation of the economic
situation (problems) on social issues as a
dependent variable is equal to 0.880 and the
amount of this effect on the components
related to social issues, including social
support, social attitudes, social beliefs,
social responsibility, social health, social
mobility, social trust and social participation
equal to 0.849, 0.810, 0.735, 0.717, 0.762,
0.730, 0.754, 0.795, respectively. The
coefficient of determination (R"2) for the
influence of the social status variable on the
economic status (problems) variable and its
components is equal to 0.775. It means that
this variable is the component of the
economic situation, and its components are
expressed by the value of the coefficients of
determination expressed by the variables
affecting it, especially the independent
variable (components of the economic
situation). In the Smart-PLS software, the t-
statistic value is used to determine the
significance of a relationship and compare
the t-statistic value of a relationship with the
value of 1.96. The relationship is
considered significant if the t-statistic value
is greater than 1.96. The data collected to
measure hidden variables have the necessary
adequacy and fit. The results from
estimating the research model are reliable
and trustworthy. According to the above-
fitted model, the standardized regression
coefficient, and the significance level
obtained, it is clear that the effect of all
variables on the independent variable is
significant on the dependent variable as well
asthe mediating variables. The results
obtained from the studies of Rafiei et al.

the society. Since Bushehr has a large
population, the current research findings
can be generalized to other megacities of our
country. Thus, the results emphasize two
social and economic dimensions, which
greatly help improve the conditions and
quality of society. A society requires citizens
with fresh beliefs and spirits to progress and
achieve its ideals. When it is possible to
achieve the perfection of spirits and beliefs,
socially, all people should have cheerful
spirits and beliefs. With a cheerful and lively
society, important goals can be achieved in
various political, social, cultural, etc. fields,
and society's decision-makers can always
use it as an optimal opportunity.
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
