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Obituary: Mohammad Reza Riazi
(1949 - June 16, 2024)

Mohammad Reza Riazi was born in Kesheh, Targroud dis-
trict, Natanz city, Isfahan province on 1949. He received his
bachelor's and master's degrees in geography, and then in
the 1970s, he studied archeology in the master's degree at
Tehran University.

Riazi was employed by the Ministry of Culture and Art
during the Pahlavi period in 1974, and worked in the finan-
cial-administrative department of the Archaeological Cen-
ter. He was then transferred to the library of the National
Museum of Iran and was the head of this library for many years.

Riazi was a member of the research council of the National Museum of Iran. He
also taught Iranian and world art history at Tehran University.

Along with his wife, Dr. Arman Shishegar, Riazi conducted valuable research in
the fields of Iranian archaeology and art, and wrote and translated various articles
and books.

He wrote several books, including Illustrated Dictionary of Iranian Art Terms
(1996); Sasanian Patterns and Clothing and Textile Patterns (2003); World Art History
(2011), and Qajar Tiling (2013). Her last research, which was published in 2024, was the
book Iranian Designs and Patterns: From Prehistory to the End of the Sasanian Period.
He also translated the book Islamic Designs (1998) written by Eva Wilson into Persian.

Mohammad Reza Riazi passed away on June 16, 2024 in Toronto, Canada.
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
