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One of the fields of guidance of Imam Reza (as) is the explanation and
interpretation of the divine verses. Among the precious legacy of hadith
left by that infallible Imam (as), there is a hadith in the interpretation of
verse 125 of Surah An‘am. Shia scholars have placed this hadith among the
hadiths entitled “Akhbar man Balagh”, and other scholars have cited this
hadith in fundamental fields. This research is based on a descriptive-ana-
lytical method and using library sources in order to measure the correlation
of this hadith with the rule known as tolerance in the evidence of traditions.
For this purpose, first of all, the validity of the document of this hadith
has been analyzed. In the next step, the significance of this hadith on the
principled approach to the rule of tolerance in non-mandatory rulings has
been explained and criticized. Then, other scholars’ perception of this nar-
rative has been examined in a theological approach. The chosen approach
of the writing is that the above-mentioned hadith is the expression of Al-
lah’s special guidance to the servants who have accepted the formative and
legislative guidance. In this case, divine guidance makes them successful
in understanding and accepting the teachings of religion and expands their
intellectual horizon and practical sphere. In other words, the verbal inter-
pretation of some of this hadith is only one of the examples of creating
peace of mind when doubting whether the authentic hadith is true.

Razavi Hadith, Mental Capacity, Tolerance in the Evidence of Sunan, Seren-
dipity Guidance.
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Introduction

One of the most frequent rules in jurisprudence, which originates from the sci-
ence of principles, is called the rule of tolerance in Sunan evidence. The most
important reason for this rule is based on a collection of news called “Akhbar
Man Belgh”. One of the news that the scholars of Imamiyyah seek to benefit from
when arguing to prove the mentioned rule is a news that the late Sadouq narrated
in his documents as follows: Hamdan bin Suleiman says: I asked Hazrat Reza
(a.s.), the meaning of this What is the meaning of the verse “Whoever God wants
to guide, He makes him satisfied and pleased to Islam, ready to accept Islam, and
whoever He doesn’t want to be saved from going astray, He narrows his chest
very much?” He said: Whoever God wants, because of May the faith he had in
this world guide him to the paradise of the hereafter, it prepares and satisfies him
for surrendering to God and trusting him, as well as peace and tranquility from
the rewards promised by God, so that he finds peace of mind. And whoever He
wants, because of disbelief and disobedience in this world, deprives him of the
Paradise of the Hereafter, He makes him miss and discourage him so that in the
state of disbelief, he becomes doubtful and anxious in his heart’s belief. as if he
wants to rise in the sky. God puts such abomination and impurity on those who
do not believe.” The main purpose of this essay is to find the validity of the doc-
ument and examine the content of this hadith.

Commentators have talked about the concept of Sharh al-Sadr in the Holy Qur’an
and various interpretation traditions. Various articles have also paid attention to
this concept. Various studies have been done about the rule of tolerance in Sunan
evidence.

To explain the discussed hadith and its relationship with the rule of tolerance, the
meaning of the rule and the main concepts of the hadith must be explained. This
research deals with the semantic analysis of the hadith and explaining its connec-
tion with the principle of tolerance.

The rule of tolerance in Sunan evidence is known as a rule of interest to jurists
and hadith scholars, according to which it is permissible to use weak reports
of chain of transmission for non-obligatory acts. This rule is justified based on
the news of my speech, consensus, guidance of intellect and famous practice.
This rule has been examined in jurisprudential and principled proofs and different
chapters with different titles have been opened for it.

Akhbar Man Balgh, on the basis of which this rule is justified, is the subject of
discussion and disagreement among the believers of this rule. Some consider this
news to be limited only to rewarding actions, while others see the scope of this
rule as wider. Some scholars consider this rule to be fundamental, while others
consider it a theological aspect.

Regarding the concept of Sharh al-Sadr, this term is interpreted to mean preparing
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the heart to accept the truth and not to oppose it. This concept has been interpret-
ed in the Qur’an as an allusion to the readiness to accept faith and pay attention
to Islamic teachings. In addition, there is also the concept of narrow chest, which
refers to narrow-mindedness and non-acceptance of rights.

