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The foundations of cognitive semantics are based on conventional concep-
tual construction. Semantic constructions, like other semantic fields, reflect
abstract concepts that a person has shaped based on his experiences. One
of the semantic approaches is visual pictorial design. In this way, human
experiences from the surrounding world create conceptual constructions in
his mind that can be transferred on the level of language; therefore, tangible
and embodied experiences within the conceptual system lead to the produc-
tion of image schemas. The present article aims to examine some conceptu-
al processes and constructions in cognitive semantics in the form of visual
schemas, and for this purpose, the author has chosen 40 pieces of Razavi
children’s poems to show that in Iranian religious children’s literature, how
conceptual constructions help to understand abstract fields in children’s po-
etry. The findings of the research show that among the 40 children’s songs of
Razavi, the majority of visual design are of movement type, and the reason
for that can also be found in the theme of the poems; because concepts such
as pilgrimage and attaining spiritual status require movement and activity. In
addition, volume design also has a significant presence in children’s religious
poems; the presence of this scheme is in line with the expression of achieving
abstract concepts such as kindness, peace and liberation in the place of the
Holy Shrine of the Imams (as). After the motion and volume plot, the visual
plot of power occupies the third place in Razavi’s children’s poems. This is
also due to the educational approach of Imams (as) who have tried to remove
the obstacles to a desirable and ideal world.
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Introduction

Cognitive semantics is a topic of cognitive linguistics that holds that the study
of meaning is inextricably linked to cognition. It was first introduced by George
Lakoff. He believes that knowledge is inextricably linked to thinking and recog-
nition. He considers language action to be part of human cognitive powers, which
include the ability to learn, reason, and analyze. Consequently, one may argue
that this statement encapsulates Lakoff’s and his collaborative thinkers’ beliefs.
Imaging conceptual structures can be justified in the field of cognitive symmetry
and is considered the substrate of conceptual demonstration theory because, in
this way, the connection between the physical experiences of humans and more
complex fields of cognition, such as language, is possible. George Lakoff and
Mark Johnson first used the term image design. They believe that “man’s trans-
gression from the outer universe creates structures in his mind that are transmissi-
ble to the level of language, which concrete and imagined experiences within the
conceptual system lead to the production of adopted planets” (Like and Johnson,
1395: 9). In fact, these conceptual structures are the same waves.

Conceptual building is the foundation of conceptual knowledge. Similar to other
domains of meaning, significant structures also represent the various conceptions
that man has developed based on his personal experiences. The imaging plan is
one of the useful strategies. Thus, both real and imagined experiences inside the
conceptual system result in the formation of visual waves. This is how human
experiences of the outside world form conceptual structures in his mind that are
transmissible to the level of language. The author has chosen 40 sections of Ra-
zavi’s children’s songs to demonstrate how conceptual constructions in Iranian
religious childhood literature aid in understanding the processes and conceptual
structures of cognitive significance in the form of graphic drafts. The author is
prepared to examine some processes and conceptual structures in cognitive sig-
nificance.

The study’s conclusions demonstrate that, of the 40 Razavi’s childhood poems,
the primary pattern of the visual waves is one of motion. This pattern is also
consistent with the topic of the heads, as ideas like vision and spiritual status ne-
cessitate motion. Because of this, the worship of the wicked is mentioned in the
Qur’an, the Scriptures, the Holy Spirit, and the revelation of the righteous wrath.
In the children’s consciousness charts, the power wave image is also devoted to
the third position, following the motion wave and judgments. This is also a result
of people’s educational and instructional philosophies.

Method of investigation

Cognitive sciences are branches of linguistics and, given the cognitive and men-
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tal development of humans in their surroundings, the examination of a portion
of children’s and adolescent literature from the point of view of visual waves
can define the role of children and adolescents’ literature in the recognition of
human mental problems and concepts. Therefore, the research presents a descrip-
tive-analysis approach to illustrate the graphic designs in the works of religious
children who have been selected by the poets of the index of children’s and ad-
olescent literature to examine the concepts of triviality in these works. For this
purpose, the 40 Influence of the Organization Razavi’s Children, which was pub-
lished in the 1990s, has been selected as the statistical population for the research.

Discussion and conclusion

For children’s inner minds to comprehend the religious teachings, it seems that
many of the discordant and singular difficulties in religious childhood chapters
have been conceptualized and envisaged with visual notions that correspond to
the mind and age range of children. Three different visual wave schemes are in-
dicative and conspicuous in Razavi’s children’s songs; these wave schemes are
generally in line with the idea of a religious childhood message.

According to Johnson’s theory, the image wave design is related to the type of hu-
man physical life. The man who walks stands on two feet, and removes obstacles
from his path; that is, he perceives the world through his body. These barriers,
movements, nutrition, and other human physical activities project patterns in the
human mind that the human being communicates, thinks, and speaks with the
world around him through these models. These patterns are the same visual wave
schemes that demonstrate that the human mind thinks through the same colonial
pattern. One of the most important types of imaging wave designs can be called
the arithmetic, motion, and power wave schemes.

Different texts can be examined and analyzed from the view of the wave image.
Children’s literature is one of the fields in which the cognitive methodology can
explain some of its conceptual structures; because childhood is of great impor-
tance for the knowledge of the surrounding world and the understanding of ob-
jectives, and the literary and artistic works of this period are also justified by the
values of content and concepts. Therefore, the research is about examining the
graphic wave patterns in childhood religious communications and, in addition to
the analysis of concepts, to show the wave structure.

In this study, childhood religious concepts from a cognitive perspective were
examined in the context of imaging concepts and it was determined that these
concepts are in a way that depict teachings, religious, educational, and moral with
the use of emotional and material concepts. Charity, courage, freedom, tranquil-
ity, happiness, and freedom from sorrow pilgrimage of the holy shrine of imams
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are rewarding subjects that are made with the help of visual drawings for children
and statues. This approach explains that the language of Razavi’s children’s songs
is conscious and imperial, and the graphic designs are considered the substrate of
this imperial language (conceptual power not literary and verbal representation).
The graphic designs in the three forms of motion, power, and logic in the con-
cepts of Razavi’s childhood songs have wide application, and in some cases also
in these chapters the combination of several schemes has been used to express a
concept and its purpose is to highlight positive educational and religious teach-
ings that the aggregation of these teachings in each person is produced to a com-
plete and accomplished human being and presents a comprehensive model or
hero to the audience of their child. of course, it should not be missed the promi-
nent presence of the schema, the goal of its numerous applications is to persuade
the child to move, movement, activity in the direction of going on a pilgrimage
and following the example of the Imam (peace be upon him) who is in front of
him. Furthermore, it should be recalled that motion and dynamics are considered
to be a general and extensive experience in which the subjects of the mental and
intangible spheres are often shaped based on their understanding; in other words,
in their daily lives, a person is dreamed of numerous examples of movement and
transitional phenomena” (Golfam and colleagues, 1392: 104).

Two categories have been designated for the containers in the volume scheme,
the location of the shrine of the Ahle-bayt included abstract concepts of happi-
ness, faith, peace, and relief from sadness and the heart of the faithful was also a
container for concepts was embedded such as grief and imam’s sadness. Powerful
imaging calls children away from all forms of violence, to resist and to persevere
in harassment. Their life, and their standing against iniquity and their witness in
this way, is an expression of the plan of a powerful image in the children’s songs
of religion that makes sense and tangible is a ritual of the abstract notions of free-
dom, justice, and conflict for the children audiences.
