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abstract

In recent years, India has tried to introduce itself as a world power and
therefore has made various efforts to accept its position under this title
to other actors. From the perspective of the theory of regional security
complex, whenever a regional power projects its power to another security
complex, it is actually trying to act as a great power. India, as a country that
is part of the security complex of South Asia, has tried to project its power
to the security complex of the Persian Gulf and therefore applies its own
strategy in communicating with the countries of this region. According to
the theory of regional security complex, In this situation and by merging
two security sets, a super set is created. The main question of this research
was, what effect will India>s presence in the Persian Gulf have on the
regional security complex of the Persian Gulf? Based on this question, the
research hypothesis states that Indiars presence in the Persian Gulf leads to
the creation of a super-complex due to the integration of the two security
complexes of the Persian Gulf and South Asia. This research, using the
content analysis method, examined the documents and statements contained
in the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of India and analyzed them based on
the theory of the regional security complex. The findings of the research
showed that Indiays presence in the security complex of the Persian Gulf'is
a result of the change in the paradigm of India)s foreign policy during the
Modi era and has led to the creation of a super-complex.
