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Abstract: The main goal of this paper is
to explain various approaches to
entrepreneurship interdisciplinary
approach in order to come up with a
model for entrepreneurship education.

Interdisciplinary approach can be further
divided Into supra-disciplinary (science
and art), interdisciplinary {(sociology,
psychology, management, economics and
marketing), and intra-disciplinary
(knowledge and function) each covering a
key aspect of entrepreneurship education.
There is a  methodology  for
entrepreneurship education which tries to
convey the  true  concept  of
entrepreneurship in all three levels to
students, and its usefulness has been
ﬁroven by, at least, two case studies which
ave been explained in this paper.
