1- Introduction

The purpose of this study is to analyze the
relationship between media consumption and
identity changes. In other words, it tries to study the
interaction of identity dimensions on each other and
their relationship with the amount of media
consumption. It is assumed that according to the
various dimensions of the ethnic identity of the
people of Oramanat region, the discovery of identity
resources and relations can be a prerequisite and a
prerequisite for the development of programs and
policies that will ultimately lead to personal
development, self-confidence, empathy, solidarity,
Commitment and responsibility and safeguarding
the historical heritage of the region and society
helped. The aim is to measure the hierarchy of
identity dimensions and the relationship between
Iranian, ethnic, religious and global dimensions of
identity among the people of Oramanat region. The
question is, what is the relationship between the
cultural consumption of domestic television and
satellite programs with the formation of different
dimensions of identity of the people of Oramanat
region of Kermanshah province. In summary, how
the multiple identities that people carry in the
current globalized society are changed due to the
consumption of media products, and the divergences
and convergences between these multiple identities.

amount of use of Kurdish language satellites and a
positive relationship with national television, and
these two variables together explain about 7% of the
changes in religious identity. Finally, modern
identity has an inverse relationship with national
television consumption and a positive and
significant relationship with satellite, and these two
variables predict about 5% of modern identity
changes. Based on Tachfel's opinions and his
categorization theory, the extent to which
respondents internalize an identity and its meanings
and look at them from an in-group and out-group
perspective affects people's relationships and
interactions. For example, the people of the studied
society express meanings related to ethnicity every
day and every moment, including language and
speaking, wearing lips, participating in special
ethnic ceremonies, and other ethnic characteristics.
While his national identity may only be highlighted
in certain cases and he is forced to confirm it. or
religious identity, depending on the conditions and
location and the group in which people are located,
they may be forced to confirm it during the day.
Therefore, depending on the distance and proximity
of the center of an identity and the meanings floating
around that identity, people have different identities.

Another result of this research is that in the
hierarchy of identity, the ethnic identity of the
respondents was the highest with an average of 4 and
the modern identity was the lowest with an average
of 3.88. In terms of identity preference, the
respondents first of all considered themselves to be
Muslim, then Kurdish and then Iranian. In terms of
media consumption, the amount of use of official
media such as television and provincial network by
the respondents was very low and they heavily use
virtual space and new social networks. The results
of the correlation matrix between the amount of
media use and the studied identities show that this
hypothesis is confirmed that there is a direct and
significant relationship between the amount of
watching satellite and Kurdish language satellite
channels with ethnic identity. . In fact, the content of
the satellite programs and especially the Kurdish
language programs strengthen the ethnic identity of
the respondents of this study. But the next
hypothesis that there is a relationship between the
use of other media and ethnic identity is not
confirmed. In the following, the hypothesis of the
existence of a relationship between national identity
and the amount of watching national television and
provincial network and the age of the respondents is
confirmed, but it is not confirmed with other media.
Also, the hypothesis of the existence of a direct
relationship between religious identity and the
amount of watching national television and
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provincial network is confirmed, but with Kurdish
language satellites, this relationship is negative.
Also, there is no significant relationship between
religious identity and other media. And finally, the
hypothesis of the relationship between modern
identity with satellite, internet and social networks
and Kurdish-language satellites is confirmed
directly and with national television and provincial
network in reverse.
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
