Hegel insists on the justification of
the concept of evil through the
dialectical method. Dialectic is a
no method, method, the negation
of any previous rules and
principles that keep us away from
accessing reality and pure truth;
Dialectic is a dynamic stage that is
constantly changing and renewing
itself. Dialectic in the Hegelian
system is the resolution of
contradictions. Hegel uses the
term Authebung as a keyword to
understand the dialectic method,
without which the understanding
of dialectics is not possible.
