With this description,it is obvious that the discourse of criminal law
and criminology in a traditional way have avoided paying attention to
state crimes,but the non-appearance of these crimes in the list of criminal
laws and criminology does not indicate its absence as a phenomenon.

Despite the fact that States are the main cause of injury and structural
Harm to people and the environment, but they are less known as a
criminal actor because in every country, the legislator determines the
conditions, characteristics and effects of crimes. specifies, therefore, the
definition of crime is based on the tastes of the people who define it, and
what is defined as crime in the law is based on the nature of ontology
and the product of the selective processes of States, generally for the
purpose of maintaining and reproducing State power. This
definition of criminology and criminal law has less attention to crimes
related to political and economic power, i.e. the policies and decisions of
the ruling minority.

According to this statement, the criminal behavior of governments is
either generally not criminalized, or if they are criminalized in the form
of The narrow concept of crime (Crime area) is selectively recognized.

The authors believe that States crimes have two faces, an open face
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(Such as genocide, etc.) and a hidden face (Such as wrong States policies
that lead to poverty and inequality, etc.), or in other words, some The
criminal behaviors of the States can be seen in the form of objective
phenomena (War Crimes, etc.), but some behaviors of the States do not
appear in the field of objective phenomena (Legally Constructed), but
because of that, they impose severe pain and su ffering on the people. such
as the lack of educational, health or gender-racial justice, etc.) which are
never mentioned in the list of laws and the only way to represent these
invisible activisms is to adopt a phenomenological method which is
expressed in this method, although some States' behaviors They are not
criminalized, but this lack of legal recognition does not mean the non-
existence of these crimes/Harms, and such crimes that are not mentioned
in the laws, at the same time (Exist) and we can use this method in the
field of mental phenomenon and with an approach Let's represent their
idealism.

Considering that in schools and theories of criminology, the criminal
and harmful behaviors of the State cannot be identified as an "Objective
phenomenon”, how and in the light of what approach will these behaviors
be identified?

The answer to this question is largely based on the nature of the
crime, if we understand the nature of the crime based on its structural
elements and based on the considerations and interests of the upper class
(State), from this point of view, some crimes, including State crimes,
are considered to have no description. they will be unrecognizable and
the myth of impunity of States will continue, but if we analyze State
crimes in a phenomenological method based on philosophical and moral
principles, State crimes in these schools and theories of criminology
The perspective of "Descriptiveness” will be recognizable, and in this
way, the veil will be removed from the appearance of thousands of State
crimes.

Therefore, the relevant hypothesis is that in understanding the
phenomenon of State crime, even though the criminal activities of State
in criminology and its theories have progressed and They do not have an
objective phenomenon, but such behaviors can be identified directly and
in the form of "Mental phenomenon” by applying the phenomenological
method of State crimes.
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
