Background and Objective: The purpose of this study is to investigate the extent to

which the concepts of leadership and responsibility are reflected in primary school
textbooks.

Research methodology: This study make use of a descriptive and content analysis
type using "Shannon Entropy”. The population includes all the books of the
elementary school, the statistical sample of this research includes the books we read
in the six grades of the elementary school in the year 2008-2019. The research tool
was checklist and questionnaire. The unit of content analysis in this research is all
the text of books, activities, pictures and questions directly or indirectly (their
meaning) about each of the components of leadership and responsibility; is stated
Then, the books to be read in the elementary school were studied deeply and
purposefully, and the sentences containing the components and sub-components or
having a concept similar to them were recorded. After collecting statistical samples,
they were summarized, coded and categorized and finally processed. In this process,
abundance distribution tables for each set of books and content units were counted
and analyzed with Shannon's entropy method.

Findings: The results showed that in the read books, after interpreting the data based
on the obtained importance coefficient; In the content of the textbooks, let's read the
moral-cultural dimension with the importance coefficient (0.206) in the first place,
social-political and environmental dimensions (0.201) in the second place and the
legal dimension with the importance coefficient (0.195). ) has assigned the lowest
priority among other dimensions of responsibility.

Conclusion: It can be concluded that the coefficient of importance of the dimensions
of leadership and responsibility in textbooks are not the same.

Introduction:
In the educational system of Iran, the textbook and its content are a suitable medium and a useful tool for

providing knowledge of leadership and management concepts, changing beliefs and attitudes, teaching skills,
creating commitment and civil spirit in students and making them responsible. One of the preoccupations of
most education and training systems in many countries of the world is the training of tomorrow's responsive and
responsible managers. The studies and researches conducted in many developed and developing countries show
that the education authorities in these countries are determined to train efficient and suitable managers by
developing diverse educational programs. They put their actions and activities first. Therefore, due to the
importance of this issue, the amount of attention paid to the dimensions and components of leadership and
responsibility in elementary school books was studied and investigated."Bernard Burleson, who is one of the
founders of the method of content analysis in an objective and quantitative way, defines and describes this
method or technique as follows: "A technique of research in which the obvious content of communication is
described objectively, regularly and quantitatively for the purpose of inference . In this way, the efforts made in
the way of scientific analysis of the content of communication lead to the development and expansion of a
technique whose main indicators are: objectivity, order, quantity and attention to the obvious content" Also, the
method of content analysis is one of the methods that has been expanding rapidly in the last few decades
(Holsti,2021, Krippendorff,1998). Leadership and responsibility is one of the important cultural and social goals
of education, which is also emphasized in the teachings of Islam. The important goal of education for the
education of future generations is to institutionalize the leadership and responsibility of people so that they can
fulfill different responsibilities in their lives in the dimensions of society, family and themselves
(Yagoubi,2011). (Sobhaninejad,2011) also mentions the types of responsibility as social, political, civil,
cultural, religious, and environmental, and mentions its dimensions as cognitive, emotional, and functional.
Also, the components of servant leadership include: service, humility, and humility. , trustworthiness, altruism,
interaction, balance, work and life, foresight and moralism. In reviewing the background of the research, various
topics were related to the topic of leadership, but none of them were seen to directly analyze the content of the
components of responsibility and leadership, so this issue as a research concern shows the importance and
necessity of the above research, so the main research question This is: What are the structures of leadership and
accountability in textbooks? Therefore, in this direction Farahani, (2021) conducted a research entitled and
indicated that the content of the first year Persian textbooks, the highest coefficient of importance was dedicated
to the variable of respect for the feelings of others (0.206) and the variable of moving responsibility and
leadership from the family level to the community level (0.205), and the lowest coefficient of importance was
dedicated to the variable of paying attention to wishes and opinions, surrounding people and lowering the level
of self-centeredness (0.185). Isakhani, et al (2020)_indicated that the hidden curriculum significantly related to
and the sense of belonging to the school and the level of responsibility of the students.

