Background and Objectives: The present article tried to analyze the content
of Persian books in elementary school in terms of the amount of attention paid

Curriculum content analysis, with Shannon's entropy technique. Due to the limitations of
Multicultural Education the society, the sampling was total and included 6 volumes of the book "Farsi"
Farsi Textbook for the one to sixth grades in the academic year of 2022-2023. The units of
Shannon Entropy analysis included text, images and book activities. The research tool was a

researcher-made checklist including the components of multicultural
education and philosophical thinking criteria (exploratory, argumentative and
interactive), the validity of which was confirmed by the CVR method, and to
ensure reliability with re-implementation, the agreement coefficient was 87%.
Was obtained.Findings: The findings showed that a total of 34 concepts were

(0.208) and "Religion" (0.105) are located. The coefficient of importance of
the concept of disability and human and cultural communication with a
repetition such as the concepts of justice, equality and anti-discrimination,
dignity and human rights, gender, materials, tools and educational
environment, teaching methods, evaluation, respect for different opinions, life
Peaceful without repetition is equal to zero.Conclusion: The results of the
research show that Persian books pay insufficient, little and unbalanced
attention to the philosophy curriculum for children with the orientation of
multicultural education, and therefore it is necessary to revise the books.
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