These important concepts and rules are very important in Islamic jurisprudence
and interpretation, and their careful examination can help in a deeper understand-
ing of Islamic principles and rulings.

Methods

The present research is based on analytical-descriptive method and with the help
of library sources, in order to measure the correlation of this hadith with the rule
of tolerance in the Sunan evidences.

Discussion and conclusion

Examining the text of Imam Reza’s (pbuh) commentary on verse 125 of Surah
An’am from the book Ayoun Akhbar al-Reza (pbuh) written by Sheikh Sadouq,
one of the elders of the Imamiyyah, shows that this document is of a complete
type and without any inflection. The narration of Imam Reza (AS) has been re-
ported by three narrators. Of these three narrators, Hamdan bin Sulaiman has
been explicitly authenticated, and trusting two other narrators, Abdul Wahid bin
Muhammad bin Abdus and Ali bin Muhammad bin Qutaiba Neishaburi, points
to their authentication based on the compilation of evidence and the criteria of
hadith validation.

Considering the authenticity of the narrators and trust in them, we can conclude
that the source of this hadith is connected and correct in terms of the reliability of
a document and an informant, so it is valid and reliable.

There are different views on the meaning of hadith. Some muhaddith scholars
have evaluated this hadith as a guide to create a calm heart when in doubt, while
others consider it as a measure to be aware of benefiting from divine guidance.
Also, some others have used this hadith with the approach of knowledge of prin-
ciples to prove the rule of tolerance in the evidence of the Sunan, and it has been
used as an expression of creating confidence in benefiting from the rewards con-
tained in unreliable news.

Some people have used this hadith to dispel doubts from the obligee when he
doubts whether authentic news is in accordance with reality, and they believe that
this hadith is the obligee’s benefit from God’s special forgiveness to strengthen
his belief in the meaning of authentic news that there is doubt in their conformity
with reality. There is.

Based on the findings of the research, this hadith cannot be used in a principled ap-
proach; Because the rational rule of non-obligation to non-authentic news prevents
action on the content of weak news, which is only a specific result for action.
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Falsification of Ithhab as a secondary is also problematic; Because from the
phrase “Kaan Laho Ajroho”, in the news of Man Balgh, it is clear that the central
issue is the same external action, not the action bound to another principle, such
as the maturity of the reward. Sheikh Baha’i’s argument regarding the increase
of a person’s ability to perform rewarding actions will be based on the fact that
knowing the result of doing a specific action has been obtained in a reliable way;
Not that invalid methods cause such motivation.

In the theological approach, some believe that the news of Man Balgh, in the po-
sition of expressing the cancellation of the conditions required for the authentici-
ty of a single news, are not mandatory in rulings; Rather, they are the only guide
to benefiting from God’s grace for any action that has been obtained through au-
thentic news. In this view, Man Balgh news will play a role in removing anxiety
and increasing believers’ faith in God’s grace, in practice, like all other reliable
news.

In the end, in order to understand the meaning of verse 125 of Surah An’am and
Razavi’s interpretive narration below it, he explained the concept of guidance in
the semantic network of the Holy Quran and concepts such as formative guid-
ance, natural guidance, intellectual guidance, legislative guidance, extra-ordinary
guidance, radiant guidance and guidance to Sui has mentioned the rewards. These
concepts show that afazi leadership will include people who have stepped on the
path of leadership and have tried.

According to this research, the hadith in question is an expression of special di-
vine guidance in various fields and levels of religiosity. One of its examples is
having peace of mind regarding doing actions that, despite obtaining trust or sus-
picion through valid means, there is doubt about their conformity with reality.
Based on this, the chosen approach is an extension of the aforementioned concept
in the verbal approach. Therefore, this research has come to the conclusion that
the discussed hadith is in the position of expressing special divine guidance in
various fields and levels of religiosity, and this hadith can be used to strengthen
beliefs and perform religious actions.
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