Methodology:

The research method is of a qualitative type (content analysis and determination of the importance of each of the
assumptions of the curriculum), the main stage of content analysis is the processing of message data, and the
obtained information was analyzed by encoding the message and categorizing it. In this research, it is tried to
process the results with a new method. This method is called Shannon Entropy, which processes data with a new
perspective in content analysis. The statistical population for content analysis is all elementary course textbooks.
In the review of the current situation, all the pages of the elementary school in the academic year 1400-1999
have been analyzed. In total, the number of pages of books to read in all six grades was 798 pages. Samples
were the books to read in the sixth grade of elementary school in 2009-2019. The unit of content analysis in this
research is all the text of books, activities, pictures and questions directly or indirectly (their meaning) about
each of the components of responsibility and leadership; is stated Then, all the elementary school books were
studied deeply and purposefully, and the sentences containing the components and sub-components or having a
concept similar to them were recorded. After collecting the statistical samples, they were summarized, coded
and categorized and finally processed.In this process, abundance distribution tables for each set book and
content units have been counted and analyzed by Shannon's entropy method. The validity was such that the
contents of the checklist reached the opinion of the professors according to the basic competencies, and its
validity was confirmed after the corrective comments were applied. To estimate the reliability, the present books
have been read five times and analyzed after complete mastery of the text. After that, with an interval of twenty
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days, the books were analyzed again and the correlation coefficient was determined to be 72%. To analyze and
determine the frequency of each component, both in general and in detail (according to the operational
definition), the number of repetitions of each component was recorded and measured. And it was judged about

the amount of addressing each of the leadership and responsibility components in the elementary school books.

The results of Table 1 show; In the content of the textbooks, let's read the moral-cultural dimension with the
importance coefficient (0.206) in the first place, social-political and environmental dimensions (0.201) in the
second place and the legal dimension with the importance coefficient (0.195). ) has assigned the lowest priority
among other dimensions of responsibility.

Discussion and conclusion

Based on the analysis obtained from the content of Bakhanim books for six grades of elementary school, the
total number of phrases, themes, images, activities and questions recorded and counted, the dimensions and
categories in Bakhanim books for six grades of elementary school are 1413 units. has been Of these, socio-
political dimension (257), economic dimension (94), ethical-cultural dimension (336), legal dimension (37) and
environmental dimension (689) have been considered. In fact, the environmental dimension with 689 units is the
most and the legal dimension is the least with 37 units. obtained significance; In the content of the textbooks,
let's read the moral-cultural dimension with the importance coefficient (0.206) in the first place, social-political
and environmental dimensions (0.201) in the second place and the legal dimension with the importance
coefficient (0.195). ) has assigned the lowest priority among other dimensions of responsibility and leadership.
The main task of the school in the ethical and cultural dimension is to pay attention to individuality, teach
tolerance and coexistence with others and respect them, and raise a generation with a set of general human
values and principles. Based on the results of this research, respect for others, promotion of prayer, promotion of
chastity culture and moral and cultural education, ethics, rule of law, supervision and control of school affairs
are the components that monitor the cultural and moral dimension. The main task of the school in the moral and
cultural dimension of responsibility is to pay attention to individuality, mutual respect and coexistence with
others and to educate the young generation with a set of general human values and principles. The results of the
studies, Karimi et al (2016)_ Augustiniene et al (2015) And Dementiy & Grogolev (2016)_ confirm the
monitoring components of this dimension.According to the results of this research, the components of the legal
dimension include; Observing social order, accepting justice, avoiding violation of society's laws, observing
order and discipline, observing social order, following national laws and standards. The school is one of the
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‘most sensitive and basic social institutions of any country, which plays a fundamental role in paying attention to
the acceptance of justice, observing social order and avoiding violations of society's laws, education and control
of society's people, and its only purpose It is not the teaching and learning of students. Based on the results of
this research, it forms the components that look after the economic dimension, including saving and avoiding
extravagance and economic culture. Economic growth is related to the improvement of public education,
education changes people's values and attitudes, and this itself has a direct impact on the economic
situation.Occupational and professional trainings are also effective in job efficiency and economic progress and
in the whole type of education system and its goals, programs and facilities are also effective in the rate of

economic growth.
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
